NOTE 1 -  Description of the Plan

The following summary description of Sellers GM 401(k) Profit Sharing Plan is 
provided for general information purposes only.  Participants should refer to the Plan 
Agreement for more complete information.

General - All employees of Sellers Automotive, Inc. (the Company), as defined in the
Plan Agreement, meeting the service requirements, are eligible to become 
participants in the Plan. The Plan is subject to the provisions of the Employee 
Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (ERISA).

The Company was sold in 2023 and effective March 2023 the plan was terminated.  
All participant accounts were distributed during 2023 in accordance with Plan 
provisions.

Eligibility - Full time employees of the Company, as defined in the Plan Agreement, 
who have completed three months of service are eligible to defer a portion of their 
salary and to receive Company matching contributions as described below.  

Contributions - Participants may elect to contribute 100% of their earnings to the 
401(k) Plan.  They may choose to do this as either a pre-tax deferral, a Roth deferral, 
or a combination of both. The Plan has adopted an automatic enrollment feature by 
which eligible employees defer 2% of their salary. The Plan allows the employee to 
elect to opt out of the automatic salary deferral. The maximum annual addition which 
may be credited to an individual participant's account is determined by wage limits 
set by the Internal Revenue Service. Participants designate how their contributions 
will be invested in the investment funds selected by the Plan Administrator.

The Plan provides for a Company matching contribution of 100% of salary deferrals,
excluding catch-up contributions, up to 2% of total compensation. Participants' 
contributions and the Company's matching contribution to certain highly 
compensated participants may be limited based on contribution non-discrimination 
testing described in Internal Revenue Code ("IRC") Sections 401(k) and 401(m).  

The Company may elect to make a discretionary profit sharing contribution. The 
Company elected to not make a profit sharing contribution for the seven months
ended July 31, 2023, and for the year ended December 31, 2022.

Participant Accounts - Each participant’s account is credited with the participant’s 
contribution, the Company's matching and profit sharing contributions, if applicable, 
and Plan earnings. Allocations are based upon provisions as defined in the Plan. The 
benefit to which a participant is entitled is the benefit that can be provided from the 
participant's vested account.

NOTE 1 - Description of the Plan (Continued)

Investment Options - Upon enrollment in the Plan, a participant may direct employee 
and employer contributions in one percent increments in any of the 30 investment 
options. The options consist of professionally managed mutual funds and common
collective trusts, which vary in their respective strategies, risks and goals. 

Vesting - Participants are immediately vested in their contributions, plus actual 
earnings thereon. Vesting in the Company’s matching and discretionary contribution 
portion of their accounts, plus actual earnings thereon, is based on years of 
continuous service. A participant is 100 percent vested after three years of credited 
services. Effective March 2023, all participants were fully vested due to termination 
of the plan.

Notes Receivable from Participants - Participants may request a loan from the Plan 
of up to 50% of their vested balance or $50,000, whichever is lower. The loan term is 
limited to five years unless it is for the purchase of a principal residence. The loan is
secured by the participant’s account and bears interest at prevailing rates as 
determined by the plan administrator. Principal and interest are paid through payroll 
deductions.

Participants' Withdrawals - Upon a participant's retirement date or upon a 
participant's death or total and permanent disability, all amounts credited to his or her 
account shall become fully vested. The participant is allowed to withdraw funds from 
the Plan upon attainment of age 59½. Distributions are payable in the form of a lump 
sum equal to the vested balance of the participant’s account. Upon termination, the 
non-vested portion of a participant's account shall be forfeited.

Distribution of the vested portion of a participant's account shall be made upon 
termination of employment. If the vested portion of the account is less than $5,000, 
the Administrator has the option of a distribution without the participant’s consent. If 
the vested portion of the participant’s account exceeds $5,000, a distribution before 
normal retirement age can only be made with the participant’s consent. The non-
vested portion of a participant’s account shall be forfeited and used to reduce future 
Company matching contributions.

Participants may request that all or a portion of their account be distributed in the 
case of severe hardship, as defined in the Plan document. The Company must 
approve any such hardship withdrawals.

Forfeited Accounts – At July 31, 2023,  December 31, 2022 and 2021, the value of 
forfeited non-vested accounts totaled $0, $1,569 and $0, respectively. The forfeitures 
of non-vested Company matching contributions from terminated participant accounts 
may be used to reduce the Company's matching contributions or pay plan expenses. 
Forfeitures were used to reduce fees in the amount of $8,999 for the seven months 
ended July 31, 2023, and $6,210 for the year ended December 31, 2022.

SECURE Act and CARES Act - The Plan has implemented certain provisions of the 
SECURE Act, which was effective January 1, 2020, and the CARES Act, which was 
signed into law in March 2020. The Plan was amended October 7, 2022, to adopt 
these provisions.

