Accordingly, the objective of an ERISA Section 103(a)(3)(C) audit is not to express an opinion
about whether the financial statements as a whole are presented fairly, in all material respects,
in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America.

We are required to communicate with those charged with governance regarding, among other
matters, the planned scope and timing of the audit, significant audit findings, and certain internal
control-related matters that we identified during the audit.

Emphasis of Matter — Plan Termination and Use of Liquidation Basis of Accounting

As further discussed in Notes 1 and 2 to the financial statements, those charged with
governance decided to terminate the Ericksen, Et Al., Inc. 401(k) Savings Plan. As a result, in
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America, the
Ericksen, Et Al., Inc. 401(k) Savings Plan has changed its basis of accounting from the accrual
basis of accounting used in presenting the 2022 financial statements to the liquidation basis of
accounting used in presenting the 2023 financial statements. Our opinion is not modified with
respect to this matter.

Other Matter—Supplemental Schedule Required by ERISA

The supplemental schedule of Schedule H, Line 4i — Schedule of Assets (Held at End of The
Year) As of September 30, 2023, is presented for purposes of additional analysis and is not a
required part of the financial statements but is supplementary information required by the
Department of Labor's Rules and Regulations for Reporting and Disclosure under ERISA. Such
information is the responsibility of management and was derived from and relates directly to the
underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the financial statements. The
information included in the supplemental schedule, other than that agreed to or derived from the
certified investment information, has been subjected to auditing procedures applied in the audit
of the financial statements and certain additional procedures, including comparing and
reconciling such information directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to
prepare the financial statements or to the financial statements themselves, and other additional
procedures in accordance with GAAS. For information included in the supplemental schedules
that agreed to or are derived from the certified investment information, we compared such
information to the related certified investment information.

DESCRIPTION OF PLAN

The following description of the Ericksen, Et Al, Inc. 401(k) Savings Plan (the
Plan) is provided for general information purposes only. Participants should refer
to the Plan document for a more complete description of the Plan's provisions.

General

The Plan is a participant-directed defined contribution plan covering all eligible
employees of Ericksen, Arbuthnot, Kilduff, Day & Lindstrom, Inc. (the Company)
with retirement benefits in accordance with section 401(k) of the Internal
Revenue Code (the IRC). The Plan is subject to the provisions of the Employee
Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (ERISA). The Plan was established on
October 1, 1984.

On December 22, 2022, the Senate passed the Consolidated Appropriations Act
of 2023 (the “CAA”) to fund the government through September 30, 2023.
Division T of the legislation is the SECURE 2.0 Act of 2022 (“SECURE 2.0”),
which builds upon 2019’s Setting Every Community Up for Retirement
Enhancement Act (the “SECURE Act”). SECURE 2.0 contains 90 provisions
aimed at modernizing the retirement system, encouraging additional retirement
savings, and easing administrative requirements. Most of SECURE 2.0’s
provisions take effect on or after 2024.

Effective February 1, 2023, the Plan was going through a termination process.
Further contributions are prohibited as of February 1, 2023. Participants’
accounts are fully vested as of February 1, 2023, and all other benefits under the
Plan shall be distributed to Plan participants as soon as administratively feasible.

Eligibility

To be eligible to participate in the Plan, employees must have reached twenty-
one years of age and have completed six months of service with the Company.
Employees covered by a collective bargaining agreement, non-resident aliens,
and part-time/temporary/seasonal employees are excluded from participation in
the plan. Eligible employees may enter the Plan on the first day of each plan year
quarter upon completion of eligibility requirements.

Contributions

Participant Contribution: Participants elect to have amounts withheld from their
paychecks and contributed to the Plan by the Company. Participants may
contribute the maximum of pre-tax compensation as defined in the Plan and by
the Internal Revenue Service. Participants may also contribute rollover amounts
representing distributions from other qualified defined benefit or contribution
plans. Participants who have attained age 50 before the end of the Plan year are
eligible to make catch-up contributions.

Contributions (continued)

Employer Contributions:

e Safe Harbor Non-Elective Contributions (SHNECs): The Company makes
SHNECs in an amount equal to 3% of the participant’s eligible
compensation. The Company has made SHNECs in the amount of
$44,021 for the Plan year ended September 30, 2023.

o Nonelective Contributions: The Company may make discretionary
nonelective contributions in an amount as determined by the Company.
To receive the Company’s nonelective allocations, participants are
required to be employed on the last day of the Plan Year and complete
1,000 hours of service. Company contributions are made in the ratio that
each participant’'s compensation bears to the compensation of all eligible
participants.

