NOTE 1 - DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN

The following description of the HopeHealth Visiting Nurse Retirement Plan (the Plan)
provides only general information. Participants should refer to the Summary Plan
Description for a more complete description of the Plan’s provisions.

GENERAL AND PLAN TERMINATION

The Plan was established by Visiting Nurse of HopeHealth on July 1, 1993. Effective
April 1, 2019, the Plan Sponsor changed its name to HopeHealth Visiting Nurse (the
“Company” or “Employer”). Effective April 1, 2019, the Plan changed its name to
HopeHealth Visiting Nurse Retirement Plan. The purpose of the Plan was to accumulate
retirement income for employees that will supplement retirement benefits provided to them
by Social Security. The Plan is a contributory single-employer plan, under Section 403(b) of
the Internal Revenue Code (the Code) and is subject to the provisions of the Employee
Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (“ERISA™).

On September 30, 2023, HopeHealth Visiting Nurse ceased its operations and no longer
provided any healthcare services. All employees were terminated between August 27, 2023
and September 19, 2023. Eleven employees transferred to HopeHealth Hospice & Palliative
Care and one employee transferred to HopeHealth. The Plan was terminated on
September 30, 2023 and all participants became 100% vested in their account balances upon
termination of the Plan in accordance with the provisions of ERISA. All plan assets were
distributed to participants before December 20, 2023.

As part of the plan termination, participants were required to remove their account balances
from the Plan.

The following options were available to the participants:

e Receive a lump sum benefit payment
e Roll the money into an IRA or Roth IRA
e Roll the money to the participant’s new employer’s 401(k) or qualified plan

If participants did not make a selection from the options above, the Plan transferred their
account balance to an individual IRA that was established for the participant if their balance
was $1,000 or more or if the participant’s account balance was less than $1,000, the Plan sent
them a check for their account balance less any applicable tax withholdings. All funds were
distributed from the Plan by December 20, 2023.

The Company’s Retirement Plan Fiduciary Committee had overall responsibility for the
operation and administration of the Plan and determines the appropriateness of the Plan’s
investment offerings, and monitors investment performance.

PARTICIPANT CONTRIBUTIONS

Employees who worked at least 20 hours per week were eligible to make elective
contributions through September 30, 2023. Participants could elect to defer up to 90% of
their eligible pre-tax annual compensation, as defined, by the Plan, subject to dollar limits
prescribed in the Code, which was $22,500 in 2023 and $20,500 in 2022. Participants who
have reached the age of 50 before the end of the Plan year could make catch-up contributions
of $7,500 per year in 2023 and $6,500 per year in 2022, respectively. Participants were fully
vested in their contributions to the Plan and earnings thereon.

Rollovers and transfers of funds from other qualified plans in which employees cease to
participate were permitted and were fully vested.

EMPLOYER CONTRIBUTIONS

The Employer could make a discretionary matching contribution on behalf of participants
who make an elective deferral, are 21 years of age and have completed one year of service
(1,000 hours). Employees classified as work refusal right employees are excluded from
receiving a matching contribution. The amount of the contribution for 2023 was determined
to be 50% of the eligible participant’s deferrals up to 4% of their bi-weekly compensation.
Compensation earned by a participant while employed in an ineligible classification shall be
excluded for determining the amount of allocation to be received. During the period from
January 1, 2023 to December 20, 2023, $43,120 of discretionary matching contributions were
made.

In addition, the Employer could make a discretionary non-elective contribution to employees
who are at least 21 years of age and have completed one year of service (1,000 hours) within
the Plan year. Participants must be employed at the end of the Plan year to receive a non-
elective discretionary contribution. Non-elective contributions were allocated to the non-
elective contribution accounts of each participant to share in such allocations in the ratio that
each participant’s compensation bears to the compensation of all eligible participants. Non-
elective contributions were allocated to accounts at the end of the Plan year. The Employer
did not make a discretionary non-elective contribution for the period from January 1, 2023 to
December 20, 2023.

PARTICIPANTS’ ACCOUNTS

Each participant’s account was credited with the participant’s contributions, allocations of
the Employer’s contributions and Plan investment earnings, and reduced by administrative
expenses and loan fees, when applicable. Allocations are based on participant earnings or
account balances, as defined by the Plan. The benefit to which a participant was entitled was
the benefit that can be provided from the participant’s vested account.

