Our audits did not extend to the certified investment information, except for obtaining and reading
the certifications, comparing the certified investment information with the related information
presented and disclosed in the financial statements, and reading the disclosures relating to the
certified investment information to assess whether they are in accordance with the presentation
and disclosure requirements of GAAP.

Accordingly, the objective of an ERISA Section 103(a)(3)(C) audit is not to express an opinion
about whether the financial statements as a whole are presented fairly, in all material respects, in
accordance with GAAP.

(1) Plan Description

The following description of My 401(k) Plan (the Plan) provides only general information. Participants should
refer to the Plan document for a more complete description of the Plan’s provisions.

General

The Plan is a defined contribution plan established on January 1, 1989, which covers all eligible
employees of Sumitomo Pharma America, Inc. (SMPA) and the adopting employers (collectively, the
Company). There are no age or service requirements to participate in the Plan except for temporary
employees who must be 21 years of age and have completed 1,000 hours of service. The Plan is subject
to the provisions of the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974, as amended (ERISA).

Effective June 7, 2024, the Plan was amended to include an automatic enroliment feature where eligible
employees are automatically enrolled at a pre-tax contribution percentage of 6% of their eligible
compensation per pay period, unless they select a different amount or opt out.

Deferral and Company Contributions

Participants may contribute to the Plan up to 90% of their compensation, as defined in the Plan document
not to exceed the maximum annual contribution allowed by the Internal Revenue Service (IRS). The
annual compensation limit for the 2024 plan year was $345,000 pursuant to the Internal Revenue Code
of 1986 (the Code). For 2024, the IRS annual deferral contributions for a participant was limited to
$23,000. A participant who is eligible to make elective contributions and was at least age 50 by the end
of 2024 may make additional catch-up contributions up to $7,500; as such, the maximum elective deferral
is $30,500. Participants may make pre-tax, Roth, and after-tax contributions: total employee (pre-tax,
Roth, and after-tax) contributions and employer contributions may not exceed $69,000 for the 2024 plan
year. A participant who is age 50 or above by December 31, 2024, may have total employee, catch-up,
and employer contributions that do not exceed $76,500 for the 2024 plan year. Participants may direct
their contributions into various investment options offered by the Plan.

Each year the Company may elect to make discretionary matching contributions. The Company made
discretionary matching contributions equal to 100% of the first 6% eligible compensation contributed by
a participant for 2024.

Each year the Company may also elect to make additional discretionary profit-sharing contributions to
the Plan. To be eligible to share in the additional Company discretionary contributions participants must
be employed by the Company as of the last day of the Plan year. During 2024, the Company made no
additional discretionary profit-sharing contributions to the Plan.

Participant Accounts

Each participant’s account is credited with the participant’s contribution, the Company’s discretionary
matching contributions, an allocation of Plan earnings (losses) and Company profit sharing contributions.
Participants’ accounts are charged with investment and individual service fees, as required. Allocations
are based on participant earnings (losses) or account balances, as defined. The benefit to which a
participant is entitled is the benefit that can be provided from the participant’s vested account.

Participants are immediately vested in their deferral contribution and the Company’s contributions,
including actual earnings thereon.

Notes Receivable from Participants

Participants may borrow a portion of the balance in their account. The minimum a participant may borrow
is $1,000 up to a maximum of the lesser of $50,000 or one-half of the participant’'s vested account
balance. Loan terms range from one to five years or up to ten years for the purchase of a primary
residence. The loans are secured by the balances in the participants’ accounts and bear interest at rates
which are commensurate with local prevailing rates at the time the loan is granted, as determined by the
Plan administrator. No more than one loan may be outstanding at any time. Principal and interest are
repaid ratably through payroll deductions. Interest payments are credited to the participant’s account in
the investment options according to the participant’s current investment election. As of December 31,
2024 and 2023, the interest rates on the outstanding loans ranged from 4.25% to 10.50%.

Benefits Paid to Participants

A participant may make certain in-service withdrawals prior to termination under any of the following
circumstances:

e due to financial hardship a participant may withdraw all or a portion of a participant’s deferral
contributions, subject to a minimum withdrawal of $500;

e upon attainment of age 59%: participants may receive all or a portion of all vested account balances;
and

e at any time, a participant may elect to withdraw up to 100% of their rollover contributions.

Participants eligible to receive a distribution from the Plan may elect either a lump-sum payment, partial
withdrawals, or various installment options offered by the Plan (subject to the IRC’s required minimum
distribution rules).

Upon termination of employment, a participant will receive a lump-sum distribution unless the vested
account is valued in excess of $7,000 effective January 1, 2024 ($5,000 prior to January 1, 2024), and
the participant elects to defer distribution. For purposes of determining the value of the vested account
balance, a participant’s designated Roth contributions are considered separately from the amount within
the participant’s non-Roth account. Otherwise, a terminated participant will receive statutory distributions
on April 1 of the year following the year in which the latter occurs (i) the participant’s retirement or (ii) the
participant’s attainment of their applicable required minimum distribution age as determined by law.

Basis of Accounting

The accompanying financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis of accounting in
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America (U.S. GAAP).

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with U.S. GAAP requires the plan administrator to
make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and changes
therein, and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities. Actual results could differ from the estimates
included in the financial statements.

