Note A – Description of Plan 
 
The following description of the Lake Michigan Credit Union Cash Balance Defined Benefit Plan and Trust (Plan) 
provides only general information. Participants should refer to the Summary Plan Description for a more 
complete description of the Plan’s provisions.  
 
General 
 
The Plan is a defined benefit pension plan covering substantially all employees of Lake Michigan Credit Union, 
the Plan’s sponsor, and its affiliates (the “Company”). Eligible employees can become participants in the Plan 
after six months of service and attainment of age 20. After three years of service, employees are entitled to 
annual pension benefits at age 65 (normal retirement age). Grandfathered participants are those hired before 
January 1, 2003 and are included in the defined benefit plan. They receive a benefit equal to 30% of the final 
highest consecutive five-year annual compensation for each year of service. This includes December 31, 2007 
accrued benefits. Non-grandfathered participants hired after January 1, 2003 receive a retirement benefit using 
a cash balance formula plus their accrued benefit as of December 31, 2007. The Plan is subject to the 
provisions of the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (ERISA). 
 
Contributions 
 
Employer contribution amounts are actuarially determined. The Company intends to make contributions 
sufficient to fund 110% of the Plan’s current service cost and the prior two years’ annuity purchase costs. The 
plan has met the ERISA minimum funding requirements for the 2024 and 2023 plan years.  
 
Plan Operations 
 
The Company has appointed Matrix Trust Company (Custodian) to act as Custodian and CUNA Mutual Fiduciary 
Consultants to act as Trustee and the Company to act as Plan administrator. The Custodian is responsible for 
holding the investment assets of the Plan, executing investment transactions, and making distributions to 
participants. The Plan administrator interprets and communicates the provisions of the Plan and ensures that 
all government and participant reporting requirements are fulfilled. 
 
Basis of Accounting 
 
The financial statements of the Plan are prepared using the accrual basis of accounting. 
 
Use of Estimates 
 
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the 
United States of America requires the plan administrator to make estimates and assumptions that affect the 
reported amounts of assets and liabilities and changes therein, and disclosure of contingent assets and 
liabilities. Accordingly, actual results could differ from those estimates.

Note B – Summary of Accounting Policies 
 
Investments and Income Recognition 
 
Investments are reported in the Plan’s financial statements at fair value (except for the fully benefit-responsive 
contract, which is reported at contract value). Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or 
paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date. See 
Note C for discussion of fair value measurements. 
 
Income from interest is recorded as it is earned. Purchases and sales of securities are recorded on a trade date 
basis. Net appreciation or depreciation of investments is determined using the value at the beginning of the year 
or purchase price if acquired since that date.  
 
Benefits 
 
Benefits are recorded when paid. 
 
Subsequent Events 
 
Management evaluates events occurring subsequent to the date of the financial statements in determining the 
accounting for and disclosure of transactions and events that affect the financial statements. Subsequent 
events have been evaluated through July 14, 2025, which is the date the financial statements were available to 
be issued. 
 
 
Note C – Fair Value Measurements 
 
The Plan’s investments, except those required to be reported at contract value, are reported at fair value in the 
accompanying Statements of Assets Available for Benefits. The methods used to measure fair value may 
produce an amount that may not be indicative of net realizable value or reflective of future fair values. 
Furthermore, although the Plan believes its valuation methods are appropriate and consistent with other market 
participants, the use of different methodologies or assumptions to determine the fair value of certain financial 
instruments could result in a different fair value measurement at the reporting date. 
 
The fair value measurement accounting literature establishes a fair value hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to 
valuation techniques used to measure fair value. The hierarchy gives the highest priority to unadjusted quoted 
prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (level 1 measurements) and the lowest priority to 
unobservable inputs (level 3 measurements). The three levels of the fair value hierarchy are described as 
follows: 
 
Level 1 – inputs are unadjusted quoted prices for identical assets or liabilities in active markets that the Plan 
has the ability to access.

Level 2 – inputs to the valuation methodology include: 

 quoted prices for similar assets and liabilities in active markets, 
 quoted prices for identical or similar assets and liabilities in markets that are not active, 
 other inputs that are observable or can be corroborated by observable market data, 
 inputs that are derived principally from or corroborated by observable market data by correlation or 

other means. 
 

