Note 1 —Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
The significant accounting policies followed by the Plan are summarized below.

Basis of Accounting
The financial statements of the Plan are prepared on the accrual basis of accounting.

Investments held by a defined contribution plan are required to be reported at fair value, except
for fully benefit-responsive investment contracts. Contract value is the relevant measure for that
portion of the net assets available for benefits of a defined contribution plan attributable to fully
benefit-responsive investment contracts because contract value is the amount participants
normally would receive if they were to initiate permitted transactions under the terms of the plan.

Use of Estimates

The Plan administrator uses estimates and assumptions in preparing financial statements in
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America.
Those estimates and assumptions affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, the
disclosures of contingent assets and liabilities, and the reported additions to and deductions from
net assets. Actual results could vary from the estimates that were assumed in preparing the
financial statements.

Investment Valuation and Income Recognition

Pooled separate accounts are valued at fair value based on the net asset values provided by
Mutual of America Life Insurance Company on the last business day of the Plan year.
Unrealized appreciation and depreciation in the fair value of investments held at year-end and
realized gains and losses on sales of investments during the year are determined using the
beginning of the year fair value or purchase price if acquired subsequent to that date. Investment
contracts are reported at contract value.

Purchases and sales of securities are recorded on a trade-date basis. The cost of investments sold
is computed on an average cost basis for all realized gains and losses. Interest income is
recorded on the accrual basis. Dividends are recorded on the ex-dividend date. Net depreciation
includes the plan’s gains and losses on investments bought and sold as well as held during the
year.

Investment securities, in general, are exposed to various risks such as interest rate, credit and
overall market volatility risks. Due to the level of risk associated with certain investments, it is
reasonably possible that changes in the values of investment securities will occur in the near term
and that such changes could materially affect the amounts reported in the statements of net assets
available for benefits.

Payment of Benefits
Benefits are recorded when paid.

Administrative costs

The administrative costs charged to the Plan are paid by the Plan or the Plan Sponsor at the Plan
Sponsor’s discretion. Investment-related expenses are included in net appreciation in fair value
of investments. Fees for the administration of notes receivable from participants are included in
administrative expenses and charged directly to the participant's account.

Subsequent Events
The Plan’s management has evaluated the financial statements for subsequent events occurring
through August 15, 2025, the date the financial statements were available to be issued.

Note 2 — Description of Plan

The following description of the Plan provides only general information. Participants should
refer to the Plan document for a more complete description of the Plan’s provisions.

General

The Plan is a defined contribution plan covering substantially all employees of Westminster
Village Terre Haute, Inc. (the “Company”). The plan is subject to the provisions of the
Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (ERISA). Participants are able to enter the
plan the first day of each month upon meeting the eligibility requirements. Participants are
eligible to make contributions after one year of service, reaching age 21, and the completion of
one year of service that is at least 1,000 hours.

Contributions

Each year, participants may contribute up to 100% of annual compensation, subject to certain
limitations of the Internal Revenue Code. Participants designate before tax and or designated
Roth contributions as a percentage of their total contribution to be invested in any of the Plan’s
investment funds. As of December 1, 2019, the plan provided for an automatic enrollment
contribution of 2% unless increased or opted out by the participant. The automatic deferral
remains at 2% the following year, but increases 1% each year for the next three years until 5% is
reached. Participants may change the percentage of contributions invested in each account and
may make transfers between accounts anytime during the year. The Company matches, at its
discretion to eligible participants employed on the last day of the year. No employer
contributions occurred during the years ended December 31, 2024 and 2023.

Rollover Contributions

Participants may roll over their taxable portion of funds previously held for their account in
another qualified retirement plan to the Plan on a tax-free basis.

Termination

Although it has not expressed any intent to do so, the Employer has the right under the Plan to
discontinue its contributions at any time and to terminate the Plan subject to the provisions of
ERISA. Upon termination of the Plan, the interest of all participants becomes fully vested and
non-forfeitable.

Vesting
Under the Plan, employee contributions are 100% vested at the time of contribution. The

employers’ contributions vest at the rates described in the following schedule based on hire date.
Upon retirement age, or in the event of death or total disability of a participant, the value of each
individual account becomes fully vested. Forfeited balances were reallocated to active
participants.

Years of Service Percentage Vested
Less than 2 0%
2 25%
3 50%
4 75%
5 or more 100%

Payment of Benefits

Generally, in the event of retirement, disability, attainment of 59%, or death, a participant’s
balance may be withdrawn. In special financial hardship situations, participants may be
permitted to withdraw their balance. A married participant will automatically receive a joint
survivor annuity and a single participant will receive a life annuity. However, the participant
may elect to receive the balance of his or her account in a lump sum or installment payments.
An employee who terminates employment prior to normal retirement date is entitled to the
vested benefits in his or her individual account.

