NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 
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NOTE 1 - DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN 

 
General 

The following description of Ameritas Agent 401(k) Retirement Plan (“the Plan”) is provided for general information 
purposes only. Participants should refer to The Summary Plan Description for more detailed information.   
 
The Plan is a defined contribution plan sponsored by Ameritas Holding Company (“AHC or the Company”). AHC’s 
participating subsidiary is Ameritas Life Insurance Corp. (“ALIC or Ameritas”).  

 
The Plan is available to full-time agents of ALIC who have attained age 21 and have completed one year of service. 
The Plan is subject to the requirements of the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (“ERISA”). The 
Plan's trustees include certain officers of the Company and its affiliates. 
 

The Plan has an automatic enrollment feature. When an agent becomes eligible to participate in the Plan, they are 

automatically enrolled in the Plan on the first day of the month following the date of eligibility unless they decline 

participation in the Plan in writing. When an agent is automatically enrolled in the Plan a salary deferral of 6% is 

established.  

 

The Custodian, Ameritas Life Insurance Corp., a member of the Ameritas companies, is currently rated A+ (Strong) 

by Standard & Poor’s and rated A (Excellent) by the A.M. Best Company. 
 

Contributions 

During employment, Plan participants may elect to contribute on a before-tax basis through salary reduction, subject 
to the maximum dollar amount allowed by the Internal Revenue Code (“IRC”). The Company contributes an amount 
equal to 50% of each agent’s annual contribution. The first 6% of an agent’s compensation is eligible for the employer 
match. Compensation is limited to the coverage compensation limits under IRC section 401(a)(17). Participants may 
also make after-tax contributions to the Plan. 
 

Reimbursement to Plan Sponsor 

Reimbursement to Plan Sponsor presented on the Statements of Net Assets Available For Benefits represents amounts 
due to the Plan Sponsor at December 31, 2023. 
 
Participants' Account Balances 

All employer and employee contributions are allocated to the individual participant accounts semi-monthly. All 
amounts in participant accounts are participant directed. Investment income is allocated to participants based upon their 
individual account value. Forfeitures by participants who withdraw from the Plan prior to 100% vesting reduce future 
matching contributions by the Company and Plan expenses in accordance with the Plan agreement. In 2024 and 2023, 
the Company's contributions were reduced by $33,976 and $7,123, and $6,895 and $12,900 were used to pay plan 
expenses, respectively. Forfeited non-vested accounts totaled $46 and $105 at December 31, 2024 and 2023, 
respectively.   
 
Participants are always 100% vested in participant contributions to the Plan. Participants are 20% vested in Company 
contributions after two years of service, 50% vested in Company contributions after three years of service and 100% 
vested in Company contributions after four years of service or upon death, disability or retirement. 
 
Investment Options 

Participant contributions are invested, at the participants' direction, in an unallocated insurance contract or pooled 
separate accounts (“PSA”).

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NOTE 1 - DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN (CONTINUED) 

 
Notes Receivable From Participants 

Participants may take loans against their individual accounts subject to certain maximum amounts. Loans are valued at 
unpaid principal plus accrued unpaid interest. No allowance for credit losses has been recorded as of December 31, 
2024 and 2023. Delinquent participant loans are recorded as distributions on the basis of the terms of the Plan 
agreement. Loans are repaid through payroll deductions. The interest rate charged on loans is based on the prime rate 
plus 1%. Participants do not share in the earnings on Plan assets to the extent that the outstanding loan balance reduced 
their individual account balance; however, the interest paid on such loans is allocated directly to the participant’s 
account.  
 
Plan Termination Provision 

Although it has not expressed any intent to do so, the Company has the right under the Plan to discontinue its 

contributions at any time and to terminate the Plan subject to the provisions of ERISA. In the event of Plan termination, 

participants will become 100% vested in their accounts. 

 

NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 

 

Basis of Accounting and Presentation 

The financial statements are prepared on the accrual basis in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted 

in the United States.  

