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(1) Description of the Plan 

 
The following description of the La Posada Employee Savings and Retirement Plan (the “Plan”) provides 
only general information. Participants should refer to the Plan document for a more complete description of 
the Plan’s provisions. 
 
A. General - The Plan is a defined contribution plan which covers all employees of La Posada at Park 

Centre, Inc. (the “Sponsor”) who meet specified age and service requirements. The Plan is subject to 
the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (“ERISA”). Certain administrative functions of 
the Plan are performed by employees of the Sponsor. An officer of the Sponsor serves as an 
administrator of the Plan. 
 
Employees become eligible to participate in the Plan after 6 months of employment with the Sponsor 
and after attaining 18 years of age. Participation in the Plan begins the first of the month coinciding 
with the satisfaction of these eligibility requirements. 
 
The Plan Document was amended and restated effective June 26, 2023. The restatement was 
completed in conjunction with the Plan being fully integrated onto the Ascensus, LLC platform. 
Effective with the restatement, Newport Group no longer provides direct trustee services and is 
replaced as Plan trustee by Ascensus, LLC. 
 

B. Contributions - Participants may elect to contribute up to 100% of their compensation or the 
maximum allowable by the Internal Revenue Code Section 401(k) limits (“IRC”). Participant 
contributions under IRC Section 401(k) were subject to a maximum of $23,000 for the year ended 
December 31, 2024. In addition, the Plan allows participants attaining the age of 50 before the end of 
the Plan year to make additional catch-up contributions not exceeding $7,500 for the year ended 
December 31, 2024. Participants may change or revoke their election to make 401(k) contributions in 
accordance with procedures established by the 401(k) committee. Rollover contributions from other 
qualified plans are also permitted. 
 
The Plan has an auto enrollment feature known as a qualified automatic contribution arrangement 
(“QACA”). Under this feature, newly eligible participants are automatically enrolled in the Plan, and 
6% of the participant’s compensation is contributed on a pre-tax basis. Participant contributions under 
the auto enrollment feature are invested in the default fund unless the participant chooses another 
investment option. 
 
The Sponsor makes a safe harbor matching contribution equal to 100% match on the first 1% of 
compensation deferred plus a 50% match on compensation deferred in excess of 1% but not 
exceeding 6% of compensation. Discretionary non-elective contributions to the Plan are made at the 
discretion of the Sponsor. The Sponsor did not make a discretionary non-elective contribution to the 
Plan during the year ended December 31, 2024. 
 

C. Participant investment account options - Participants direct the investment of all contributions into 
various investment options offered by the Plan. The Plan currently offers mutual funds as investment 
options for participants. 
 

D. Participant accounts - Each participant’s account is credited with their individual contributions and 
allocations of the Sponsor’s matching and non-elective contributions, Plan earnings, and Plan 
administrative expenses. The benefit to which a participant is entitled is the benefit that can be 
provided from the participant’s vested account. Allocations are based on participants’ earnings or 
account balances, as defined. Participant contributions, Sponsor matching contributions and Sponsor 
non-elective contributions are placed into participant directed investment funds selected by the 
participant.

E. Vesting - Participants are immediately vested in their elective contributions, rollover contributions, 

Sponsor safe harbor matching contributions and actual earnings thereon. Participants are 100% 
vested in non-elective contributions after three years of continuous service. Participants become fully 
vested in all of their accounts upon disability, normal retirement age, death, or termination of the Plan. 
 

F. Distribution of benefits - Upon termination of service due to death, disability or retirement, 
participants receive a lump sum distribution equal to the value of the participant’s vested interest in 
his or her account. Subject to certain restrictions, participants may also withdraw amounts from their 
vested accounts for financial hardship as defined in the Plan. 
 

G. Termination of the Plan - Although the Sponsor has not expressed any intention to do so, the 
Sponsor has the right to terminate the Plan at any time, subject to the provisions of ERISA. In the 
event the Plan is terminated, participants would become 100% vested in their accounts. 
 

H. Forfeitures - Forfeitures result from non-vested balances remaining in the Plan from terminated 
employees. There were immaterial forfeited non-vested accounts, including earnings at December 
31, 2024 and 2023. Forfeited account balances may be used to reduce future Sponsor contributions 
or pay Plan expenses. During the year ended December 31, 2024, forfeited non-vested account 
funds were not used to reduce Sponsor contributions or pay Plan expenses. 
 

I. Notes receivable from participants - Participants may borrow from their accounts a minimum of 
$1,000 up to a maximum of $50,000 or 50% of their vested account balance, whichever is less. Loans 
are secured by the vested balance in the participant’s account and bear interest, currently at rates 
ranging from 4.25% to 9.50%. Principal and interest are paid ratably through payroll deductions. 
 
