Notes to Financial Statements

Description of the Plan

The following description of the Pacific Best Inc. Employee Retirement Benefit Plan (the
"Plan") provides only general information. Participants should refer to the Plan
agreement for a more complete description of the Plan's provisions. The sponsor of the
Plan is Pacific Best Inc.

General

Effective May 1, 1997, the Company established the Plan for eligible employees of the
Company. Employees of the Company are eligible to participate in the Plan on the first
day of the quarter following the date the employee completes 12 months with at least
1,000 hours of service and attains age of 21.

The Plan is a defined contribution plan covering all employees of the Company with the
exception of any employee (1) who is covered by a collective bargaining agreement
unless the bargaining agreement provides for coverage, or (2) who is a non-resident
alien who does not receive any earned income. The Plan is subject to the provisions of
the Employee retirement Income security Act of 1974 ("ERISA").

The Plan uses Fidelity Management Trust Company (“Fidelity”) for 401(k) services.
Fidelity maintains the Plan's assets in those fund accounts, which are credited with actual
earnings on the underlying investments and charged for Plan withdrawals.

Contributions

Participants may make voluntary contributions in the form of salary deferrals at
participant’s discretion subject to the annual maximum amount imposed by the Internal
Revenue Service. The Company provides a 3% safe harbor contribution on each
participant’s compensation but not for Key Highly Compensated Employees. It also offers
profit sharing which is done by class. The four classes are A, B, C, and D with rates at
4.5% or 7.5% for Year 2024. Similar to voluntary contributions, safe harbor and profit
sharing require at least one year and 1,000 hours of services.

Investment Elections

The investments of the Plan are self-directed by the participants. Investment elections
may be changed at any time.

Participant Accounts

Each Participant's account is credited with the participant's and Company contributions
and related earnings. The benefit to which a participant is entitled is the benefit that can
be provided from the participant's account.

Description of the Plan, continued
Vesting

Participants are immediately vested in their voluntary contributions plus actual earnings
thereon. Vesting in the safe harbor and Company’s profit sharing plus actual earnings
thereon is based on years of continuous service. The first year is 0% and then 20% per
year.

Forfeited Accounts

In the event that a participant terminates employment prior to 100% vesting, the portion
of Company'’s contributions which is not vested is forfeited at that time. There was a total
amount of $57,877 forfeitures in 2024. The balances of the forfeited non-vested
participant accounts as of December 31, 2024 and 2023 were $49,593 and $19,919
respectively. Forfeitures are used to pay off the plan’s administration expenses or to
reduce the employer’s contributions.

Payment of Benefits

On termination of service, participants may receive lump-sum amounts equal to the value
of their account.

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Basis of Accounting

The Plan's financial statements are prepared on the accrual basis of accounting in
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of
America. Benefits are recorded when paid.

Significant Risk and Uncertainty

The fair value of the Plan’s assets is subject to change as a result of changes in market
rates and prices. A significant change in market rates and prices can significantly reduce
the net assets available for Plan benefits and concurrently participant balances. Plans
that invest in foreign securities are subject to foreign exchange and political risks among
other risks.

Valuation of Investments

The Plan's investment in the money market accounts is valued at fair value. The Plan's
investments in the registered investment company accounts are valued at fair value as
reported to the Plan by Fidelity Management Trust Company. Participant notes
receivable are valued at cost, which approximates fair value. If a participant ceases to
make loan repayments and the plan administrator deems the participant loan to be in
default, the participant loan balance is reduced and a benefit payment is recorded. The
Plan presents, in the statement of change in net assets available for benefits with fund
information, the net appreciation (depreciation) in the fair value of its investments, which

consist of the realized gains or losses and the unrealized appreciation (depreciation) of
those investments.

Contributions

Participant contributions are recorded in the period during which the Company makes
payroll deductions from the Plan participants' earnings. Company contributions are
recorded based upon the required Company matching levels as defined in the Plan
agreement.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally
accepted in the United States of America requires the administrator and trustee to make
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and
disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at December 31, 2024 and the reported
amounts of additions to and deductions from net assets for the year ended December
31, 2024. Actual results may differ from those estimates.

Date of Management’s Review

Subsequent events were evaluated through October 1, 2025, which is the date the
financial statements were available to be issued.

Investments

Investments are reported at fair value. Fair Value is the price that would be received to
sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market
participants at the measurement date. Purchases and sales of securities are recorded on
a trade-date basis. Interest income is recorded on the accrual basis.

Investments are held in custodial capacity by Fidelity Management Trust Company, the
trustee of the plan. Individual Plan participants direct the transactions that take place in
their accounts.

During the year ended December 31, 2024, the Plan’s investments (including gains and
losses on investments bought and sold as well as held during the year) depreciated in
value by $1,035,267 as follows:

Fair Value Measurements

The framework for measuring fair value provides a fair value hierarchy that prioritizes the
inputs to valuation techniques used to measure fair value. The hierarchy gives the
highest priority to unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or
liabilities (level 1) and the lowest priority to unobservable inputs (level 3). The three
levels of the fair value hierarchy under FASB Accounting Standards Codification Topic 820
are described as follows:

Level 1: Inputs to the valuation methodology are unadjusted quoted prices for identical
assets or liabilities in active markets that the Plan has the ability to access.

