1. Plan Description

The following description of the Battery Ventures 401(k) Retirement Plan (the "Plan") provides
only general information. Participants should refer to the Plan document for a complete
description of the Plan’s provisions.

General

The Plan and its related trust are intended to qualify as a profit-sharing plan and trust under the
Internal Revenue Code (the "Code") sections 401(a) and 501(a). The cash or deferred
arrangement part of the Plan is intended to qualify under Code section 401(k) and is intended to
satisfy the alternative method of meeting nondiscrimination requirements described in Code
section 401(k)(12). The Plan is intended to constitute a plan described in section 404(c) of the
Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 ("ERISA"). The purpose of the Plan is to
provide benefits to participants in a manner consistent and in compliance with such Code sections
and Title | of ERISA.

Fidelity Management Trust Company is the Plan’s trustee (“Trustee”). Fidelity Workplace Services
LLC ("Fidelity") is the Plan’s record keeper.

Battery Management Corp. (the “Company”) is the plan’s administrator (“Plan Administrator”) and
the plan’s sponsor (“Plan Sponsor”).

Contributions

The Plan covers substantially all employees of the Company, other than those employees
specifically excluded by the Plan document: 1) employees who are residents of Puerto Rico, 2)
employees covered by a collective bargaining agreement, unless the agreement requires the
employee to be included under the Plan, or 3) employees who are non-resident aliens with no
income from a US source.

An individual who is signatory to a contract, letter of agreement, or other document that
acknowledges his or her status as an independent contractor not entitled to benefits under the
Plan and is not otherwise classified by the Company as a common law employee or the Company
does not withhold income taxes, file Form W-2 (or any replacement form), or remit Social Security
payments to the Federal government, even if such individual is later adjudicated to be a common
law employee, is not eligible to participate in the Plan.

Employees are eligible to participate and earn a benefit under the Plan if they are 21 years of age.

An eligible employee may become a participant in the Plan by enrolling via the Fidelity Net
Benefits website (Fidelity's online account access) or by calling Fidelity. Upon enroliment, the
employee agrees to accept a specified reduction in salary/wage, on a pre-tax or post-tax Roth
basis. Participants may contribute up to the maximum elective deferral allowed by the Code. The
Company may offer matching employer contributions. Participants may also contribute rollover
contributions from other plans pursuant to the rollover provisions of the Code. There were no
matching employer contributions in 2024.

Participant Accounts

Participant accounts are credited with the participant's contributions, as well as the earnings, net
of expenses thereon. Participants direct the investment of their contributions into various
investment options offered by the Plan, which consist primarily of registered investment
companies. The Plan offers a self-directed brokerage program (Brokeragelink) in which
participants also direct their investments. Participant accounts are maintained as appropriate to
account for contributions by source. The benefit to which a participant is entitled is their vested
account balance.

Vesting

Participants are vested immediately in their salary reduction and rollover contributions plus actual
earnings thereon. Company contributions, if any, and any earnings thereon will be vested in
accordance with the following schedule:

Required Minimum Distribution (RMD)
The Plan’s current RMD is the age of 73.

Notes Receivable from Participants

Participants may borrow a minimum of $1,000 from their accounts up to the maximum amount
prescribed by the Code. The loan will be made at a rate of the US Prime Rate or such other
reasonable rate of interest as the Plan Administrator determines and will be secured by the
participant’s vested account balance. Only one loan may be outstanding to a participant at any
given time. There were no outstanding loans as of December 31, 2024 and December 31, 2023.

Payment of Benefits
On separation from service for reasons other than death, the participant will be entitled to receive
the value of their account under one or more of the following options:

1)  Lump sum option — the participant may receive a single sum not to exceed the entire balance
of their account.

2)  Direct rollover — the participant may direct the Plan to roll over the lump-sum payment to an
IRA or other retirement plan.

3) Partial terminated withdrawal — the participant may receive a partial withdrawal.
On termination of service due to death, or on death after separation, the participant's beneficiary

may elect to receive the value of their account as a lump sum, partial withdrawals or as a direct
rollover.

Significant Accounting Policies

Basis of Accounting
The Plan's financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis in accordance with
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America ("GAAP").

Investment Valuation

Investments are presented in the financial statements at fair value. Interest bearing cash includes
money market funds which are valued at the daily closing price. Investments in securities traded
on a national securities exchange or in the over-the-counter market, if any, are valued at the last
reported closing price. US government securities, if any, are valued on the basis of valuations
furnished by a Trustee-approved independent pricing service, which determines valuations for
normal institutional-size trading units of such securities using methods based on market
transactions for comparable securities and various relationships between securities which are
generally recognized by institutional traders, or at fair value as determined in good faith by the Plan
Sponsor. Fixed income investments, if any, are generally valued using independent pricing sources
that use broker quotes or models using market observable inputs. Shares of registered investment
companies are valued at their published net asset value per share. Units of common collective
trusts are valued using the net asset value per unit which is used as a practical expedient to
estimate fair value. The BrokerageLink account assets are valued based on the underlying assets
held in those account, consistent with the policy described herein.

