NOTE 1 - DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN 
 
The following description of the Duncan Family Farms, LLC 401(k) Plan (the Plan) provides only general 
information. Participants should refer to the Plan agreement for a more comprehensive description of the 
Plan's provisions. The Plan was established with an effective date of January 1, 2010 (date of inception). 
 
General  
The Plan is a defined contribution plan covering all eligible employees of Duncan Family Farms, LLC (the 
Company). There is no hours of service or age requirement. It is subject to the provisions of the Employee 
Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (ERISA). 
 
Contributions  
Generally, participants may contribute an unlimited amount of pretax compensation per payroll period, as 
defined in the Plan, subject to annual IRS limitations. Participants may also contribute amounts representing 
distributions from other qualified defined-benefit or contribution plans. Participants direct the investment 
of their contributions into various investment options offered by the Plan. Additional contributions to the 
Plan are made at the discretion of the Company. Currently the Company is making Safe Harbor - Qualified 
Matching Contributions at 100% of participant contributions from 0% to 3% of salary and 50% of 
participant contributions from 3% to 5% of salary. The Company made contributions totaling $294,287 for 
the plan year ended December 31, 2024. 
 
Participant Accounts  
Each participant's account is credited with the participant's contribution and allocations of the Company's 
contribution(s) and Plan earnings and is charged with an allocation of administrative expenses. Allocations 
are based on participant earnings or account balances, as defined. The benefit to which a participant is 
entitled is the benefit that can be provided from the participant's vested account. Forfeited balances of 
terminated participants' non-vested accounts may be used to reduce future Company contributions.  
 
Vesting  
Participants are immediately 100% vested in their elective contributions plus actual earnings thereon. 
Vesting in the Company's nonelective profit sharing contribution portion of their accounts plus actual 
earnings thereon is based on years of continuous service. A participant is 100% vested after six years of 
credited service, as defined. Additionally, upon attainment of normal retirement age or death while still 
employed by the Company, participants become 100 percent vested in the Company's contribution portion 
of their accounts.

NOTE 1 - DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN (continued) 
 
Notes receivable from participants 
Participants may borrow from their accounts a minimum of $1,000 up to a maximum equal to the lesser of 
$50,000 or 50% of their vested account balance. The loans are issued by the Plan and secured by the balance 
in the participant’s account. All loans must be repaid within a period of five years, unless the loan is used 
to purchase a principal residence, in which case the loan must be repaid within a period of time not to 
exceed 20 years. Under the terms of the Plan Agreement, plan loans will bear a reasonable rate of interest 
determined by the plan administrator. Principal and interest is paid ratably through bi-monthly payroll 
deductions. As of December 31, 2024, the rate of interest on outstanding loans ranged from 4.25% to 9.50% 
with various maturities through March 2042. 
 
Payment of benefits  
On termination of service due to death, disability, or retirement, a participant will receive a lump-sum 
amount equal to the value of the participant's vested interest in his or her account. For termination of service 
due to other reasons, a participant may receive the value of the vested interest in his or her account as a 
lump-sum distribution. 
 
Forfeitures 
Forfeitures are the nonvested portion of a participant’s account that is lost upon termination of employment. 
Forfeitures are retained in the Plan and may first be used to pay plan expenses, with any remaining amount 
used to reduce future employer contributions. As of December 31, 2024 and 2023, forfeited nonvested 
accounts totaled $2,714 and $2,635, respectively. For the year ended December 31, 2024, employer 
contributions were reduced by $21 from forfeited nonvested accounts. 
 
 
NOTE 2 – SUMMARY OF ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
 
Basis of Accounting 
The financial statements of the Plan are prepared under the accrual method of accounting in accordance 
with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America. 
 
Use of Estimates  
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles 
requires the Plan's management to make estimates and assumptions that may affect certain reported amounts 
and disclosures. Accordingly, actual results may differ from those estimates. 
 
Investment Valuation and Income Recognition 
The investments are reported at fair value. The Plan’s custodian, Reliance Trust Company (Reliance), 
certifies the fair market value of all investments. If available, quoted market prices are used to value 
investments.

NOTE 2 – SUMMARY OF ACCOUNTING POLICIES (continued) 
 
Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability (the “exit price”) 
in an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date. See Note 3 for discussion 
of fair value measurements. 
 
