Funding assumptions selection and rationale

Actuarial Standard of Practice No. 27 ("*ASOP 27”) provides guidance to actuaries when selecting economic
assumptions for measuring pension obligations. Actuarial Standard of Practice No. 35 (‘ASOP 35”) provides
guidance to actuaries when selecting demographic and other noneconomic assumptions for measuring pension
obligations. The economic assumptions that have a significant effect on the measurement and that the actuary
has not selected are the funding interest rates. The funding interest rates are prescribed by law.

The demographic and other noneconomic assumption that has a significant effect on the measurement and that
the actuary has not selected is mortality, as the mortality assumption is prescribed by law. The Enrolled Actuary
selected the frequency of optional forms of payment, and marital percentage assumptions. Recent experience
has not revealed significant gains or losses from the current actuarial assumptions.

Use of Models

Actuarial Standard of Practice No. 56 (“ASOP 56”) provides guidance to actuaries when performing actuarial
services with respect to designing, developing, selecting, modifying, using, reviewing, or evaluating models.
Gallagher uses third-party software in the performance of annual actuarial valuations and projections. The model
is intended to calculate the liabilities associated with the provisions of the plan using data and assumptions as of
the measurement date under the funding rules and/or accounting standards specified in this report. Further, the
model applies those funding rules and/or accounting standards to the liabilities derived and other inputs, such as
plan assets and contributions, to generate many of the exhibits found in this report. Gallagher has an extensive
review process whereby the results of the liability calculations are checked using detailed sample output, changes
from year to year are summarized by source, and significant deviations from expectations are investigated. Other
funding and/or accounting outputs are similarly reviewed in detail and at a high level for accuracy, reasonability
and consistency with prior results. Gallagher also reviews the model when significant changes are made to the
software. The review is performed by experts within the company who are familiar with applicable funding and/or
accounting rules as well as the manner in which the model generates its output.

Future actuarial measurements

Future actuarial measurements may differ significantly from current measurements due to plan experience
differing from that anticipated by the actuarial assumptions, changes expected as part of the natural operation of
the methodology used for these measurements, and changes in plan provisions, applicable law or regulations. An
analysis of the potential range of such future differences is beyond the scope of this report.

The demographic assumptions are based on the plan sponsor's anticipated experience. Annual gain/loss
analyses are prepared each year to review the validity of each assumption.

The asset valuation method was selected by the plan sponsor with the
actuary’s advice and is an acceptable method under the applicable provisions of the Internal Revenue Code and
associated regulations.

Expenses

Expense load equals preceding three-year average of the non-investment related plan expenses rounded to the
nearest thousand. The expected plan administrative expenses for 2024 plan year in amount of $31,000 were
added to the Target Normal Cost.

Frequency of optional payment forms

It has been assumed that benefits will be paid in the normal annuity form applicable to the particular benefit. To
the extent optional forms of payment are elected and conversions are determined under an actuarial basis differs
from the basis used in the valuation, gains or losses will occur. These gains or losses will be recognized through
the routine application of the actuarial cost method.

Deferred participants

It has been assumed that:

1. 50% of the participants who, as of the valuation date, (i) have not commenced benefit payments and (ii) are
ages 65 to 69, will never commence benefits.

2. 75% of the participants who, as of the valuation date, (i) have not commenced benefit payments and (i) are
ages 70 to 79, will never commence benefits.

3. 100% of the participants who, as of the valuation date, (i) have not commenced benefit payments and (ii) are
age 80 or over, will never commence benefits.

4. Otherwise, participants are assumed to commence benefits at age 64 or attained age, if greater.

Asset valuation method

The asset valuation method was selected by the plan sponsor with the actuary’s advice and is an acceptable
method under PPA.

The Actuarial Value of Assets is market value as of the valuation date, including discounted receivable
contributions, reduced by 2/3 and 1/3 of the gain/(loss) in each of the prior 2 years, respectively. The gain/(loss)
for each period is determined as the actual return on market value during the period less the expected return on
market value based on an assumed earnings rate chosen by the actuary but required by PPA to be not greater
than the applicable third Segment Rate. The resulting value is constrained to be within a corridor of 90% to 110%
of market value, including discounted receivable contributions.

DESCRIPTION OF PLAN

The following description of the Trace International Holdings, Inc. Retirement Plan for Salaried
Employees (the “Plan”) provides only general information. Participants should refer to the plan document
for a more complete description of the Plan’s provisions.

General - The Plan is a defined benefit pension plan covering all non-union employees of Trace
International Holdings, Inc. (“Trace”). CHF Industries, Inc. (the “Employer”’) assumed the obligations
related to the Plan in 2002 as a result of the Trace bankruptcy and the Employer being the lone surviving
Trace subsidiary. The Employer is no longer affiliated with Trace, although the Employer has retained
responsibilities for the Plan. All participants in the Plan are inactive and, accordingly, no further benefits
are earned. All liabilities are based upon frozen plan data. The Employer contributes such amounts as are
necessary on an actuarial basis to provide the Plan with assets sufficient to meet benefits to be paid by
the Plan. No Employer contributions were required during the years ended December 31, 2024 and 2023.
Participating employees make no contributions. The Plan is subject to the provisions of the Employee
Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (“ERISA”), as well as the rules and regulations promulgated by
the Department of Labor (“DOL”) and the Internal Revenue Services (“IRS”). Management is responsible
for oversight of the Plan, determines the appropriateness of the Plan’s investments and monitors
investment performance. Effective December 31, 1996, the Plan was frozen, to new participants and
benefit accruals.

