Internal Control over Financial Reporting

In planning and performing our audit the financial statements, we considered the Plan’s internal
control over financial reporting as a basis for designing appropriate audit procedures, but not for
the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of internal control. Accordingly, we
do not express an opinion on the effectiveness of the Plan’s internal control.

We identified deficiencies in internal control that are described in our report to management.
However, because a financial statement audit is not designed to identify all deficiencies in
internal control, material weaknesses or significant deficiencies may exist that were not
identified.

Independence

We adhere to the independence rules of the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants,
the Texas State Board of Public Accountancy, the Texas Society of CPAs, the U. S. Department
of Labor, and the U. S. Government Accountability Office. We are independent with respect to
the Plan.

Financial Statement Adjustments

There were no adjustments recorded as a result of audit procedures and we are not aware of any
significant uncorrected misstatements to the financial statements.

Significant Accounting Policies

Management is responsible for the selection and use of appropriate accounting policies of the
Plan. The significant accounting policies used by management are described in the notes to the
financial statements. No new accounting policies were adopted and the application of existing
policies has not changed. We noted no significant transactions for which there is a lack of
authoritative guidance or consensus. All significant transactions have been recognized in the
proper period.

We evaluated the accounting policies used by management and believe they are appropriate for
the Plan and are comparable to those used by other employee benefit plans and to those used to
prepare the prior year financial statements.

Management Judgments and Accounting Estimates

Accounting estimates are an integral part of financial statements and are based upon
management’s knowledge and experience about past and current events and assumptions about
future events. There is uncertainty in all accounting estimates. Certain estimates are particularly
sensitive because of their significance to the financial statements and because of the possibility
that future events affecting them may differ significantly from the underlying assumptions. We
evaluated the key factors and assumptions used to develop significant estimates made by
management and find them generally reasonable and consistent.



An example of a significant estimate made by management in preparation of the Plan’s financial
statements includes the fair value of investments. As permitted by ERISA Section 103(a)(3)(C),
and as instructed by you, we did not perform any auditing procedures with respect to investment
information other than agreeing it to the certified information provided by Fidelity Management
Trust Company.

Significant Difficulties Encountered in Performing the Audit

We encountered no significant difficulties in performing the audit. We appreciate that
management was generally prepared and available throughout the audit.

Disagreements with Management

For purposes of this communication, a disagreement with management is a financial accounting,
reporting, or auditing matter, whether or not resolved to our satisfaction, that could be significant
to the financial statements or the auditor’s report. No such disagreements arose during the audit.

Management Consultations with Other Independent Accountants

In some cases, management may decide to consult with other accountants about auditing and
accounting matters, similar to obtaining a “second opinion”. If a consultation involves
application of an accounting principle to the financial statements or a determination of the type
of auditors’ opinion that may be expressed on those statements, professional standards require
the consulting accountant to check with us to determine that the consultant has all the relevant
facts. To our knowledge management has not consulted with other accountants regarding
accounting issues related to the financial statements.

Other Audit Findings or Issues

We generally discuss a variety of matters with management prior to retention as auditors,
including the application of accounting principles and auditing standards. However, these
discussions occurred in the normal course of our professional relationship and our responses
were not a condition to our retention.

Management Representations

We requested certain representations from management that are included in the attached
management representation letter.

Form 5500 Procedures

We are required to obtain and read a substantially complete draft of Form 5500 prior to dating
our auditor’s report. The purpose of this procedure is to identify any material inconsistencies
between the draft Form 5500 and the Plan’s financial statements. We identified no material
inconsistencies in performing and completing our audit.



Inquiries of Governance

Events or transactions that occur after the statement of financial position date but before the
financial statements are available to be issued are subsequent events. Subsequent events that
provide additional evidence about conditions that existed at that date are generally recognized in
the financial statements. Subsequent events that provide evidence about conditions that did not
exist at that date but arose after that date should be considered for disclosure in the financial
statements.

Effective January 1, 2025, the Plan was amended to increase the safe harbor employer matching
contribution from 100% of the first 3% of employee contributions and 50% of contributions in
excess of 3%, but less than 5% to 100% of participant deferrals up to 6% of eligible
compensation. No other subsequent events have been identified by management. Management
has not identified material related party transactions other than as disclosed in the financial
statements, significant unusual transactions, fraud (actual or alleged) or litigation or claims that
could result in litigation against the Plan. Additionally, management is not aware of conditions
or events that, when considered together, raise substantial doubt about the Plan’s ability to
continue as a going concern within a one-year period after the date the financial statements are
available to be issued.