NOTE 2 - Significant Accounting Policies

Basis of Accounting - The financial statements were prepared on the accrual basis of 
accounting.  As of and for the seven months ended July 31, 2023, the financial 
statements were prepared using the liquidation basis. 

Use of Estimates - The preparation of financial statements in conformity with
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America requires 
management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of 
assets and liabilities, the disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of 
the financial statements, and the reported amounts of additions and deductions 
during the reporting period. Accordingly, actual results could differ from those 
estimates.

Investment Valuation and Income Recognition - The Plan's investments are stated at 
current fair value. Fair value is the amount that would be received to sell an asset or 
paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the 
measurement date. See Note 3 for discussion of fair value measurements.

Purchases and sales of securities are recorded on a trade date basis. Dividends are 
recorded when received. Net appreciation (depreciation) includes the Plan’s gains 
and losses on investments bought and sold as well as held during the year.

Notes Receivable from Participants - Loans to participants are reported at their 
unpaid principal balances plus any accrued but unpaid interest. Delinquent 
participant loans are reclassified as distributions based upon the terms of the Plan 
document. If a participant ceases to make loan repayments and the plan 
administrator deems the loan to be in default, the participant loan balance is 
reduced, and a benefit payment is recorded.

Payment of Benefits - Benefits are recorded when paid.

Funding Policies - The Company deposits contributions based on voluntary 
withholdings from the paychecks of eligible participants along with the Company’s 
matching contributions. 

Administrative Expenses - Various administrative costs are paid by the Company.
Fees related to the administration of notes receivable from participants are charged 
directly to the participant’s account. Investment related expenses are included in the 
net appreciation of fair value of investments.

Subsequent Events - Management has evaluated events and transactions through 
June 11, 2024, the date the financial statements were available to be issued.

NOTE 3 - Fair Value Measurements

NOTE 3 - Fair Value Measurements (Continued)

The fair value measurement accounting literature establishes a fair value hierarchy 
that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure fair value. This 
hierarchy consists of three broad levels which are described below. The Plan uses 
appropriate valuation techniques based on the available inputs to measure the fair 
value of its investments. 

In accordance with Subtopic 820-10, Morley Stable Value Fund Class 3, a common 
collective trust sponsored by Morley Capital Management, and the various age 
targeted funds offered by T. Rowe Price, have been measured at net asset value per 
share (or its equivalent) and have not been classified in the fair value hierarchy. The 
fair value amounts presented above are intended to permit reconciliation of the fair 
value hierarchy to the amounts presented in the statements of net assets available 
for benefits.  

Level 1 Fair Value Measurements

Level 1 inputs consist of unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for identical 
assets and have the highest priority. When available, the Plan measures fair value 
using Level 1 inputs because they generally provide the most reliable evidence of fair 
value.

The fair value of mutual funds is based on quoted net asset values of the shares held 
by the Plan at year end. The fair values of common stock, corporate bonds, and U.S. 
Government securities are based on the closing price reported on the active market 
where the individual securities are traded.

Level 2 Fair Value Measurements

Level 2 inputs consist of quoted prices for similar assets in active and inactive 
markets and other observable corroborated market data. Level 2 inputs are only 
used when Level 1 inputs are not available. This includes, but is not limited to, 
quoted prices for similar assets or liabilities in markets that are not active. There 
were no Level 2 assets.

Level 3 Fair Value Measurements

Level 3 inputs have the lowest priority. Level 3 inputs are only used when Level 1 or 
Level 2 inputs are not available. There were no level 3 assets.

NOTE 4 - Investments Measured Using the Net Asset Value Per Share Practical Expedient

The Plan's investments include the Morley Stable Value Fund Class 3,  a common 
collective trust issued and managed by Morley Capital Management, along with 
various age targeted funds, with a net asset value of $0, $4,542,947 and $5,112,889
at July 31, 2023, December 31, 2022 and 2021, respectively.

NOTE 9 -  Tax Status

The Plan, as adopted, is a volume submitter plan, which does not require an 
application for a determination letter from the Internal Revenue Service (IRS). The 
volume submitter plan has received a favorable notification letter from the IRS dated 
November 30, 2020. The plan has not individually sought its own determination 
letter. 

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require 
plan management to evaluate tax positions taken by the Plan and recognize a tax 
liability (or asset) if the Plan has taken an uncertain position that more likely than not 
would not be sustained upon examination by taxing authorities. The plan 
administrator has concluded that as of July 31, 2023, there were no uncertain tax 
positions taken or expected to be taken that would require recognition of a liability (or 
asset) or disclosure in the financial statements. The Plan is subject to routine audits 
by taxing jurisdictions. There are currently no audits in progress for any tax periods.