All of the foregoing contributions are subject to limits as set by federal law

Investment Options

Participants may direct the investment of all contributions into various investment
options offered by the Plan and Charles Schwab Trust Bank.

Payment of Benefits

Upon termination of service due to death, disability, or retirement, a participant
may elect to receive either a lump-sum amount equal to the value of the
participant’s vested interest in his or her account or may elect to take installment
payments. For termination of service for other reasons, a participant may receive
the value of the vested interest in his or her account as a lump-sum distribution.
Participants may request a withdrawal from their contribution accounts for
financial hardship or after attaining the age of 59%. The distribution of the
participant’s account must commence no later than April 1 following the calendar
year in which the participant attains age 72.

Participant Accounts

Each participant’s account is credited with the participant’s own contributions and
an allocation of net earnings from investments and changes in investment
values. Allocations are based on each participant’s contributions, earnings, or
account balances, as defined by the Plan agreement. The benefit to which a
participant is entitled is limited to the benefit that can be provided from the
participant’s account.

Participant Loans

Loans to participants consist of promissory notes received from participants in
exchange for the distribution of cash from the Plan. A participant is allowed to
borrow a minimum of $1,000, up to one-half of the vested balance of their Plan
account, up to a maximum of $50,000. Participants may only have two
outstanding loans at a time. Loans must be repaid over no more than a five-year
period with the exception of a loan for the participant’s principal residence that
may have a repayment period beyond five years. Principal and interest are paid
not less frequently than quarterly or ratably through payroll deductions. Loans to
participants are stated at the principal amount outstanding, which approximates
fair value.

Vesting

Participants are always fully vested in their own contributions, SHNECs, and all
earnings thereon. Participants vest in the Company’s nonelective contributions at
the rate of 25% for each year of service until fully vested, beginning on the
second anniversary of the date of hire. Participants are fully vested in Company
contributions after five years of credited service.

Forfeitures
Forfeitures of nonvested employer contributions if any shall be used to reduce
employer nonelective contributions for the plan year in which they occurred or

thereafter. As of September 30, 2023, and 2022, there were $0 and $89,
respectively in the forfeiture nonvested account available for future use.

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of Accounting

The accompanying financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis
of accounting in conformity with U.S. generally accepted accounting principles
(U.S. GAAP). Certain prior period disclosures have been revised to conform to
the current year’s presentation. Effective February 1, 2023, the Plan committee
adopted a resolution to terminate the Plan. As a result, the Plan’s financial
statements as of September 2023, and for the period from October 1, 2022,
through September 30, 2023, have been prepared on a liquidation basis, in
accordance with U.S. GAAP. This basis of accounting is considered appropriate
when, among other things, liquidation of an entity is probable and the net
realizable value of assets is reasonably determinable. Under the liquidation basis
of accounting, assets are stated at their estimated net realized cash value and
liabilities are stated at their anticipated settlement amounts. The estimated net
realizable cash value for investments as of September 30, 2023, would be fair
value. There were no material changes to the 2022 financial statements as a
result of the change under the liquidation basis of accounting.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America requires management to
make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of net assets
available for benefits at the date of the financial statements and the reported
amounts of changes in net assets available for benefits during the reporting
period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Investment Valuation and Income Recognition

Investments are reported at fair value. Fair Value is the price that would be
received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction
between market participants at the measurement date. See Note 4 for a
discussion of fair value measurements. Purchases and sales of securities are
recorded on a trade date basis.

Net appreciation includes the Plan’s gains and losses on investments bought and
sold as well as held during the year.

Notes Receivable from Participants

Notes receivable from participants are measured at their unpaid principal balance
plus any accrued but unpaid interest. Interest income is recorded on an accrual
basis. Related fees are recorded as administrative expenses and expensed
when incurred. No allowance for credit losses has been recorded as of
September 30, 2023 or 2022.

Payment of Benefits

Benefits are recorded when paid.

That framework provides a fair
value hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to
measure fair value. The hierarchy gives the highest priority to unadjusted quoted
prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (level 1 measurements)
and the lowest priority to unobservable inputs (level 3 measurements). The three
levels of the fair value hierarchy under FASB ASC Topic 820 are described as
follows:

Level 1) Inputs to the valuation methodology are unadjusted quoted
prices for identical assets or liabilities in active markets.