VESTING

Participants were immediately vested in all voluntary contributions, including rollovers, and
the earnings thereon. Participants are vested in Employer contributions on a six-year graded
schedule with participant becoming fully vested after six years of vesting service. A
participant became fully vested upon death or disability, as directed by the Plan, or upon
reaching normal retirement age (65) while employed by the Company. Participants became
fully vested on September 30, 2023 when the Plan was terminated.

The vesting schedule for Employer matching contributions and non-elective contributions is

as follows:

Years of Vesting Service Vesting Percentage
Less than Two Years 0%

Two Years but less than Three Years 20%

Three Years but less than Four Years 40%

Four Years but less than Five Years 60%

Five Years but less than Six Years 80%

Six or more Years 100%

NOTES RECEIVABLE FROM PARTICIPANTS

Subject to approval by the plan administrator, participants could borrow a minimum of
$1,000 up to a maximum amount equal to the lesser of $50,000 or 50% of their vested
account balance. A participant could only have one loan outstanding at a time.

The loans were secured by the balance in the participant’s account and bear interest at a rate
as defined in the Plan Document (Wall Street Journal published prime rate plus 2%).
Principal and interest were repaid ratably through payroll deductions and must be completed
within five years, with the exception of loans whose proceeds are used for the purchase of a
participant’s primary residence, which must be completed within fifteen years.

In connection with the termination of the Plan on September 30, 2023, participants were
required to repay their loans by November 29, 2023 or they were considered to be benefit
payments. During the period from January 1, 2023 to December 20, 2023, $4,593 of loans
were included in benefits paid to participants in the statement of changes in net assets
available for benefits.

HARDSHIP WITHDRAWALS

Upon qualification for financial hardship, a participant was entitled to the value of his or her
deferral and the vested portion of the Company’s contributions, determined as of the
valuation date, which was payable immediately in a lump-sum distribution.

PAYMENT OF BENEFITS

On termination of service due to death, disability, or retirement, a participant was entitled to
an amount equal to the vested value of his or her account. Benefits less than or equal to
$5,000 must be distributed in a single lump-sum payment. Benefits over $5,000 were payable
either by a single lump-sum payment or periodic installments (subject to minimum
distribution rules) over the period of not more than the participant’s life expectancy. All
benefits were paid out on or before December 20, 2023 upon termination of the Plan.

FORFEITED ACCOUNTS

If a participant terminated employment with the Company at a time when the participant did
not have a fully vested interest, the nonvested Company contributions and actual earnings
thereon were forfeited. Forfeitures were left in the Plan to reduce Company contributions and
pay administrative expenses of the Plan. At December 20, 2023 and December 31, 2022,
there were no cumulative forfeited nonvested accounts. During the period from January 1,
2023 to December 20, 2023, the Employer contributions were reduced by $7,172, from the
forfeiture account.

ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES

Certain administrative expenses of maintaining the Plan were paid by the Plan, unless
otherwise paid by the Company. Expenses that are paid by the Company are excluded from
these financial statements. Fees related to the administration of notes receivable from
participants were charged directly to the participant’s account and are included in
administrative expenses. Investment related expenses are included in net appreciation in fair
value of investments.

NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF ACCOUNTING POLICIES
BASIS OF ACCOUNTING
The accompanying 2022 financial statements were prepared on the accrual basis of
accounting and the 2023 financial statements were prepared on the liquidation basis of

accounting in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States
of America (“U.S. GAAP”).

USE OF ESTIMATES

The preparation of the accompanying financial statements in conformity with U.S. GAAP
requires Plan management to make estimates and assumptions that affect certain reported
amounts of assets and liabilities and changes therein and disclosures. Accordingly, actual
results may differ from those estimates.

INVESTMENT VALUATION AND INCOME RECOGNITION

The Plan’s investments are reported at fair value as determined by management based on
information provided by Capital Bank and Trust Company, the custodian of the Plan. The
Plan defines fair value as the price that would be received for an asset or paid to transfer a
liability in the principal or most advantageous market for the asset or liability in an orderly
transaction between market participants at the measurement date. The Plan Sponsor and
Retirement Plan Fiduciary Committee determine the Plan’s valuation policies and procedures
utilizing information provided by the custodian and the Plan Sponsor’s investment advisors.
See Note 4 for discussion of fair value of investments.