Investment Valuation and Income Recognition
The Plan's investments are held in various mutual funds and common collective trusts (CCT).

The Plan’s investments are stated at fair value. Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an
asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the
measurement date. Refer to note 6, Fair Value Measurements.

The investment in the CCT is valued at the net asset value (NAV) per unit, as determined by the trustee
at year end. The NAV is used as the practical expedient to estimate fair value and is based on the fair
value of the underlying investments held by the fund, less its liabilities. This practical expedient is not
used when it is determined to be probable that the fund will sell the investment for an amount different
than the reported NAV.

Security transactions are recorded on the trade date. Payables and receivables for outstanding
purchases and sales represent trades which have occurred but have not yet settled and are recorded on
the statements of net assets available for benefits.

Dividend income is recorded on the ex-dividend date. Income from other investments is recorded as
earned on an accrual basis.

The Plan presents in the statement of changes in net assets available for benefits the net appreciation
(depreciation) in the fair value of its investments, which consist of the realized gains (losses) and the
unrealized appreciation (depreciation) on those investments.

Benefits Paid to Participants

Benefits are recorded when paid.

Notes Receivable from Participants

Notes receivable from participants are measured at their unpaid principal balance plus any accrued but
unpaid interest. Related fees are recorded as administrative expenses and are expensed as incurred.
No allowance for credit losses has been recorded as of December 31, 2024 and 2023. If a participant
ceases to make loan repayments and the Plan administrator deems the participant loan in default, the
participant loan balance is reduced, and a benefit payment is recorded.

Forfeitures

When certain corrective actions occur, the employer contribution amount removed from a participant’s
account represents a forfeiture, as defined by the Plan. Forfeited balances may be used to pay plan
expenses or to reduce company contributions or may be allocated to plan participants. During 2024,
$1,100,000 of forfeitures were used to reduce company contributions. Unallocated forfeitures as of
December 31, 2024, and 2023 were $310,159 and $277,184, respectively

Administrative Expenses

Certain administrative expenses related to custody and recordkeeping of the Plan are paid by the
Company and others are charged to participants. Expenses that are paid by the Company are excluded
from these financial statements. Loan and other transaction fees are charged to participants. The
Company provides certain accounting and management services to the Plan at no charge. A portion of
the administrative expenses is returned to the Plan on revenue sharing arrangements. The revenue
sharing amounts received are recorded as other income in the statement of changes in net assets
available for benefits. Refer to note 5, Related Party Transactions and Parties-In-Interest, for further
information.

Unallocated Assets

The Plan holds assets in a revenue credit account which receives deposits as a result of a revenue
sharing agreement with Fidelity Workplace Services LLC. During 2024, deposits to the account totaled
$98,141, which is included in net appreciation (depreciation) in fair value of investments in the statement
of changes in net assets available for benefits. Funds in the account are used to pay qualified plan
expenses and may be allocated to plan participants. During 2024, $23,145 was used to pay plan
expenses. Unallocated assets were $176,411 and $96,438 as of December 31, 2024 and 2023,
respectively.

Investment Expense Reimbursement

Certain excess revenue received in connection with plan services that exceed agreed-upon
compensation are credited to a revenue credit program account. The balance of the revenue credit
program account is applied to reduce plan expenses and may be allocated back to eligible participants'
accounts based on a defined formula. During 2024, there were excess revenue credits of $127,374 which
were used to pay certain expenses of maintaining the Plan. The remaining $29,233 of expenses charged
to the Plan during 2024 that were not paid by the excess revenue credits were paid by the participants
and the revenue credit account.

Contributions from plan participants and company contributions are recorded in the year in which the
participant contributions are withheld from compensation.

Summary of Information Prepared and Certified by the Trustee

The Plan administrator has elected the method of annual reporting compliance permitted by
29 CFR 2520.103-8 of the DOL’s Rules and Regulations for Reporting and Disclosure under ERISA.
Accordingly, Fidelity Management Trust Company (Fidelity), the trustee, has certified that the following data
included in the financial statements and supplemental schedule are complete and accurate:

e Investments and notes receivable from participants, as shown in the statements of net assets available
for benefits, as of December 31, 2024 and 2023.

e Investmentincome and dividend and interest income on notes receivable from participants, as shown in
the statement of changes in net assets available for benefits for the year ended December 31, 2024.

e The Schedule H, Line 4(i) - Schedule of Assets (Held at End of Year) as of December 31, 2024.

The Plan’s independent auditors did not perform auditing procedures with respect to this information, except
for comparing such information to the related information included in the financial statements and
supplemental schedule.

Tax Status

Effective October 1, 2021, the Company adopted the pre-approved plan document of FMR LLC. The Internal
Revenue Service (“IRS”) has determined and informed FMR LLC by a letter dated June 30, 2020, that the
pre-approved plan document is designed in accordance with applicable sections of the IRC. Although the
Plan has been amended by the Company and the pre-approved plan document has been amended by FMR
LLC since receiving the opinion letter, the plan administrator believes that the Plan is designed and is
currently being operated in compliance with the applicable requirements of the IRC and therefore believes
that the Plan is qualified and the related trust is tax-exempt.