If the asset or liability has a specified (contractual) term, the Level 2 input must be observable for 
substantially the full term of the asset or liability. 

 
Level 3 – inputs are generally unobservable and significant to the fair value measurement. Such inputs typically 
reflect management’s estimates of assumptions that market participants would use in pricing the asset or 
liability, including certain pricing models, discounted cash flow methodologies, and similar techniques that use 
significant unobservable inputs. 
 
The asset’s or liability’s fair value measurement level within the fair value hierarchy is based on the lowest level 
of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. Valuation techniques used need to maximize the 
use of observable inputs and minimize the use of unobservable inputs. 
 
Following is a description of the valuation methodologies used for investments measured at fair value. There 
have been no changes in the methodologies used at December 31, 2024 and 2023. 
 
Mutual funds:  Valued based on quoted net asset values of the shares held by the Plan on the last business day 
of the plan year. 
 
The preceding methods described may produce a fair value calculation that may not be indicative of net 
realizable value or reflective of future fair values. Furthermore, although the plan believes its valuation methods 
are appropriate and consistent with other market participants, the use of different methodologies or 
assumptions to determine the fair value of certain financial instruments could result in a different fair value 
measurement at the reporting date.

Note D – Investment Contract with Insurance Company 
 
Plan assets include a guaranteed investment contract, which is a deposit administration group annuity contract 
issued by CMFG Life Insurance Company and is supported by its general account. The contract provides 
guaranteed protection of principal with a set rate of return. Interest crediting rates are set on a quarterly basis 
and will not be less than zero. The interest crediting rate as of December 31, 2024 and 2023 was 2.05% 
 
Because the contract is fully benefit-responsive, contract value is the relevant measurement for that portion of 
the assets available for benefits attributable to the contract. Contract value, as reported by CMFG Life Insurance 
Company, represents contributions made under the contract, plus earnings at guaranteed crediting rates, less 
participant withdrawals, and fees. There are generally no events that could limit the ability of the Plan to 
transact at contract value, as the Plan has maintained the contract for the required holding period. Should the 
plan execute a transaction to terminate the agreement and elect a single payment option, or request to transfer 
the contract value on or after the date a termination request is received by CMFG Life Insurance Company or the 
Plan, a fair value adjustment would apply. There are no events that allow the issuer to terminate the contract, 
and which require the plan sponsor to settle at an amount different than the contract value.  
 
 
Note E – Actuarial Present Value of Accumulated Plan Benefits 
 
Accumulated Plan benefits are those future periodic payments, including lump sum distributions that are 
attributable under the Plan’s provisions to the service employees have rendered. Accumulated Plan benefits 
include benefits expected to be paid to (a) retired or terminated employees or their beneficiaries, (b) 
beneficiaries of employees who have died or become disabled, and (c) present employees or their beneficiaries. 
Benefits under the Plan are based on average compensation (grandfathered participants) and employees’ 
credited amounts of 3% of compensation plus periodic interest credits (non-grandfathered participants). 
Benefits payable under all circumstances - retirement, death, disability, and termination of employment - are 
included, to the extent they are deemed attributable to employee service rendered to the valuation date. 
 
The actuarial present value of accumulated plan benefits is determined by an independent actuary and is that 
amount that results from applying actuarial assumptions to adjust the accumulated plan benefits to reflect the 
time value of money (through discounts for interest) and the probability of payment (by means of decrements 
such as for death, disability, withdrawal, or retirement) between the valuation date and the expected date of 
payment. 
 
The significant actuarial assumptions used in the valuation as of December 31, 2024 were (a) life expectancy of 
participants (mortality table based on the PR 2012 employee/annuitant’s table projected by scale MP 2022 
before and after retirement), (b) retirement age assumptions (normal retirement age), (c) long-term investment 
return of 4.00%, and (d) salary increases of 4.50%. The interest rate used to discount the obligation for 2024 and 
2023 was 6.50%. The foregoing actuarial assumptions are based on the presumption that the Plan will continue. 
Were the Plan to terminate, different actuarial assumptions and other factors might be applicable in determining 
the actuarial present value of accumulated plan benefits. The computations of the actuarial present value of 
accumulated plan benefits were made as of January 1, 2025 and 2024. Had the valuations been performed as of 
December 31, there would be no material differences.