Forfeited Accounts

For the year ended December 31, 2024 and 2023, unused forfeited accounts were $120 and $11,
respectively. Forfeited accounts are available to reduce future employer contributions to the Plan.
For the year ended December 31, 2024 and 2023, $0 and $0, respectively of forfeitures were
reallocated to participants active on the last day of the plan year.

Participant Accounts

The Plan maintains participant-directed investment accounts on behalf of each participant. A
participant’s account is credited with the participant’s contributions, Plan Sponsor contributions,
and investment earnings based on the investment options elected. Benefits to which a participant
is entitled is the benefit that can be provided by participant’s vested account. Participants may
invest their contributions in different funds through various fund managers offered by Mutual of
America Insurance Company, Inc. the Plan’s custodian. All administrative costs of the Plan are
absorbed by the Employer.

Note 3 — Tax Status

The Company has adopted a prototype plan which has received an opinion letter from the
Internal Revenue Service dated March 31, 2014, which states the provider’s prototype, as then
designed, was in compliance with the applicable requirements of the Internal Revenue Code.
The plan itself has not received a determination letter from the Internal Revenue Service. The
plan has been amended since adoption of the prototype plan. However, the Plan administrator
and the Plan’s tax counsel believe that the Plan is currently designed and being operated in
compliance with the applicable requirements of the Internal Revenue Code, therefore, no
provision for income taxes has been included in the Plan’s financial statements.

Note 4 - Fair Value Measurements

The Plan has categorized its assets that are measured at fair value based on a framework for
measuring fair value. That framework provides a fair value hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs
to valuation techniques used to measure fair value. The hierarchy gives the highest priority to
unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (level 1
measurements) and the lowest priority to unobservable inputs (level 3 measurements).

The three levels of the fair value hierarchy are described as follows:

Level 1 - Inputs to the valuation methodology are unadjusted quoted prices for identical
assets or liabilities in active markets that the Plan has the ability to access.

Level 2 - Inputs to valuation methodologies include:

quoted prices for similar assets or liabilities in active markets;

quoted prices for identical or similar assets or liabilities in inactive markets;
inputs other than quoted prices that are observable for the asset or liability;

inputs that are derived principally from or corroborated by observable market data
by correlation or other means.

If the asset or liability has a specified (contractual) term, the level 2 input must be
observable for substantially the full term of the asset or liability.

Level 3 — Inputs to the valuation methodology are unobservable and significant to the fair
value measurement.

The asset’s or liability’s fair value measurement level within the fair value hierarchy is based on
lowest level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. Valuation techniques
used need to maximize the use of observable inputs and minimize the use of unobservable inputs.

Following is a description of the valuation methodologies used for assets at fair value. There
have been no changes in the methodologies used as of December 31, 2024 and 2023.

Pooled Separate Accounts - Valued at unit value (net asset value) provided by the
Insurer. The net asset value (NAV), is used as a practical expedient to estimate fair
value. The NAV is based on the fair value of the underlying investments held by the
fund less its liabilities. This practical expedient is not used when it is determined to be
probable that the fund will sell the investment for an amount different that the reported
NAYV. Participant transactions (purchased and sales) may occur daily. Were the Plan to
initiate a full redemption of the fund, the investment advisor reserves the right to
temporarily delay withdrawal in order to ensure the securities liquidations will be carried
out in an orderly business manner. There are no unfunded commitments.

All investments stated at fair value are valued using NAV as a practical expedient.

Note 6 — Party-In-Interest Transactions

Certain plan investments are managed by Mutual of America Life Insurance Company. Mutual
of America Life Insurance Company is the contract holder as defined by the Plan and, therefore,
these investments and investment transactions qualify as exempt party-in-interest transactions.
Plan audit and accounting fees are paid by the Employer/Plan Sponsor. Certain administrative
functions are performed by officers and employees of the Plan Sponsor. These employees are
also Plan participants. No such officers or employees received compensation from the Plan.

Note 7 — Investment Contract with Insurance Company

The Plan entered into a deposit administration investment contract with Mutual of America.
Mutual of America maintains the contributions in a general account. The account is credited with
interest at a current rate of interest determined by Mutual of America and charged for participant
withdrawals and administrative expenses. The investment contract, unlike traditional guaranteed
investment contracts do not have a specified maturity date and there are no known scheduled
cash flows associated with these contracts.

Participants may ordinarily direct the withdrawal or transfer of all or a portion of their
investment at contract value. There are no reserves against the contract value for credit risk of
the contract issuer or otherwise. Mutual of America determined that the deposit administration
investment account is comparable to a cash equivalent.