 

Investment Valuation 

The unallocated insurance contract of the Plan represents funds under a group annuity policy issued by ALIC and is 

valued at contract value, as estimated by ALIC. Contract value for the unallocated insurance contract is determined as 

the present value of future guaranteed account values and participant benefit withdrawals, assuming an annual benefit 

withdrawal rate of 9%. Benefit withdrawals are assumed to occur on the contract anniversary date. Present values are 

derived by discounting future guaranteed account values and benefit withdrawals by the appropriate market interest 

rates. Market interest rates are deemed to be the same rates to be credited to new issues of the same contract with like 

guarantees issued as of the date of the fair value determination. The market interest rates used have interest guarantee 

periods that match the guarantee periods remaining as of the valuation date for the contract. 

 

Under current accounting guidance, unallocated insurance contracts held by a defined contribution plan are required to 

be reported at contract value, which is the relevant measurement attribute for that portion of the net assets available for 
benefits of a defined contribution plan attributable to fully benefit-responsive investment contracts because contract 

value is the amount participants would receive if they were to initiate permitted transactions under the terms of the 

Plan. The Statements of Net Assets Available for Benefits present the contract value of the investment contracts. The 

Statements of Changes in Net Assets Available for Benefits are prepared on a contract value basis. 

 

Investments in the pooled separate accounts (“PSA”) are valued at net asset value (“NAV”) as the practical expedient. 

 

Investment Income 

Amounts invested in the unallocated insurance contract representing guaranteed deposit funds earn interest calculated 

in accordance with rates periodically established by the Company to be credited to such funds. Interest income is 

recorded on an accrual basis. 
 

Amounts in each of the pooled separate accounts are credited with investment income each day based on the investment 

income of the applicable account, including all realized and unrealized capital gains and losses and the direct investment 

expenses of such accounts. Purchases and sales of securities are recorded on a trade-date basis. 

 

Payment of Benefits  

Benefit payments to participants are recorded upon distribution.  
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NOTE 2 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (CONTINUED) 

 

Administrative Expenses 

Administrative expenses presented on the Statements of Changes in Net Assets Available For Benefits primarily consist 

of fees related to notes receivable from participants, mailing fees and fees related to the unallocated insurance contract. 

Other administrative expenses of the Plan are paid by the Company or the Plan, at the discretion of the Company. 

 

Risks and Uncertainties: 

The Plan's investments include investments in PSAs and an unallocated insurance contract with varying degrees of risk, 

such as interest rate, credit, and overall market volatility risks. Due to the level of risk associated with certain investment 

securities, it is reasonably possible that changes in the values of investment securities will occur in the near term and 
such changes could materially affect the amounts reported in the statement of net assets available for plan benefits. 

 

Use of Estimates 

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States 

of America requires Plan management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts reported 

amounts of net assets and changed in net assets, and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the 

financial statements. Actual results could differ from those estimates. 

 
NOTE 3 - INVESTMENTS 
 
All investment information disclosed in the accompanying financial statements and schedule, including investments 
held at December 31, 2024 and 2023, interest and net appreciation in fair value of investments for the years ended 
December 31, 2024 and 2023 were obtained or derived from information certified as complete and accurate by the 
Custodian of the Plan. 

 

NOTE 4 - FAIR VALUE MEASUREMENTS 

 

The framework for measuring fair value provides a fair value hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques 
used to measure fair value. The hierarchy gives the highest priority to unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for 

identical assets or liabilities (Level 1) and the lowest priority to unobservable inputs (Level 3). Valuation techniques 

maximize the use of relevant observable inputs and minimize the use of unobservable inputs. The three levels of the 

fair value hierarchy under Topic 820 are described as follows: 

 

 Level 1 - Inputs to the valuation methodology are quoted prices (unadjusted) in active markets for identical assets 

or liabilities that the Plan can access at the measurement date. 

 

 Level 2 - Inputs other than quoted prices included within Level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either 

directly or indirectly, such as: 

• Quoted prices for similar assets or liabilities in active markets. 

• Quoted prices for identical or similar assets or liabilities in inactive markets. 

• Inputs other than quoted prices that are observable for the asset or liability. 

• Inputs that are derived principally from or corroborated by observable market data by correlation or 

other means. 