Notes receivable from participants are measured at their unpaid principal balance plus accrued 
interest. Delinquent notes receivable from participants are reclassified as distributions based upon the 
terms of the Plan document. 
 

J. Administrative expenses - Certain administrative expenses of the Plan are paid by the Sponsor and 
are not expected to be reimbursed by the Plan. 

 
(2) Significant accounting policies 

 
The significant accounting policies followed by the Plan are as follows: 
 
Basis of accounting - The accompanying financial statements of the Plan have been prepared on the 
accrual method of accounting in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United 
States of America. 
 
Management’s use of estimates - The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting 
principles generally accepted in the United States of America requires management to make estimates and 
assumptions that affect the reported amount of net assets available for benefits and changes therein, and 
disclosures of contingent assets and liabilities. Accordingly, actual results may differ from those estimates. 
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(2) Significant accounting policies (continued) 

 
Investment valuation and income recognition - Investments in shares of mutual funds are stated at net 
asset value, which are readily determinable fair values of those shares as they are published daily and are 
the basis for current transactions. Purchases and sales of securities are recorded on a trade date basis. 
Income is recorded when credited by the various investment funds. Net appreciation or depreciation of 
investments consists of realized gains or losses on investments sold during the year and the unrealized 
appreciation or depreciation of investments held during the year. Dividends are recorded on the ex-dividend 
date. 
 
Risks and uncertainties - The Plan provides for various investment fund options, which invest in any 
combination of stocks, bonds and money market funds. These investments are exposed to various risks, 
such as interest rate, credit and overall market volatility risks. Due to the level of risk associated with certain 
investment securities, it is at least reasonably possible that changes in risks in the near term could 
materially affect participants’ account balances and the amounts reported in the statements of net assets 
available for benefits and the statement of changes in net assets available for benefits. 
 
Payment of benefits - Benefit payments to participants are recorded when paid. 
 
Subsequent events - Plan management has evaluated subsequent events through August 13, 2025, which 
is the date the financial statements of the Plan were available to be issued. 
 

(3) Income tax status 
 
The Sponsor has adopted the Ascensus, LLC, formerly known as Newport Group, Inc., prototype plan 
which has received an opinion letter from the Internal Revenue Service dated June 30, 2020, stating that 
the prototype plan was designed in accordance with applicable sections of the Internal Revenue Code. The 
Plan administrator and the Plan Sponsor believe that the Plan is currently designed and continues to be 
operating in compliance with applicable requirements of the Internal Revenue Code. Therefore, no provision 
for income taxes has been included in the Plan’s financial statements. 
 

(4) Fair value measurements 
 
FASB ASC 820, Fair Value Measurements, establishes a fair value hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to 
valuation techniques used to measure fair value. The hierarchy gives the highest priority to unadjusted 
quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (Level 1 measurements) and the lowest 
priority to unobservable inputs (Level 3 measurements). The three levels of the fair value hierarchy under 
FASB ASC 820 are described below: 
 

Level 1: Inputs to the valuation methodology are unadjusted quoted prices for identical assets or 
liabilities in active markets that the plan has the ability to access. 

 
Level 2: Inputs to the valuation methodology include quoted prices for similar assets and 

liabilities in active markets, and inputs that are observable for the asset or liability, either 
directly or indirectly, for substantially the full term of the financial instrument. 

 
Level 3: Inputs to the valuation methodology are unobservable and significant to the fair value 

measurement. 
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(4) Fair value measurements (continued) 

 
A financial instrument's level within the fair value hierarchy is based on the lowest level of any input that is 
significant to the fair value measurement. 
 
The following is a description of the valuation methodologies used for the investments held by the Plan. 
There have been no changes in the methodologies used at December 31, 2024 and 2023. 
 

• Money Market – Valued at fair value using published market prices, which represent the net asset 
value of shares held by the Plan at year-end. Assets are valued primarily on the basis of evaluated 
prices from third-party pricing services, and the valuation is based upon the penny-rounding method of 
pricing pursuant to U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission regulations, which permit current net 
asset value per share to be rounded to the nearest cent, provided the fund follows certain maturity, 
credit quality, and other guidelines. 

 

• Mutual funds – Valued at fair value using published market prices, which represent the net asset value 
of shares held by the Plan at year-end. 

 
Although the Plan believes its valuation methods are appropriate and consistent with other market 
participants, the use of different methodologies or assumptions to determine the fair value of certain 
financial instruments could result in a different fair value measurement at the reporting date.