Level 2: Inputs to the valuation methodology include quoted prices for similar assets or
liabilities in active markets, quoted prices for identical or similar assets or liabilities in
inactive markets, inputs other than quoted prices that are observable for the asset or
liability, or inputs that are derived principally from, or corroborated by observable market
data by correlation or other means. If the asset or liability has a specified (contractual)
term, the level 2 input must be observable for substantially the full term of the asset or
liability.

Level 3: Inputs to the valuation methodology are unobservable and significant to the fair
value measurement.

The asset or liability’s fair value measurement level within the fair value hierarchy is
based on the lowest level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement.
Valuation techniques used need to maximize the use of observable inputs and minimize
the use of unobservable inputs.

The following is a description of the valuation methodologies used for assets measured at
fair value. There have been no changes in the methodologies used at December 31,
2024 and 2023.

Mutual Funds and Interest-bearing Cash: Valued at the net asset value of shares held by
the Plan at year end. The NAV is a quoted price in an active market.

The preceding method described may produce a fair value calculation that may not be
indicative of net realizable value or reflective of future fair values. Furthermore, although
the Plan believes its valuation methods are appropriate and consistent with other market
participants, the use of different methodologies or assumptions to determine the fair
value of certain financial instruments could result in a different fair value measurement at
the reporting date.

5. Investment at Contract Value

‘The Plan invested in WT METLIFE STABLE VALUE fund totaling $58,028 for 2024 and
$57,347 for 2023. This investment meets the fully benefit-responsive investment contract
criteria and therefore is reported at contract value. Contract value is the relevant
measure for fully benefit-responsive investment contracts because this is the amount
received by participants if they were to initiate permitted transactions under the terms of
the Plan. Contract value, as reported to the Plan by Fidelity, represents contributions
made under the contract, plus earnings, less participant withdrawals, and administrative
expenses. Participants may ordinarily direct the withdrawal or transfer of all or a portion
of their investment at contract value.

The Plan’s ability to receive amounts due is dependent on the issuer’s ability to meet its
financial obligations. The issuer’s ability to meet its contractual obligations may be
affected by future economic and regulatory developments.

Certain events might limit the ability of the Plan to transact at contract value with the
issuer. Such events include (1) amendments to the Plan documents (including complete
or partial Plan termination or merger with another plan), (2) changes to the Plan’s
prohibition on competing investment options or deletion of equity wash provisions, (3)
bankruptcy of the Plan sponsor or other Plan sponsor events (for example, divestitures or
spin-offs of a subsidiary) that cause a significant withdrawal from the Plan, or (4) the
failure of the trust to qualify for exemption from federal income taxes or any required
prohibited transaction exemption under ERISA (5) premature termination of the contract
at contract value with the contract issuers and that also would limit the ability of the plan
to transact at contract value with the participants.

In addition, certain events allow the issuer to terminate the contract with the Plan and
settle at an amount different from contract value. Such events include (1) an uncured
violation of the Plan’s investment guidelines, (2) a breach of material obligation under
the contract, (3) a material misrepresentation, and (4) a material amendment to the
agreement without the consent of the issuer.

Notes Receivable from Participants

Participants may borrow from their vested balances, subject to certain limitations as set
forth in the Plan and the Internal Revenue Code. The amounts borrowed carry fixed
interest rates which are based on interest rates charged by persons in the business of
lending money for loans which would be made under similar circumstances. Loans are
payable in full upon the participant's termination of employment from the Company.
There were 6 loans being granted during the year ended December 31, 2024. No
allowance for credit losses has been recorded as of December 31, 2024 or 2023.

Plan Termination

Although it has not expressed any intent to do so, the Company has the right under the
Plan to discontinue its contributions at any time and to terminate the Plan subject to the
provisions of ERISA. In the event of Plan termination, participants will become 100
percent vested in their accounts.

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require the plan
administrator to evaluate tax positions taken by the Plan and recognize a tax liability for
any uncertain position that more likely than not would not be sustained upon
examination by the IRS. The plan is subject to routine audits by tax authorities; however,
there are currently no audits for any tax periods in progress. The plan administrator
believes the Plan is no longer subject to income tax examinations for years prior to 2020.

Related Party Transactions and Party-in-interest Transactions

Certain Plan investments are held in investments managed by the Plan trustee. These
transactions qualify as party-in-interest transactions. Any purchases and sales of these
funds are open market transactions at fair market value. Consequently, such
transactions are permitted under the provisions of the Plan and are exempt from the
prohibition of party-in-interest transaction under ERISA. Notes receivable and the related
interest income are considered to be related party transactions.

Certain administrative functions are performed by officers and employees of the
Company. No officer of employee receives compensation from the Plan for these
services.

Expense

The costs associated with the formation and administration of the Plan are borne by the
Company. Recordkeeping fees of $18,082 and investment advisory and management
fees of $18,027 were paid by the plan during the year ended December 31, 2024.

Risk and Uncertainties

The Plan invests in various investment securities. Investment securities are exposed to
various risk such as interest rate, market, and credit risks. Due to the level of risk
associated with certain investment securities, it is at least reasonably possible that
changes in the values of investment securities will occur in the near term and that such
changes could materially affect participants’ account balances and the amounts reported
in the statement of net assets available for benefits.