Income Recognition

Purchases and sales of securities are recorded on a trade-date basis. Dividend income is
recorded on the ex-dividend date. Interest income is recorded as earned. The Plan presents in the
Statement of Changes in Net Assets Available for Benefits, the net appreciation (depreciation) of
investments, which consists of the realized gains and losses and the unrealized appreciation and
depreciation on those investments.

Payment of Benefits
Benefits are recorded when paid.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of the Plan's financial statements in conformity with GAAP requires the plan
administrator to make significant estimates and assumptions. These affect the reported amounts
of net assets available for benefits at the dates of the financial statements and changes in net
assets available for benefits during the reporting period, as well as disclosures of contingent assets
and liabilities (when applicable) at the dates of the financial statements. Actual results could differ
from those estimates.

Information Certified by the Plan's Trustee

The following information included in the Plan's financial statements was prepared by the Plan’s
Trustee as of December 31, 2024 and 2023 and for the year ended December 31, 2024 and
furnished to the Plan Administrator. The Plan Administrator has obtained a certification from the
Trustee that the following information is complete and accurate in accordance with Section
2520.103-8 of the Department of Labor's Rules and Regulations for Reporting and Disclosure
under ERISA.

4, Fair Value Measurement

As discussed in Note 2, the Plan has valued its investments in accordance with the principles of
the accounting standards regarding fair value measurements.

The following describes the hierarchy of inputs used to measure fair value and the primary
valuation methodologies used by the Plan for financial instruments measured at fair value on a
recurring basis. The three levels of inputs are as follows:

Level 1 Quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities. Market price data is
generally obtained from relevant exchange or dealer markets.

Level 2 Inputs other than Level 1 that are observable, either directly or indirectly, such as quoted
prices for similar assets or liabilities, quoted prices in markets that are not active, or
other inputs that are observable or can be corroborated by observable market data for
substantially the same term of the assets or liabilities. Inputs are obtained from various
sources including market participants, dealers, and brokers.

Level 3 Unobservable inputs that are supported by little or no market activity and that are
significant to the fair value of the assets or liabilities.

Issues and redemptions of units
are recorded, upon receipt of unitholder’s instructions in good order, based on the next
determined net asset value per unit normally each day. In unusual market conditions, in
accordance with the Declaration of Trust, the Trustee may, in its sole discretion, impose
restrictions on issues and redemptions of units. There were no unfunded commitments at

December 31, 2024 and 2023.

5. Administrative Expenses

Certain administrative expenses are paid directly by the Company and are excluded from these
financial statements. Administrative expenses paid by the Plan include expenses directly relating
to investment transactions such as fees for short-term redemptions and exchanges, and certain

investment management fees.

Forfeitures

Forfeitures of any Company contributions from terminated participants are utilized to pay certain
expenses of the Plan. The forfeitures balance as of December 31, 2024 was $0. For the year ended
December 31, 2024 certain administrative fees paid out of the forfeiture account were $215.

Plan Amendment or Termination

The Company reserves the right to terminate the Plan or to amend the Plan at any time. In the event
of a plan termination, participants will be entitled to their full account balance in accordance with the
provisions of the Plan.

Tax Status

The Plan received a determination letter from the Internal Revenue Service on June 30, 2020, that
the Plan, as then designed, was qualified under Internal Revenue Code (IRC) Section 401(a) and
entitled to favorable tax treatment. The Plan has been amended and restated since receiving the
determination letter to comply with provisions required by law. It is the belief of the Plan administrator
that the Plan continues to be designed and operated as a qualified plan under IRC Section 401(a).
GAAP requires an evaluation of tax positions taken and recognition of a tax liability (or asset) if the
organization has taken an uncertain position that more likely than not would not be sustained upon
examination by the IRS. The Plan is not subject to income taxes. Therefore, there are no significant
uncertain positions taken or expected to be taken as of December 31, 2024 and 2023. The Plan is
subject to routine audits by taxing jurisdictions; however, there are currently no audits for any tax
periods in progress. The Plan Administrator believes it is no longer subject to income tax
examinations for years prior to 2021.

Related Parties and Parties in Interest Transactions

As the Plan Sponsor and Plan Administrator, the Company is considered a related party to the Plan.
Certain fees paid to the Trustee and affiliates are for administration, investment management,
recordkeeping, trustee, and other fiduciary services provided to the Plan. Consequently, such
transactions are permitted under the provision of the Plan and are exempt from prohibited party-in-
interest transactions under ERISA.

Risks and Uncertainties

The Plan provides for various investment options in any combination of registered investment
companies and other investment securities. Investment securities are exposed to various risks such
as interest rate, market, and credit. Due to the level of risk associated with certain investment
securities and the level of uncertainty related to changes in the value of investment securities, it is at
least reasonably possible that changes in risk in the near term would materially affect participants'
account balances and the amounts reported in the Statements of Net Assets Available for Benefits
and the Statement of Changes in Net Assets Available for Benefits.