Income recognition 
Purchases and sales of securities are recorded on a trade-date basis. Dividends are recorded on the ex-
dividend date. Interest income is recorded on the accrual basis. The net depreciation in fair value of 
investments consists of both the realized gains and losses and unrealized appreciation and depreciation of 
those investments. 
 
Notes receivable from participants 
Notes receivable from participants are measured at amortized cost, which represents unpaid principal 
balance plus accrued but unpaid interest. Delinquent notes receivable from participants are reclassified as 
distributions upon the occurrence of a distributable event, based on the terms of the Plan Agreement. No 
allowance for credit losses has been recorded as of December 31, 2024 or 2023. 
 
Payments of benefits 
Benefits are recorded when paid. 
 
Expenses 
General plan administrative expenses may be paid out of the forfeiture account or paid by the Company. 
Investment management, distribution, and loan transaction fees are paid by the Plan participants. 
 
Subsequent events 
Subsequent events are events or transactions that occur after the statement of net assets available for benefits 
date but before the financial statements are available to be issued. The Plan recognizes in the financial 
statements the effects of all subsequent events that provide additional evidence about conditions that existed 
at the date of the statement of net assets available for benefits, including the estimates inherent in the process 
of preparing the financial statements. The Plan’s financial statements do not recognize subsequent events 
that provide evidence about conditions that did not exist at the date of the statement of net assets available 
for benefits but arose after the statement of net assets available for benefits date and before the financial 
statements are available to be issued. 
 
The Plan has evaluated subsequent events through September 30, 2025, which is the date the financial 
statements were available to be issued.

NOTE 3 - FAIR VALUE MEASUREMENTS 
 
FASB ASC Topic 820, Fair Value Measurements and Disclosures (ASC 820) provides a framework for 
measuring fair value under U.S. generally accepted accounting principles. That framework provides a fair 
value hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure fair value. The hierarchy 
gives the highest priority to unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities 
(Level 1 measurements) and the lowest priority to unobservable inputs (Level 3 measurements). 
 
The following provides a general description of the three levels of inputs that may be used to measure fair 
value under ASC 820: 
 

Level 1 - Inputs to the valuation methodology are based on quoted prices available in active markets 
for identical assets or liabilities on the reporting date. 
 
Level 2 - Inputs to the valuation methodology are other than quoted market prices in active markets, 
which are either directly or indirectly observable as of the reporting date, and fair value can be 
determined through the use of models or other valuation methodologies. If the asset or liability has 
a specified (contractual) term, the Level 2 input must be observable for substantially the full term 
of the asset or liability. 
 
Level 3 - Inputs to the valuation methodology include significant inputs that are generally 
unobservable from objective sources. These inputs may be used with internally developed 
methodologies that result in management's best estimate of fair value including assumptions 
regarding risk. Level 3 instruments include those that may be more structured or otherwise tailored 
to the Plan's needs. 

 
As required by ASC 820, financial assets and liabilities are classified in their entirety based on the lowest 
level of input that is significant to the fair value measurement. Valuation techniques used need to maximize 
the use of observable inputs and minimize the use of unobservable inputs. The Plan's assessment of the 
significance of a particular input to the fair value measurement requires judgment, and may affect the 
valuation of fair value assets and liabilities and their placement within the fair value hierarchy levels. 
 
Following is a description of the valuation methodologies used for assets measured at fair value. 
 
Mutual funds – Level 1 classified securities. Valued at the daily closing price as reported by the fund. These 
funds are required to publish their daily net asset value and to transact at that price. The funds held by the 
Plan are deemed to be actively traded. Mutual funds held by the Plan are open-end mutual funds that are 
registered with the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission.

NOTE 3 - FAIR VALUE MEASUREMENTS (continued) 
 
Common Collective Trust Accounts – Level 2 classified securities. Pooled separate accounts are valued at 
net asset value (NAV) of units based upon the quoted market value of the underlying assets net of an 
investment management fee as estimated by Ameriprise, Midland and Symetra. NAV is a readily 
determinable fair value and is the basis for current transactions which may occur daily. In certain cases 
where Level 1 or Level 2 inputs are not available, securities are classified within Level 3 of the hierarchy. 
 
The methods described above may produce a fair value calculation that may not be indicative of net 
realizable value or reflective of future fair values. Furthermore, while the Plan believes its valuation method 
are appropriate and consistent with other market participants, the use of different methodologies for 
assumptions to determine fair value of certain financial instruments could result in a different fair value 
measurement at the reporting date.