Pension Benefits - Participants are eligible for retirement benefits after reaching the age of 65. Early
retirement is permitted after reaching the age of 60 and completion of 10 years of service. Pension
benefits are calculated based upon years of credited service through the date the plan was frozen. The
Plan provides that retired participants receive their pension benefits in the form of a joint and survivor
annuity unless the spouse and participant elect otherwise. Participants may elect a lump sum benefit
payment if the lump sum actuarial equivalent payable does not exceed $5,000.

Death and Disability Benefits - If a participant who has completed five years of service dies before making
an application for their pension benefits, the Plan provides for a reduced benefit to be paid to the
surviving spouse. A participant who becomes disabled and has completed 10 years of service is eligible
to receive a benefit computed based on normal retirement.

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of Accounting - The financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis of accounting.

Use of Accounting Estimates - The preparation of financial statements in accordance with generally
accepted accounting principles in the United States of America (“GAAP”) requires management to make
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets, liabilities, and changes therein;
disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities; and the actuarial present value of accumulated plan
benefits as of the date of the financial statements, and changes therein. Actual results could differ from
those estimates. Any adjustments applied to estimated amounts are recognized in the year in which such
adjustments are determined.

Investment Valuation and Income Recognition - Investments are reported at fair value. Fair value is the
price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between
market participants as of the measurement date. Management determines the Plan's valuation policies
utilizing information provided by its investment advisors and PNC Bank, N.A., the Trustee of the Plan.
See Note 4 for a disclosure of fair value measurements.




Purchases and sales of securities are recorded on a trade-date basis. Interest income is recorded on the
accrual basis. Dividends are recorded on the ex-dividend date. Net appreciation in fair value of
investments includes the plan's gains and losses on investments bought and sold as well as held during
the year.

Contributions - Contributions from the Employer are made to the Plan based upon actuarially determined
amounts required to fund accrued pension costs and minimum funding requirements required by ERISA
and the plan document.

Payment of Benefits - Benefits are recorded when paid.

Administrative Expenses - The Plan's expenses are paid either by the Plan or the Employer, as provided
by the plan document. Expenses that are paid directly by the Employer are excluded from these financial
statements. Certain expenses incurred in connection with the general administration of the Plan that are
paid by the Plan are recorded as deductions in the accompanying statements of changes in net assets
available for benefits. In addition, certain investment related expenses are included in net appreciation in
fair value of investments presented in the accompanying statements of changes in net assets available
for benefits.

Subsequent Events - Management has evaluated subsequent events through October 8, 2025, which is
the date the financial statements were available to be issued.

FAIR VALUE MEASUREMENTS

GAAP provides the framework for measuring fair value by utilizing a fair value hierarchy that prioritizes
the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure fair value. The hierarchy gives the highest priority to
unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (level 1) and the lowest priority
to unobservable inputs (level 3). The three levels of the fair value hierarchy under GAAP are described as
follows:

Level 1 Inputs to the valuation methodology are unadjusted quoted prices for identical
assets or liabilities in active markets that the Plan has the ability to access.



Level 2 Inputs to the valuation methodology include:
Quoted prices for similar assets or liabilities in active markets;

Quoted prices for identical or similar assets or liabilities in inactive
markets;

Inputs other than quoted prices that are observable for the asset or
liability;

Inputs that are derived principally from or corroborated by observable
market data by correlation or other means.

If the asset or liability has a specified (contractual) term, the level 2 input must be
observable for substantially the full term of the asset or liability.

Level 3 Inputs to the valuation methodology are unobservable and significant to the fair
value measurement.

The asset or liability’s fair value measurement level within the fair value hierarchy is based on the lowest
level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. Valuation techniques maximize the use
of relevant observable inputs and minimize the use of unobservable inputs.

The following is a description of the valuation methodologies used for investments measured at fair value.
There have been no changes in the methodologies used as of December 31, 2024 and 2023.

Money market funds: Money market funds are valued at cost, which approximates market value as
determined by the Trustee.

Common and preferred stocks: Valued at the closing price reported on the active market on which the
individual securities are traded.

Corporate and government debt securities: Valued using pricing models maximizing the use of
observable inputs for similar securities. This includes basing value on yields currently available on
comparable securities of issuers with similar credit ratings.

The preceding methods described may produce a fair value calculation that may not be indicative of net
realizable value or reflective of future fair values. Furthermore, although management believes the Plan’s
valuation methods are appropriate and consistent with other market participants, the use of different
methodologies or assumptions to determine fair value of certain financial instruments could result in a
different fair value measurement as of the reporting date.