The asset or liability’s fair value measurement level within the fair value hierarchy
is based on the lowest level of any input that is significant to the fair value
measurement. Valuation techniques used need to maximize the use of
observable inputs and minimize the use of unobservable inputs.

Following is a description of the valuation methodologies used for assets
measured at fair value. There have been no changes in the methodologies used
on September 30, 2023, and 2022.

Interest-bearing cash: Valued at the daily closing value as reported by the fund.

Registered investment accounts (mutual funds): Valued at the daily closing price
as reported by the fund. Mutual funds held by the Plan are open-ended mutual
funds that are registered with the Securities and Exchange Commission. These
funds are required to publish their daily net asset value (NAV) and to transact at
that price. The mutual funds held by the Plan are deemed to be actively traded.

The valuation methods used by the Plan may produce a fair value calculation
that may not be indicative of net realizable value or reflective of future fair values.
Furthermore, although the Plan believes its valuation methods are appropriate
and consistent with other market participants, the use of different methodologies
or assumptions to determine the fair value of certain financial instruments could
result in a different fair value measurement at the reporting date.

Net appreciation in fair value of investments includes net unrealized and net
realized gains and losses on investments during the year and is presented net of
investment expenses. Investment income is allocated to individual participant
accounts based on the participant’s share of the investment fund.

PLAN TERMINATION

On February 1, 2023, the Plan sponsors, Ericksen, Arbuthnot, Kilduff, Day &
Lindstrom, Inc., were going through the termination process of the Plan.
Subsequent to February 1, 2023, no contributions were allowed into the Plan.
The Company began the process of making final distributions to all existing Plan
participants with a vested account balance. As of the Plan termination date, all
existing Plan participants’ account balances are fully vested.

TAX STATUS

The Company has adopted the Non-Standardized Pre-Approved Profit-Sharing
Plan With CODA. The Internal Revenue Service ("IRS") has informed Milliman,
Inc. in a letter dated June 30, 2020, that its non-standardized pre-approved profit-
sharing plan is designed in accordance with applicable sections of the IRC, and
any Plan sponsor adopting this form of the non-standardized pre-approved profit-
sharing plan will be considered to have a plan qualified under applicable sections
of the IRC. Therefore, the Plan and related trust are tax-exempt, and once
qualified, the Plan is required to operate in conformity with the IRC to maintain its
qualification. The Plan administrator believes that the Plan is designed, and is
currently being operated, in compliance with the applicable requirements of the
IRC and, therefore, believes the Plan is qualified as a tax-exempt trust.

GAAP requires Plan management to evaluate tax positions taken by the Plan
and recognize a tax liability (or asset) if the Plan has taken an uncertain position
that more likely than not would not be sustained upon examination by the
applicable authorities. The Plan is subject to routine audits by taxing jurisdictions;
however, there are currently no audits for any tax periods in progress. The Plan
administrator believes it is no longer subject to income tax examination for years
prior to 2019.

PARTY-IN-INTEREST TRANSACTIONS

Certain Plan investments are managed by Charles Schwab Trust Bank. Charles
Schwab Trust Bank is the custodian as defined by the Plan; therefore, these
investments and investment transactions qualify as party-in-interest transactions.
Any purchase and sale of investments in the custodian are open market
transactions at fair market value. Fees incurred by the Plan for investment
management services are included in the net depreciation in the fair value of
investments. These fees are paid to the investment fund manager and may
include certain revenue-sharing fees that are paid to Charles Schwab Trust
Bank, other investment custodians, and investment advisors.

Additionally, the Plan sponsor, Ericksen, Arbuthnot, Kilduff, Day & Lindstrom,
Inc., is a party in interest to the Plan; however, there were no transactions with
the Plan sponsor other than the funding of contributions to the Plan and payment
of certain administrative expenses of the Plan. The Plan also allows for the
issuance of notes receivable to participants in accordance with the related
regulations. Such transactions are permitted under the provisions of the Plan and
are exempt from the prohibition of party-in-interest transactions under ERISA.

RISKS AND UNCERTAINTIES

The Plan invests in various investment securities. Investment securities are
exposed to various risks such as interest rate, market, and credit risks. Due to
the level of risk associated with certain investment securities, it is at least
reasonably possible that changes in the values of investment securities will occur
in the near term and that such changes could materially affect participants’
account balances and the amounts reported in the statement of net assets
available for benefits.