Purchases and sales of securities are recorded on a trade date basis. Interest income is
recorded on the accrual basis. Dividends are recorded on the ex-dividend date. Net
investment gains include the Plan’s gains and losses on investments sold during the year.

NOTES RECEIVABLE FROM PARTICIPANTS

Notes receivable from participants are measured at their unpaid principal balance plus any
accrued but unpaid interest. Interest income is recorded on the accrual basis. Related fees
are recorded as administrative expenses and are expensed when they are incurred. If a
participant ceases to make loan repayments and the plan administrator deems the participant
loan to be in default, the participant loan balance is reduced, and a benefit payment is
recorded.

BENEFIT PAYMENTS

Benefits are recorded when paid.

NOTE 3 - CERTIFICATION OF INVESTMENTS

Certain information related to investments disclosed in the accompanying financial
statements and ERISA-required supplemental schedule, including investments held at
December 20, 2023 and December 31, 2022, and net appreciation in fair value of
investments, and interest and dividends for the period from January 1, 2023 to December 20,
2023, was obtained by management and agreed to or derived from information certified as
complete and accurate by Capital Bank and Trust Company. This information has not been
audited by the Plan’s independent auditors.

NOTE 4 - FAIR VALUE MEASUREMENTS

The framework for measuring fair value provides a fair value hierarchy that prioritizes the
inputs to valuation techniques used to measure fair value. The hierarchy gives the highest
priority to unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (Level
1) and the lowest priority to unobservable inputs (Level 3). The three levels of the fair value
hierarchy are described below:

Level 1: Inputs to the valuation methodology are unadjusted quoted prices for identical
assets or liabilities in active markets that the Plan has the ability to access.

Level 2:  Inputs to the valuation methodology include:

Quoted prices for similar assets or liabilities in active markets;

Quoted prices for identical or similar assets or liabilities in inactive markets;
Inputs other than quoted prices that are observable for the asset or liability;
Inputs that are derived principally from or corroborated by observable market
data by correlation or other means.

If the asset or liability has a specified (contractual) term, the Level 2 input must
be observable for substantially the full term of the asset or liability.

Level 3:  Inputs to the valuation methodology are unobservable and significant to the fair
value measurement.

The asset’s or liability’s fair value measurement level within the fair value hierarchy is based
on the lowest level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. Valuation
techniques used need to maximize the use of relevant observable inputs and minimize the use
of unobservable inputs.

NOTE 4 - FAIR VALUE MEASUREMENTS (CONTINUED)

The following is a description of the valuation methodologies used for assets at fair value.
There have been no changes in the methodologies used at December 31, 2022. There were
no transfers between the levels. There were no investments as of December 20, 2023 as a
result of the termination of the Plan.

Mutual Funds - Valued at the daily closing price as reported by the fund. Mutual funds held
by the Plan are open-end mutual funds that are registered with the Securities and Exchange
Commission. These funds are required to publish their daily net asset value (“NAV”) and to
transact at that price. The mutual funds held by the Plan as of December 20, 2023 and
December 31, 2022 in the amount of $0 and $6,686,818, respectively, are deemed to be
actively traded and classified as Level 1 within the fair value hierarchy.

NOTE 5 - TAX STATUS

The Plan has adopted a 403(b) volume submitter plan that received a favorable opinion letter
from the IRS, dated March 31, 2017 that the Plan was in compliance with the applicable
requirements of the Code. Although the Plan has been amended since receiving the opinion
letter, the plan administrator believes that the Plan is currently designed and being operated
in compliance with the applicable requirements of the Code. Therefore, the plan
administrator believes the Plan was compliant and the related trust was tax exempt.

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require plan
management to evaluate tax positions taken by the Plan and recognize a tax liability if the
Plan has taken an uncertain position that more likely than not would not be sustained upon
examination by the Internal Revenue Service. The Plan’s information returns are subject to
examination by federal and state taxing authorities. Management has stated there are
currently no examinations pending or in progress.

NOTE 6 - PARTY-IN-INTEREST TRANSACTIONS

Capital Bank and Trust Company is the custodian of the Plan and invested primarily in The
American Funds Group of mutual funds, which are considered to be party-in-interest
transactions. The Plan allowed participants to take loans against their account balances,
which are also considered exempt party-in-interest transactions. In addition, the Plan and
Company paid certain expenses related to the Plan’s operations and investment activity to
various service providers.