U.S. GAAP requires management of the Plan to evaluate tax positions taken by the Plan and recognize a
tax liability (or asset) if the Plan has taken an uncertain position that more likely than not would not be
sustained upon examination by the taxing jurisdictions. The Plan administrator has analyzed the tax positions
taken by the Plan, and has concluded that as of December 31, 2024 and 2023, there were no uncertain
positions taken or expected to be taken that would require recognition of a liability (or asset) or disclosure in
the financial statements. The Plan is subject to routine audits by taxing jurisdictions; however, there are
currently no audits for any tax periods in progress.

Related Party Transactions and Parties-in-Interest

The Trustee and Recordkeeper of the Plan, Fidelity, is a party-in-interest with respect to the Plan. Certain
Plan transactions involve Fidelity or its affiliates. For example, certain Plan investments are shares of
registered investment companies managed by affiliates of Fidelity. The Plan also pays fees to the Trustee.
Fees paid by the Plan for investment management services for the year ended December 31, 2024 amounted
to $220,834. In addition, the Plan has a revenue sharing agreement with the Trustee whereby certain revenue
received by the Trustee from sponsors of some Plan investment options is paid to the Trust. For the year
ended December 31, 2024, $127,374 in such revenue sharing was allocated to participant accounts and the
revenue credit account to offset certain expenses of maintaining the Plan. Additionally, in accordance with
the Plan document, the Plan makes certain loans to participants who are employees of the Company, and
who are therefore parties-in-interest with respect to the Plan.

Fair Value Measurements

The Financial Accounting Standards Board’s (FASB) Accounting Standards Codification (ASC) 820, Fair
Value Measurements and Disclosures, provides the framework for measuring fair value and requires
expanded disclosures regarding fair value measurements. Fair value is defined as the price that would be
received for an asset or the exit price that would be paid to transfer a liability in the principal or most
advantageous market in an orderly transaction between market participants on the measurement date. This
accounting standard established a fair value hierarchy, which requires an entity to maximize the use of
observable inputs, where available. The following summarizes the three levels of inputs required:

Level 1 Quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities.

Level 2 Observable inputs, other than Level 1 prices, such as quoted prices for similar assets and liabilities
in active markets, quoted prices for identical or similar assets or liabilities in inactive markets, other
inputs that are observable for the asset or liability and corroborated with observable market data by
correlation or other means.

Level 3 Unobservable inputs supported by little or no market activity that are significant in establishing the
fair value of the assets or liabilities.

The determination of where the assets and liabilities fall within this fair value hierarchy is based on the lowest
level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. Below is a description of the valuation
methodologies. There were no transfers between levels for the fiscal years ended December 31, 2024 and
2023.

Mutual funds — Mutual funds are valued at the daily closing price as reported by the fund. Mutual funds held
by the Plan are open-end mutual funds that are registered with the Securities and Exchange Commission.
These funds are required to publish their daily NAV and to transact at that price. The mutual funds held by
the Plan are deemed to be actively traded.

Common/collective trusts — Common/collective trusts are comprised of investment contracts issued by
insurance companies and other financial institutions, fixed income securities, stocks, and money market
funds that and are valued at the net asset value of units of the common/collective trusts. The net asset value
is used as a practical expedient to estimate fair value. This practical expedient would not be used if it is
determined to be probable that the fund will sell the investment of an amount different form the reported net
asset value. Participant transactions (purchases and sales) may occur daily. If the Plan initiates a full
redemption of the Fidelity Managed Income Portfolio common/collective trust, the issuer reserves the right
to require 12 months' notification in order to ensure that the securities liquidations will be carried out in an
orderly business manner.

The methods described above may produce a fair value that may not be indicative of net realizable value or
reflective of future fair values. Furthermore, while the Plan believes its valuation methods are appropriate
and consistent with other market participants, the use of different methodologies or assumptions to determine
the fair value of certain financial instruments could result in a different fair value measurement at the reporting
date.

In the event of Plan
termination, participants shall be entitled to receive all amounts in his or her account after payment of all
expenses and adjustment of accounts to reflect such expenses, fund losses or profits, and reallocations.

(1) Plan Description

The following description of My 401(k) Plan (the Plan) provides only general information. Participants should
refer to the Plan document for a more complete description of the Plan’s provisions.

General

The Plan is a defined contribution plan established on January 1, 1989, which covers all eligible
employees of Sumitomo Pharma America, Inc. (SMPA) and the adopting employers (collectively, the
Company). There are no age or service requirements to participate in the Plan except for temporary
employees who must be 21 years of age and have completed 1,000 hours of service. The Plan is subject
to the provisions of the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974, as amended (ERISA).

Effective June 7, 2024, the Plan was amended to include an automatic enroliment feature where eligible
employees are automatically enrolled at a pre-tax contribution percentage of 6% of their eligible
compensation per pay period, unless they select a different amount or opt out.