Changes to the actuarial assumptions for the current year include mandated changes to mortality and interest 
rates. The changes also include updating the mortality table to be the same mortality table used for the Funding 
Target. 
 
 
Note F – Information Certified by Custodian 
 
All investment information disclosed in the accompanying financial statements and supplemental schedules, 
including investments held at December 31, 2024 and 2023, and net appreciation (depreciation) in fair value of 
investments, other income, and interest and dividends for the years then ended, were obtained or derived from 
information supplied to the plan administrator and certified as complete and accurate by the Custodian. 
 
 
Note G – Party-In-Interest Transactions 
 
Certain Plan investments are shares of mutual funds and a guaranteed investment contract managed by CUNA 
Mutual Fiduciary Consultants. CUNA Mutual Fiduciary Consultants is the trustee, as defined by the Plan, and 
therefore these transactions qualify as party-in-interest transactions.  
 
Fees paid by the Plan to parties-in-interest for services rendered were $163,415 and $126,406, for the years 
ended December 31, 2024 and 2023, respectively. 
 
 
Note H – Plan Termination 
 
Although it has not expressed any intent to do so, in the event the Plan terminates, the net assets of the Plan 
will be allocated, as prescribed by ERISA and its related regulations, generally to provide the following benefits 
in the order indicated: 
 

1. Benefits attributable to employee contributions, taking into account those paid out before termination; 
 

2. Annuity benefits that former employees and their beneficiaries have been receiving for at least three 
years, or that employees eligible to retire for that three-year period would have been receiving if they 
had retired with benefits in the normal form of annuity under the Plan. The priority amount is limited to 
the lowest benefit that was payable (or would have been payable) during those three years. The amount 
is further limited to the lowest benefit that would be payable under Plan provisions in effect at any time 
during the five years preceding Plan termination; 

 
3. Other vested benefits insured by the Pension Benefit Guaranty Corporation (PBGC) up to the applicable 

limitations; 
 

4. All other vested benefits (that is, vested benefits not insured by the PBGC); 
 

5. All nonvested benefits.

Note H – Plan Termination (Continued) 
 
Certain benefits under the Plan are insured by the PBGC if the Plan terminates. Generally, the PBGC guarantees 
most vested normal age retirement benefits, early retirement benefits, and certain disability and survivor's 
pensions. However, the PBGC does not guarantee all types of benefits under the Plan, and the amount of benefit 
protection is subject to certain limitations. Vested benefits under the Plan are guaranteed at the level in effect 
on the date of the Plan's termination.  
 
Whether all participants receive their benefits should the Plan terminate at some future time will depend on the 
sufficiency, at that time, of the Plan’s net assets to provide for accumulated benefit obligations and may also 
depend on the financial condition of the plan sponsor and the level of benefits guaranteed by the PBGC. 
 
 
Note I – Tax Status 
 
The Plan received a determination letter dated January 27, 2021, in which the Internal Revenue Service stated 
that Plan, as then designed, was in compliance with the applicable requirements of the Internal Revenue Code. 
The Plan has been amended since receiving the determination letter. The plan administrator and the Plan’s tax 
counsel believe that the Plan is currently designed and being operated in compliance with the applicable 
requirements of the Internal Revenue Code. Therefore, no provision for income taxes has been included in the 
Plan’s financial statements. 
 
Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require plan management to evaluate 
tax positions taken by the Plan and recognize a tax liability (or asset) if the Plan has taken an uncertain position 
that more likely than not would not be sustained upon examination by the Internal Revenue Service. The plan 
administrator has analyzed the tax positions taken by the Plan, and has concluded that as of December 31, 
2024, there are no uncertain positions taken or expected to be taken that would require recognition of a liability 
(or asset) or disclosure in the financial statements. The Plan is subject to routine audits by taxing jurisdictions; 
however, there are currently no audits for any tax period in progress. The plan administrator believes it is no 
longer subject to income tax examinations for years prior to 2021.