 

If the asset or liability has a specified (contractual) term, the Level 2 input must be observable for 

substantially the full term of the asset or liability. 

 

 Level 3 - Inputs that are unobservable inputs for the asset or liability. 

 

A financial instrument’s categorization within the valuation hierarchy is based upon the lowest level of input that is 

significant to the fair value measurement. Valuation techniques maximize the use of relevant observable inputs and 
minimize the use of unobservable inputs. 
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NOTE 4 - FAIR VALUE MEASUREMENTS (CONTINUED) 

 

The following is a description of the valuation methodologies used for instruments measured at fair value, including 

the general classification of such instruments pursuant to the valuation hierarchy. There were no changes to the 

valuation methodology for the years ended December 31, 2024 and 2023. 

 

Pooled Separate Accounts 

Pooled separate accounts are measured at fair value using the NAV as a practical expedient. A unit value is calculated 

by taking the NAV of the shares held by the Plan and applying the formula as described below. 

 

The unit value of each PSA on any business day equals the unit value of the PSA on the previous day multiplied by the 

net investment factor for the PSA. The net investment factor for each PSA can be determined on any business day by 

using the following calculation: 

 

• the NAV per share of the PSA’s underlying portfolio as of the end of the current business day, plus the per share 

amount of any dividend or capital gain distribution paid by that underlying portfolio since the previous business 

day, plus the per share amount of any taxes payable; divided by 

 

• the NAV per share of the PSA’s underlying portfolio as of the end of the previous business day; minus 
 

• the daily risk charge. 

 

These funds are considered open-end mutual funds, meaning that the fund is ready to redeem its shares at any time and 

offers its shares for sale to the public, either through retail outlets or through institutional investors continuously. For 

institutional funds, NAV’s are received daily from fund managers, and the managers stand ready to transact at these 

quoted amounts. 

 

Were the Plan to initiate a full redemption of the trust, the Custodian reserves the right to temporarily delay payment 

from the trust in order to ensure that securities liquidations will be carried out in an orderly business manner.   

 

The Custodian transacts in these funds on a daily basis as part of the separate account trading activity.   

 

The following table sets forth by level, within the fair value hierarchy, the Plan’s assets at fair value as of December 

31, 2024 and 2023. Classification within the fair value hierarchy table is based on the lowest level of any input that is 

significant to the fair value measurement.

NOTE 5 - TAX STATUS OF THE PLAN 
 

The Plan obtained its latest determination letter on June 30, 2020, in which the Internal Revenue Service stated that the 

Plan and related trust, as then designed, were in compliance with the applicable requirements of the Internal Revenue 

Code and, therefore, not subject to tax.   
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NOTE 5 - TAX STATUS OF THE PLAN (CONTINUED) 

 

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require Plan management to evaluate tax 

positions taken by the Plan and recognize a tax liability if the Plan has taken uncertain tax positions that more-likely-

than-not would not be sustained upon examination by applicable taxing authorities. The Plan Administrator has 

analyzed tax positions taken by the Plan and has concluded that, as of December 31, 2024, there are no uncertain tax 

positions taken, or expected to be taken, that would require recognition of a liability or disclosure in the financial 

statements. The Plan is subject to routine audits by taxing jurisdictions. However, currently no audits for any tax periods 

are in progress. 

 
NOTE 6 - BENEFIT RESPONSIVE CONTRACT - UNALLOCATED INSURANCE CONTRACT 
 
The Plan’s investments include an unallocated insurance contract which represents funds held under a group annuity 
policy issued by the Custodian. 
 

As described in Note 2, because the unallocated insurance contract is fully benefit-responsive, contract value is the 

relevant measurement attribute for that portion of the net assets available for benefits attributable to the unallocated 

insurance contract. The contract value of funds held in the unallocated insurance contract generally represents principal 

plus accrued interest. Interest rate guarantees of the unallocated insurance contract are backed by assets held by the 

Custodian. Credited rates are set based on yields earned on new purchases of fixed income securities for the Custodian. 