RELATED-PARTY AND PARTY IN INTEREST TRANSACTIONS

Certain investments of the Plan are shares of money market funds managed by PNC Bank, N.A. PNC
Bank, N.A. is the Trustee as defined by the Plan, and therefore, these transactions qualify as exempt
party in interest transactions. Fees incurred by the Plan for investment management services were
included as a reduction of the return earned on each fund. Certain administrative fees related to the
administration of the Plan were paid by the Plan. Certain other third-party administrator fees were paid by
the Employer on behalf of the Plan. These transactions qualify as exempt party in interest transactions.

TAX STATUS

The IRS has determined and informed the Employer by letter dated June 30, 2020, that the Plan and
related trust are designed in accordance with the applicable sections of the Internal Revenue Code
(“IRC”). The Plan has not been amended since receiving the letter.

GAAP requires management to evaluate tax positions taken by the Plan and recognize a tax liability if the
Plan has taken an uncertain position that more likely than not would not be sustained upon examination
by the taxing authorities. Management has analyzed the tax positions taken by the Plan, and has
concluded that as of December 31, 2024 and 2023, there are no uncertain positions taken or expected to
be taken that would require recognition of a liability or disclosure in the financial statements. The Plan is
subject to routine audits by taxing jurisdictions; however, there are currently no audits of any tax periods
in progress.

PLAN TERMINATION

In the event the Plan terminates, the net assets of the Plan will be allocated, as prescribed by ERISA and
its related regulations, generally to provide the following benefits in the order indicated:

e Annuity benefits that former employees or their beneficiaries have been receiving for at least
three years, or that employees eligible to retire for that three-year period would have been
receiving if they had retired with benefits in the normal form of annuity under the Plan. The priority
amount is limited to the lowest benefit that was payable (or would have been payable) during
those three years. The amount is further limited to the lowest benefit that would be payable under
Plan provisions in effect at any time during the five years preceding Plan termination.

e Other vested benefits insured by the Pension Benefit Guaranty Corporation (“PBGC”) (a U.S.
government agency) up to the applicable limitations.

o All other vested benefits (that is, vested benefits not insured by the PBGC).

e All nonvested benefits.

Certain benefits under the Plan are insured by the PBGC if the Plan terminates. Generally, the PBGC
guarantees most vested normal age retirement benefits, early retirement benefits, and certain disability
and survivor's pensions. However, the PBGC does not guarantee all types of benefits under the Plan, and
the amount of benefit protection is subject to certain limitations. Vested benefits under the Plan are
guaranteed at the level in effect on the date of the Plan's termination.



Whether all participants receive their benefits should the Plan terminate at some future time will depend
on the sufficiency, at that time, of the Plan's net assets to provide for accumulated benefit obligations and
may also depend on the financial condition of the Employer and the level of benefits guaranteed by the
PBGC.

RISKS AND UNCERTAINTIES

The Plan invests in various investment securities. Investment securities are exposed to various risks such
as interest rate, market, and credit risks. Due to the level of risk associated with certain investment
securities, it is at least reasonably possible that changes in the values of investment securities will occur
in the near term and that such changes could materially affect the amounts reported in the statements of
net assets available for benefits.

Plan contributions are made, and the actuarial present value of accumulated plan benefits are reported
based on certain assumptions pertaining to interest rates, inflation rates, and employee demographics, all
of which are subject to change. Due to uncertainties inherent in the estimations and assumptions
process, it is at least reasonably possible that changes in these estimates and assumptions in the near-
term would be material to the financial statements.

ACTUARIAL PRESENT VALUE OF ACCUMULATED PLAN BENEFITS

Accumulated plan benefits are those future periodic payments, including lump sum distributions that are
attributable under the Plan's provisions to the service employees have rendered. Accumulated plan
benefits include benefits expected to be paid to (a) retired or terminated employees or their beneficiaries,
(b) beneficiaries of employees who have died, and (c) present employees or their beneficiaries. Benefits
under the plan are accumulated based on employees' compensation during each year of credited service.
The accumulated plan benefits for active employees will equal the accumulation, with interest, of the
annual benefit accruals as of the benefit information date. Benefits payable under all circumstances
(retirement, death, disability, and termination of employment) are included, to the extent they are deemed
attributable to employee service rendered to the valuation date. Benefits to be provided via annuity
contracts excluded from plan assets are excluded from accumulated plan benefits. The actuarial present
value of accumulated plan benefits is determined by an independent actuary and is that amount that
results from applying actuarial assumptions to adjust the accumulated plan benefits to reflect the time
value of money (through discounts for interest) and the probability of payment (by means of decrements
such as for death, disability, withdrawal, or retirement) between the valuation date and the expected date
of payment. The computations of the actuarial present value of accumulated plan benefits were made as
of December 31, 2023. Had the valuation been performed as of January 1, 2024, there would be no
material differences.

The significant actuarial assumptions used in the valuations as of December 31, 2023 were:

The foregoing actuarial assumptions are based on the presumption that the Plan will continue. Were the

Plan to terminate, different actuarial assumptions and other factors might be applicable in determining the
actuarial present value of accumulated plan benefits.