Deferral and Company Contributions

Participants may contribute to the Plan up to 90% of their compensation, as defined in the Plan document
not to exceed the maximum annual contribution allowed by the Internal Revenue Service (IRS). The
annual compensation limit for the 2024 plan year was $345,000 pursuant to the Internal Revenue Code
of 1986 (the Code). For 2024, the IRS annual deferral contributions for a participant was limited to
$23,000. A participant who is eligible to make elective contributions and was at least age 50 by the end
of 2024 may make additional catch-up contributions up to $7,500; as such, the maximum elective deferral
is $30,500. Participants may make pre-tax, Roth, and after-tax contributions: total employee (pre-tax,
Roth, and after-tax) contributions and employer contributions may not exceed $69,000 for the 2024 plan
year. A participant who is age 50 or above by December 31, 2024, may have total employee, catch-up,
and employer contributions that do not exceed $76,500 for the 2024 plan year. Participants may direct
their contributions into various investment options offered by the Plan.

Each year the Company may elect to make discretionary matching contributions. The Company made
discretionary matching contributions equal to 100% of the first 6% eligible compensation contributed by
a participant for 2024.

Each year the Company may also elect to make additional discretionary profit-sharing contributions to
the Plan. To be eligible to share in the additional Company discretionary contributions participants must
be employed by the Company as of the last day of the Plan year. During 2024, the Company made no
additional discretionary profit-sharing contributions to the Plan.

Participant Accounts

Each participant’s account is credited with the participant’s contribution, the Company’s discretionary
matching contributions, an allocation of Plan earnings (losses) and Company profit sharing contributions.
Participants’ accounts are charged with investment and individual service fees, as required. Allocations
are based on participant earnings (losses) or account balances, as defined. The benefit to which a
participant is entitled is the benefit that can be provided from the participant’s vested account.

Participants are immediately vested in their deferral contribution and the Company’s contributions,
including actual earnings thereon.

Notes Receivable from Participants

Participants may borrow a portion of the balance in their account. The minimum a participant may borrow
is $1,000 up to a maximum of the lesser of $50,000 or one-half of the participant’'s vested account
balance. Loan terms range from one to five years or up to ten years for the purchase of a primary
residence. The loans are secured by the balances in the participants’ accounts and bear interest at rates
which are commensurate with local prevailing rates at the time the loan is granted, as determined by the
Plan administrator. No more than one loan may be outstanding at any time. Principal and interest are
repaid ratably through payroll deductions. Interest payments are credited to the participant’s account in
the investment options according to the participant’s current investment election. As of December 31,
2024 and 2023, the interest rates on the outstanding loans ranged from 4.25% to 10.50%.

Benefits Paid to Participants

A participant may make certain in-service withdrawals prior to termination under any of the following
circumstances:

e due to financial hardship a participant may withdraw all or a portion of a participant’s deferral
contributions, subject to a minimum withdrawal of $500;

e upon attainment of age 59%: participants may receive all or a portion of all vested account balances;
and

e at any time, a participant may elect to withdraw up to 100% of their rollover contributions.

Participants eligible to receive a distribution from the Plan may elect either a lump-sum payment, partial
withdrawals, or various installment options offered by the Plan (subject to the IRC’s required minimum
distribution rules).

Upon termination of employment, a participant will receive a lump-sum distribution unless the vested
account is valued in excess of $7,000 effective January 1, 2024 ($5,000 prior to January 1, 2024), and
the participant elects to defer distribution. For purposes of determining the value of the vested account
balance, a participant’s designated Roth contributions are considered separately from the amount within
the participant’s non-Roth account. Otherwise, a terminated participant will receive statutory distributions
on April 1 of the year following the year in which the latter occurs (i) the participant’s retirement or (ii) the
participant’s attainment of their applicable required minimum distribution age as determined by law.

Basis of Accounting

The accompanying financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis of accounting in
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America (U.S. GAAP).

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with U.S. GAAP requires the plan administrator to
make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and changes
therein, and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities. Actual results could differ from the estimates
included in the financial statements.

Investment Valuation and Income Recognition
The Plan's investments are held in various mutual funds and common collective trusts (CCT).

The Plan’s investments are stated at fair value. Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an
asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the
measurement date. Refer to note 6, Fair Value Measurements.

The investment in the CCT is valued at the net asset value (NAV) per unit, as determined by the trustee
at year end. The NAV is used as the practical expedient to estimate fair value and is based on the fair
value of the underlying investments held by the fund, less its liabilities. This practical expedient is not
used when it is determined to be probable that the fund will sell the investment for an amount different
than the reported NAV.

Security transactions are recorded on the trade date. Payables and receivables for outstanding
purchases and sales represent trades which have occurred but have not yet settled and are recorded on
the statements of net assets available for benefits.

Dividend income is recorded on the ex-dividend date. Income from other investments is recorded as
earned on an accrual basis.

The Plan presents in the statement of changes in net assets available for benefits the net appreciation
(depreciation) in the fair value of its investments, which consist of the realized gains (losses) and the
unrealized appreciation (depreciation) on those investments.

Benefits Paid to Participants

Benefits are recorded when paid.

Notes Receivable from Participants

Notes receivable from participants are measured at their unpaid principal balance plus any accrued but
unpaid interest. Related fees are recorded as administrative expenses and are expensed as incurred.
No allowance for credit losses has been recorded as of December 31, 2024 and 2023. If a participant
ceases to make loan repayments and the Plan administrator deems the participant loan in default, the
participant loan balance is reduced, and a benefit payment is recorded.