Credited rates are guaranteed for the duration of the guaranteed period elected by the Plan Sponsor, and do not vary 

with the subsequent performance of assets of the Custodian which back these guarantees. The fair value of these funds 

reflects the relationship between credited rates earned by funds held in the unallocated insurance contract and current 

market rates. Higher credited rates will produce a higher fair value than lower credited rates under similar market 

interest rate environments. 
 

Certain events may limit the ability of the Plan Sponsor and/or Plan participants to transact at contract value with the 

Custodian. Examples of these events would include, but would not be limited to, premature termination of this contract 

and termination of the retirement plan. In these examples, the contract value could be reduced by any applicable 

surrender charges upon distribution of contract’s funds. 

 

Under no event may the Custodian terminate this contract and settle at an amount different from contract value. 

 
NOTE 7 - RELATED PARTY AND PARTY-IN-INTEREST TRANSACTIONS 
 

The Plan’s investments with ALIC are in an unallocated insurance contract and pooled separate accounts. ALIC is a 

wholly-owned subsidiary of the Company. 

 

The Plan’s investments are subject to certain investment fees which are benchmarked periodically by the Plan's 
investment advisor based on competitive rates. The fees vary by investment and are paid by the investment accounts 

that Plan assets are invested in. Certain investments in the Plan have revenue sharing agreements with the Custodian. 

Revenue sharing from the investment funds or their managing companies are paid for services performed by the 

Custodian on behalf of the Plan and are allocated back to the Plan on a quarterly basis. 

 

In addition, the Plan has arrangements with various service providers and these arrangements qualify as party-in-interest 

transactions. 

 

NOTE 8 - SUBSEQUENT EVENT 

 

Management evaluates events occurring subsequent to the date of the financial statements in determining the accounting 
for and disclosure of transactions and events that affect the financial statements. 

 

Subsequent events have been evaluated through August 14, 2025, which is the date the financial statements were 

available to be issued.

Schedule C, Line 2(h) Formula Description 
 
Description of Unit Value Calculations
 
Separate account investments are record kept using unit values.   
 
The pooled separate accounts are invested in mutual funds at NAV.  The allocation of these funds is based on the 
units and unit value for each product and plan invested in the pooled separate account. 
 
Both the number of units, and unit value is available for any plan's funds and can be produced from the system.  
When multiplied, these will balance to the fair value disclosed on trust reports. 
 
The unit value can and does vary by contract depending on the product invested in.  The unit value is determined 
under the following formula, and is the same calculation for all contracts invested in the pooled separate accounts. 
 
It is through this calculation of the unit value that both earnings and expenses are applied. 
 
Industry Standard Method – Unit Value Calculation 
 
t = current business date 
t-1 = prior business date 
NAV = Net asset value provided by mutual fund company 
MTD daily dividend factor(t) = dividends month to date as provided by the mutual fund company 
Declared dividend rate(t) = as provided by the mutual fund company 
Short and long term capital gains (t) = S&LT(t) = as provided by the mutual fund company 
Gross Investment Factor (GIF) = daily rate change in the NAV including dividends and capital gains 
Daily Expense Factor = the expense rate specific to a contract 
Net Investment Factor = the daily rate change in the gross investment factor after application of contract specific 
expenses 
Unit Price = the contract specific price in which units are purchased and redeemed for a specific fund 
 
Gross Investment Factor(GIF) = NAV(t) + MTD daily div factor (t) + declared dividend rate (t) + S&LT (t) 
      NAV(t-1) + MTD daily dividend factors(t-1) 
 
Net Investment Factor(t) = Gross Investment Factor - Daily Expense Factor 
 
Unit Price (t) = Unit Price (t-1) times Net Investment Factor (t) 
 
In order to ensure that each contract has a correct proportionate value of the underlying pooled separate account, 
each contract's units are multiplied by their contract's unit value and summed across all contracts invested in a 
particular mutual fund.  This is then balanced to the pooled separate account and to the mutual fund company on a 
daily basis. 
 
The Daily Expense Factor is based on the provisions of the contract, with all investments held by Ameritas Life 
Insurance Corp being charged the same annualized rate. 
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