Forfeitures

When certain corrective actions occur, the employer contribution amount removed from a participant’s
account represents a forfeiture, as defined by the Plan. Forfeited balances may be used to pay plan
expenses or to reduce company contributions or may be allocated to plan participants. During 2024,
$1,100,000 of forfeitures were used to reduce company contributions. Unallocated forfeitures as of
December 31, 2024, and 2023 were $310,159 and $277,184, respectively

Administrative Expenses

Certain administrative expenses related to custody and recordkeeping of the Plan are paid by the
Company and others are charged to participants. Expenses that are paid by the Company are excluded
from these financial statements. Loan and other transaction fees are charged to participants. The
Company provides certain accounting and management services to the Plan at no charge. A portion of
the administrative expenses is returned to the Plan on revenue sharing arrangements. The revenue
sharing amounts received are recorded as other income in the statement of changes in net assets
available for benefits. Refer to note 5, Related Party Transactions and Parties-In-Interest, for further
information.

Unallocated Assets

The Plan holds assets in a revenue credit account which receives deposits as a result of a revenue
sharing agreement with Fidelity Workplace Services LLC. During 2024, deposits to the account totaled
$98,141, which is included in net appreciation (depreciation) in fair value of investments in the statement
of changes in net assets available for benefits. Funds in the account are used to pay qualified plan
expenses and may be allocated to plan participants. During 2024, $23,145 was used to pay plan
expenses. Unallocated assets were $176,411 and $96,438 as of December 31, 2024 and 2023,
respectively.

Investment Expense Reimbursement

Certain excess revenue received in connection with plan services that exceed agreed-upon
compensation are credited to a revenue credit program account. The balance of the revenue credit
program account is applied to reduce plan expenses and may be allocated back to eligible participants'
accounts based on a defined formula. During 2024, there were excess revenue credits of $127,374 which
were used to pay certain expenses of maintaining the Plan. The remaining $29,233 of expenses charged
to the Plan during 2024 that were not paid by the excess revenue credits were paid by the participants
and the revenue credit account.

Tax Status

Effective October 1, 2021, the Company adopted the pre-approved plan document of FMR LLC. The Internal
Revenue Service (“IRS”) has determined and informed FMR LLC by a letter dated June 30, 2020, that the
pre-approved plan document is designed in accordance with applicable sections of the IRC. Although the
Plan has been amended by the Company and the pre-approved plan document has been amended by FMR
LLC since receiving the opinion letter, the plan administrator believes that the Plan is designed and is
currently being operated in compliance with the applicable requirements of the IRC and therefore believes
that the Plan is qualified and the related trust is tax-exempt.

U.S. GAAP requires management of the Plan to evaluate tax positions taken by the Plan and recognize a
tax liability (or asset) if the Plan has taken an uncertain position that more likely than not would not be
sustained upon examination by the taxing jurisdictions. The Plan administrator has analyzed the tax positions
taken by the Plan, and has concluded that as of December 31, 2024 and 2023, there were no uncertain
positions taken or expected to be taken that would require recognition of a liability (or asset) or disclosure in
the financial statements. The Plan is subject to routine audits by taxing jurisdictions; however, there are
currently no audits for any tax periods in progress.

Related Party Transactions and Parties-in-Interest

The Trustee and Recordkeeper of the Plan, Fidelity, is a party-in-interest with respect to the Plan. Certain
Plan transactions involve Fidelity or its affiliates. For example, certain Plan investments are shares of
registered investment companies managed by affiliates of Fidelity. The Plan also pays fees to the Trustee.
Fees paid by the Plan for investment management services for the year ended December 31, 2024 amounted
to $220,834. In addition, the Plan has a revenue sharing agreement with the Trustee whereby certain revenue
received by the Trustee from sponsors of some Plan investment options is paid to the Trust. For the year
ended December 31, 2024, $127,374 in such revenue sharing was allocated to participant accounts and the
revenue credit account to offset certain expenses of maintaining the Plan. Additionally, in accordance with
the Plan document, the Plan makes certain loans to participants who are employees of the Company, and
who are therefore parties-in-interest with respect to the Plan.

Fair Value Measurements

The Financial Accounting Standards Board’s (FASB) Accounting Standards Codification (ASC) 820, Fair
Value Measurements and Disclosures, provides the framework for measuring fair value and requires
expanded disclosures regarding fair value measurements. Fair value is defined as the price that would be
received for an asset or the exit price that would be paid to transfer a liability in the principal or most
advantageous market in an orderly transaction between market participants on the measurement date. This
accounting standard established a fair value hierarchy, which requires an entity to maximize the use of
observable inputs, where available. The following summarizes the three levels of inputs required:

Level 1 Quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities.

Level 2 Observable inputs, other than Level 1 prices, such as quoted prices for similar assets and liabilities
in active markets, quoted prices for identical or similar assets or liabilities in inactive markets, other
inputs that are observable for the asset or liability and corroborated with observable market data by
correlation or other means.

Level 3 Unobservable inputs supported by little or no market activity that are significant in establishing the
fair value of the assets or liabilities.

The determination of where the assets and liabilities fall within this fair value hierarchy is based on the lowest
level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. Below is a description of the valuation
methodologies. There were no transfers between levels for the fiscal years ended December 31, 2024 and
2023.

Mutual funds — Mutual funds are valued at the daily closing price as reported by the fund. Mutual funds held
by the Plan are open-end mutual funds that are registered with the Securities and Exchange Commission.
These funds are required to publish their daily NAV and to transact at that price. The mutual funds held by
the Plan are deemed to be actively traded.

Common/collective trusts — Common/collective trusts are comprised of investment contracts issued by
insurance companies and other financial institutions, fixed income securities, stocks, and money market
funds that and are valued at the net asset value of units of the common/collective trusts. The net asset value
is used as a practical expedient to estimate fair value. This practical expedient would not be used if it is
determined to be probable that the fund will sell the investment of an amount different form the reported net
asset value. Participant transactions (purchases and sales) may occur daily. If the Plan initiates a full
redemption of the Fidelity Managed Income Portfolio common/collective trust, the issuer reserves the right
to require 12 months' notification in order to ensure that the securities liquidations will be carried out in an
orderly business manner.

The methods described above may produce a fair value that may not be indicative of net realizable value or
reflective of future fair values. Furthermore, while the Plan believes its valuation methods are appropriate
and consistent with other market participants, the use of different methodologies or assumptions to determine
the fair value of certain financial instruments could result in a different fair value measurement at the reporting
date.

(1) Plan Description

The following description of My 401(k) Plan (the Plan) provides only general information. Participants should
refer to the Plan document for a more complete description of the Plan’s provisions.

General

The Plan is a defined contribution plan established on January 1, 1989, which covers all eligible
employees of Sumitomo Pharma America, Inc. (SMPA) and the adopting employers (collectively, the
Company). There are no age or service requirements to participate in the Plan except for temporary
employees who must be 21 years of age and have completed 1,000 hours of service. The Plan is subject
to the provisions of the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974, as amended (ERISA).

Effective June 7, 2024, the Plan was amended to include an automatic enroliment feature where eligible
employees are automatically enrolled at a pre-tax contribution percentage of 6% of their eligible
compensation per pay period, unless they select a different amount or opt out.

Deferral and Company Contributions

Participants may contribute to the Plan up to 90% of their compensation, as defined in the Plan document
not to exceed the maximum annual contribution allowed by the Internal Revenue Service (IRS). The
annual compensation limit for the 2024 plan year was $345,000 pursuant to the Internal Revenue Code
of 1986 (the Code). For 2024, the IRS annual deferral contributions for a participant was limited to
$23,000. A participant who is eligible to make elective contributions and was at least age 50 by the end
of 2024 may make additional catch-up contributions up to $7,500; as such, the maximum elective deferral
is $30,500. Participants may make pre-tax, Roth, and after-tax contributions: total employee (pre-tax,
Roth, and after-tax) contributions and employer contributions may not exceed $69,000 for the 2024 plan
year. A participant who is age 50 or above by December 31, 2024, may have total employee, catch-up,
and employer contributions that do not exceed $76,500 for the 2024 plan year. Participants may direct
their contributions into various investment options offered by the Plan.

Each year the Company may elect to make discretionary matching contributions. The Company made
discretionary matching contributions equal to 100% of the first 6% eligible compensation contributed by
a participant for 2024.

Each year the Company may also elect to make additional discretionary profit-sharing contributions to
the Plan. To be eligible to share in the additional Company discretionary contributions participants must
be employed by the Company as of the last day of the Plan year. During 2024, the Company made no
additional discretionary profit-sharing contributions to the Plan.

Participant Accounts

Each participant’s account is credited with the participant’s contribution, the Company’s discretionary
matching contributions, an allocation of Plan earnings (losses) and Company profit sharing contributions.
Participants’ accounts are charged with investment and individual service fees, as required. Allocations
are based on participant earnings (losses) or account balances, as defined. The benefit to which a
participant is entitled is the benefit that can be provided from the participant’s vested account.

Participants are immediately vested in their deferral contribution and the Company’s contributions,
including actual earnings thereon.

Notes Receivable from Participants

Participants may borrow a portion of the balance in their account. The minimum a participant may borrow
is $1,000 up to a maximum of the lesser of $50,000 or one-half of the participant’'s vested account
balance. Loan terms range from one to five years or up to ten years for the purchase of a primary
residence. The loans are secured by the balances in the participants’ accounts and bear interest at rates
which are commensurate with local prevailing rates at the time the loan is granted, as determined by the
Plan administrator. No more than one loan may be outstanding at any time. Principal and interest are
repaid ratably through payroll deductions. Interest payments are credited to the participant’s account in
the investment options according to the participant’s current investment election. As of December 31,
2024 and 2023, the interest rates on the outstanding loans ranged from 4.25% to 10.50%.

Benefits Paid to Participants

A participant may make certain in-service withdrawals prior to termination under any of the following
circumstances:

e due to financial hardship a participant may withdraw all or a portion of a participant’s deferral
contributions, subject to a minimum withdrawal of $500;

e upon attainment of age 59%: participants may receive all or a portion of all vested account balances;
and

e at any time, a participant may elect to withdraw up to 100% of their rollover contributions.

Participants eligible to receive a distribution from the Plan may elect either a lump-sum payment, partial
withdrawals, or various installment options offered by the Plan (subject to the IRC’s required minimum
distribution rules).

Upon termination of employment, a participant will receive a lump-sum distribution unless the vested
account is valued in excess of $7,000 effective January 1, 2024 ($5,000 prior to January 1, 2024), and
the participant elects to defer distribution. For purposes of determining the value of the vested account
balance, a participant’s designated Roth contributions are considered separately from the amount within
the participant’s non-Roth account. Otherwise, a terminated participant will receive statutory distributions
on April 1 of the year following the year in which the latter occurs (i) the participant’s retirement or (ii) the
participant’s attainment of their applicable required minimum distribution age as determined by law.

Basis of Accounting

The accompanying financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis of accounting in
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America (U.S. GAAP).

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with U.S. GAAP requires the plan administrator to
make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and changes
therein, and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities. Actual results could differ from the estimates
included in the financial statements.

Investment Valuation and Income Recognition
The Plan's investments are held in various mutual funds and common collective trusts (CCT).

The Plan’s investments are stated at fair value. Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an
asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the
measurement date. Refer to note 6, Fair Value Measurements.

The investment in the CCT is valued at the net asset value (NAV) per unit, as determined by the trustee
at year end. The NAV is used as the practical expedient to estimate fair value and is based on the fair
value of the underlying investments held by the fund, less its liabilities. This practical expedient is not
used when it is determined to be probable that the fund will sell the investment for an amount different
than the reported NAV.

Security transactions are recorded on the trade date. Payables and receivables for outstanding
purchases and sales represent trades which have occurred but have not yet settled and are recorded on
the statements of net assets available for benefits.

Dividend income is recorded on the ex-dividend date. Income from other investments is recorded as
earned on an accrual basis.

The Plan presents in the statement of changes in net assets available for benefits the net appreciation
(depreciation) in the fair value of its investments, which consist of the realized gains (losses) and the
unrealized appreciation (depreciation) on those investments.

Benefits Paid to Participants

Benefits are recorded when paid.

Notes Receivable from Participants

Notes receivable from participants are measured at their unpaid principal balance plus any accrued but
unpaid interest. Related fees are recorded as administrative expenses and are expensed as incurred.
No allowance for credit losses has been recorded as of December 31, 2024 and 2023. If a participant
ceases to make loan repayments and the Plan administrator deems the participant loan in default, the
participant loan balance is reduced, and a benefit payment is recorded.

Forfeitures

When certain corrective actions occur, the employer contribution amount removed from a participant’s
account represents a forfeiture, as defined by the Plan. Forfeited balances may be used to pay plan
expenses or to reduce company contributions or may be allocated to plan participants. During 2024,
$1,100,000 of forfeitures were used to reduce company contributions. Unallocated forfeitures as of
December 31, 2024, and 2023 were $310,159 and $277,184, respectively

Administrative Expenses

Certain administrative expenses related to custody and recordkeeping of the Plan are paid by the
Company and others are charged to participants. Expenses that are paid by the Company are excluded
from these financial statements. Loan and other transaction fees are charged to participants. The
Company provides certain accounting and management services to the Plan at no charge. A portion of
the administrative expenses is returned to the Plan on revenue sharing arrangements. The revenue
sharing amounts received are recorded as other income in the statement of changes in net assets
available for benefits. Refer to note 5, Related Party Transactions and Parties-In-Interest, for further
information.

Unallocated Assets

The Plan holds assets in a revenue credit account which receives deposits as a result of a revenue
sharing agreement with Fidelity Workplace Services LLC. During 2024, deposits to the account totaled
$98,141, which is included in net appreciation (depreciation) in fair value of investments in the statement
of changes in net assets available for benefits. Funds in the account are used to pay qualified plan
expenses and may be allocated to plan participants. During 2024, $23,145 was used to pay plan
expenses. Unallocated assets were $176,411 and $96,438 as of December 31, 2024 and 2023,
respectively.

Investment Expense Reimbursement

Certain excess revenue received in connection with plan services that exceed agreed-upon
compensation are credited to a revenue credit program account. The balance of the revenue credit
program account is applied to reduce plan expenses and may be allocated back to eligible participants'
accounts based on a defined formula. During 2024, there were excess revenue credits of $127,374 which
were used to pay certain expenses of maintaining the Plan. The remaining $29,233 of expenses charged
to the Plan during 2024 that were not paid by the excess revenue credits were paid by the participants
and the revenue credit account.

(i) Contributions

Contributions from plan participants and company contributions are recorded in the year in which the
participant contributions are withheld from compensation.

Summary of Information Prepared and Certified by the Trustee

The Plan administrator has elected the method of annual reporting compliance permitted by
29 CFR 2520.103-8 of the DOL’s Rules and Regulations for Reporting and Disclosure under ERISA.
Accordingly, Fidelity Management Trust Company (Fidelity), the trustee, has certified that the following data
included in the financial statements and supplemental schedule are complete and accurate:

e Investments and notes receivable from participants, as shown in the statements of net assets available
for benefits, as of December 31, 2024 and 2023.

e Investmentincome and dividend and interest income on notes receivable from participants, as shown in
the statement of changes in net assets available for benefits for the year ended December 31, 2024.

e The Schedule H, Line 4(i) - Schedule of Assets (Held at End of Year) as of December 31, 2024.

The Plan’s independent auditors did not perform auditing procedures with respect to this information, except
for comparing such information to the related information included in the financial statements and
supplemental schedule.

Tax Status

Effective October 1, 2021, the Company adopted the pre-approved plan document of FMR LLC. The Internal
Revenue Service (“IRS”) has determined and informed FMR LLC by a letter dated June 30, 2020, that the
pre-approved plan document is designed in accordance with applicable sections of the IRC. Although the
Plan has been amended by the Company and the pre-approved plan document has been amended by FMR
LLC since receiving the opinion letter, the plan administrator believes that the Plan is designed and is
currently being operated in compliance with the applicable requirements of the IRC and therefore believes
that the Plan is qualified and the related trust is tax-exempt.

U.S. GAAP requires management of the Plan to evaluate tax positions taken by the Plan and recognize a
tax liability (or asset) if the Plan has taken an uncertain position that more likely than not would not be
sustained upon examination by the taxing jurisdictions. The Plan administrator has analyzed the tax positions
taken by the Plan, and has concluded that as of December 31, 2024 and 2023, there were no uncertain
positions taken or expected to be taken that would require recognition of a liability (or asset) or disclosure in
the financial statements. The Plan is subject to routine audits by taxing jurisdictions; however, there are
currently no audits for any tax periods in progress.

Related Party Transactions and Parties-in-Interest

The Trustee and Recordkeeper of the Plan, Fidelity, is a party-in-interest with respect to the Plan. Certain
Plan transactions involve Fidelity or its affiliates. For example, certain Plan investments are shares of
registered investment companies managed by affiliates of Fidelity. The Plan also pays fees to the Trustee.
Fees paid by the Plan for investment management services for the year ended December 31, 2024 amounted
to $220,834. In addition, the Plan has a revenue sharing agreement with the Trustee whereby certain revenue
received by the Trustee from sponsors of some Plan investment options is paid to the Trust. For the year
ended December 31, 2024, $127,374 in such revenue sharing was allocated to participant accounts and the
revenue credit account to offset certain expenses of maintaining the Plan. Additionally, in accordance with
the Plan document, the Plan makes certain loans to participants who are employees of the Company, and
who are therefore parties-in-interest with respect to the Plan.

Fair Value Measurements

The Financial Accounting Standards Board’s (FASB) Accounting Standards Codification (ASC) 820, Fair
Value Measurements and Disclosures, provides the framework for measuring fair value and requires
expanded disclosures regarding fair value measurements. Fair value is defined as the price that would be
received for an asset or the exit price that would be paid to transfer a liability in the principal or most
advantageous market in an orderly transaction between market participants on the measurement date. This
accounting standard established a fair value hierarchy, which requires an entity to maximize the use of
observable inputs, where available. The following summarizes the three levels of inputs required:

Level 1 Quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities.

Level 2 Observable inputs, other than Level 1 prices, such as quoted prices for similar assets and liabilities
in active markets, quoted prices for identical or similar assets or liabilities in inactive markets, other
inputs that are observable for the asset or liability and corroborated with observable market data by
correlation or other means.

Level 3 Unobservable inputs supported by little or no market activity that are significant in establishing the
fair value of the assets or liabilities.

The determination of where the assets and liabilities fall within this fair value hierarchy is based on the lowest
level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. Below is a description of the valuation
methodologies. There were no transfers between levels for the fiscal years ended December 31, 2024 and
2023.

Mutual funds — Mutual funds are valued at the daily closing price as reported by the fund. Mutual funds held
by the Plan are open-end mutual funds that are registered with the Securities and Exchange Commission.
These funds are required to publish their daily NAV and to transact at that price. The mutual funds held by
the Plan are deemed to be actively traded.

Common/collective trusts — Common/collective trusts are comprised of investment contracts issued by
insurance companies and other financial institutions, fixed income securities, stocks, and money market
funds that and are valued at the net asset value of units of the common/collective trusts. The net asset value
is used as a practical expedient to estimate fair value. This practical expedient would not be used if it is
determined to be probable that the fund will sell the investment of an amount different form the reported net
asset value. Participant transactions (purchases and sales) may occur daily. If the Plan initiates a full
redemption of the Fidelity Managed Income Portfolio common/collective trust, the issuer reserves the right
to require 12 months' notification in order to ensure that the securities liquidations will be carried out in an
orderly business manner.

The methods described above may produce a fair value that may not be indicative of net realizable value or
reflective of future fair values. Furthermore, while the Plan believes its valuation methods are appropriate
and consistent with other market participants, the use of different methodologies or assumptions to determine
the fair value of certain financial instruments could result in a different fair value measurement at the reporting
date.

Due to the level of risk associated with certain investment securities, it is at least
reasonably possible that changes in the value of investment securities will occur in the near term and that
such changes could materially affect participants’ account balances and the amounts reported in the
statements of net assets available for benefits.

(9) Plan Termination

Although it has not expressed any intent to do so, the Company has the right under the Plan to discontinue
its contributions at any time and to terminate the Plan subject to the provisions of ERISA. In the event of Plan
termination, participants shall be entitled to receive all amounts in his or her account after payment of all
expenses and adjustment of accounts to reflect such expenses, fund losses or profits, and reallocations.
