In preparing the financial statements, management is required to evaluate whether there are 
conditions or events, considered in the aggregate, that raise substantial doubt about the Plan's 
ability to continue as a going concern within one year after the date that the financial statements 
are available to be issued. 

Management is responsible for maintaining a current plan instrument, including all plan 
amendments. Management is also responsible for administering the Plan and determining that the 
Plan's transactions that are presented and disclosed in the financial statements are in conformity 
with the Plan's provisions, including maintaining sufficient records with respect to each of the 
participants, to determine the benefits due or which may become due to such participants. 
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Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements 

Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as a 
whole are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an 
auditor's report that includes our opinion. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance but 
is not absolute assurance and therefore is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance 
with GAAS will always detect a material misstatement when it exists. The risk of not detecting a 
material misstatement resulting from fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud 
may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, misrepresentations, or the override of 
internal control. Misstatements are considered material if, there is a substantial likelihood that, 
individually or in the aggregate, they would influence the judgment made by a reasonable user 
based on the financial statements. 

In performing an audit in accordance with GAAS, we: 

• Exercise professional judgment and maintain professional skepticism throughout the
audit.

• Identify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements,
whether due to fraud or error, and design and perform audit procedures responsive to
those risks. Such procedures include examining, on a test basis, evidence regarding the
amounts and disclosures in the financial statements.

• Obtain an understanding of internal control relevant to the audit in order to design audit
procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of
expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Plan's internal control. Accordingly, no
such opinion is expressed.

• Evaluate the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness of
significant accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluate the overall
presentation of the financial statements.

• Conclude whether, in our judgment, there are conditions or events, considered in the
aggregate, that raise substantial doubt about the Plan's ability to continue as a going
concern for a reasonable period of time.

We are required to communicate with those charged with governance regarding, among other 
matters, the planned scope and timing of the audit, significant audit findings, and certain internal 
control-related matters that we identified during the audit. 
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Supplemental Schedule Required by ERISA 

Our audits were conducted for the purpose of forming an opinion on the financial statements as 
a whole. The supplemental schedule of Schedule H, Line 4i – Schedule of Assets (Held at End of 
Year) as of December 31, 2024 is presented for purposes of additional analysis and is not a 
required part of the financial statements but is supplementary information required by the 
Department of Labor's Rules and Regulations for Reporting and Disclosure under ERISA. Such 
information is the responsibility of management and was derived from and relates directly to the 
underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the financial statements. The 
information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audits of the financial 
statements and certain additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling such 
information directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the financial 
statements or to the financial statements themselves, and other additional procedures in 
accordance with GAAS. 

In forming our opinion on the supplemental schedule, we evaluated whether the supplemental 
schedule, including its form and content, is presented in conformity with the Department of 
Labor's Rules and Regulations for Reporting and Disclosure under ERISA. 

In our opinion, the information in the accompanying supplemental schedule is fairly stated, in all 
material respects, in relation to the financial statements as a whole, and the form and content is 
presented in conformity with the Department of Labor's Rules and Regulations for Reporting and 
Disclosure under ERISA.

Notes to Financial Statements 
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1. Description of the Plan 
 
The following description of the Sodexo, Inc. Health Care Spending Account Plan (the Plan) provides 
only general information. Participants should refer to the Summary Plan Description for a complete 
description of the Plan’s provisions. The Plan is subject to the requirements of the Employee 
Retirement Income Security Act of 1974, as amended (ERISA). 
 
General 
 
The Plan, which was established on March 27, 1998, provides participating employees of Sodexo, 
Inc. (Sodexo, the Plan sponsor or the Company) the ability to contribute pretax dollars to a separate 
employee account to be used to reimburse out-of-pocket or non-reimbursable medical, vision, 
dental and other eligible expenses incurred by the employee or their eligible dependents.  
 
To be eligible for the Plan, a participant must be one of the following: 
 

• A non-temporary, active exempt employee; or 
• A non-temporary, full-time hourly employee working an average of at least 30 hours per 

week over a 52-week measurement period. Hours will be measured each year to determine 
whether a participant has maintained an average of at least 30 hours per week and remain 
eligible for the Plan the following Plan year. 

 
The Plan is administered by the Company’s Benefit Operations Department (the Plan Administrator). 
 
Contributions 
 
The Plan is funded by participant contributions. Participant contributions are withheld through 
payroll deductions in amounts determined by the participant during the annual enrollment period, 
subject to a minimum of $4.35 per week and a maximum of $66.30 per week depending on the 
participant’s tax filing status.   
 
Participant contributions withheld from each paycheck are placed into the participant’s account in 
the Plan. Claims incurred by the participant (or eligible dependent) for reimbursable out-of-pocket 
or non-reimbursable amounts from the medical, vision and dental plans, and other eligible expenses 
during the Plan year must be reported by March 31 of the following year for reimbursement. Any 
remaining contributions in the participant’s account are forfeited. 
 
Forfeitures 
 
Forfeitures represent amounts contributed but not used by March 31st of the following year. The 
forfeiture account may be used to offset Plan expenses; otherwise, the Plan sponsor may have to 
make contributions to fund certain deficits. The forfeitures balance as of December 31, 2024 
and 2023 was $268,011 and $313,372, respectively. Forfeited amounts of $168,522 were used in 
2024 by the Company to offset Plan expenses. 
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Administrative Expenses 
 
Administrative expenses, including claims processing fees and audit fees are paid from Plan assets. 
Processing of claims for reimbursement of medical, vision, dental and other eligible expenses is 
performed by Alight Solution, LLC (Alight). Alight received a fee for this service, based on the 
number of participating employees in the Plan, which is paid from Plan assets. 
 
2. Significant Accounting Policies 
 
Basis of Accounting 
 
The Plan’s financial statements are prepared on the accrual basis of accounting in accordance with 
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America (GAAP). 
 
Use of Estimates 
 
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with GAAP requires management to make 
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets, liabilities, and changes 
therein and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities; and the benefit obligations at the date of 
the financial statements, and changes therein. Actual results could differ from those estimates. 
 
Payment of Benefits 
 
Claim payments are recorded when paid by the third-party claims processor. Amounts due to the 
claims processor that have not been reimbursed by the Plan are recorded as accrued expenses in 
the accompanying statements of net assets available for benefits.  
 
Benefit Obligations  
 
Claims incurred but not reported represent actual current year claims incurred prior to year-end 
and reported from January 1 through April 31 of the subsequent year. Claims payable represents 
claims processed but not paid as of year-end. 
 
Concentration of Credit Risk 
 
The Plan maintains deposits with high quality institutions in amounts that are in excess of Federal 
Deposit Insurance Corporation limits up to $250,000. The uninsured balances were $2,285,845 and 
$2,270,860 at December 31, 2024 and 2023, respectively. The Plan has not experienced any losses 
in such accounts and does not believe it is exposed to any significant credit risk on cash. 
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3. Benefit Obligations and Related Changes

4. Plan Termination

Although it has not expressed any intention to do so, the Company has the right under the Plan to 
modify the benefits provided under the Plan and to terminate the Plan subject to the provisions set 
forth in ERISA. If the Company terminated the Plan, any assets in the Plan, including funds that 
participants have contributed, will be used to pay outstanding benefit claims as directed by the 
Company.  

5. Income Tax Status

The Plan assets are segregated from the employer’s general assets and the Plan is currently designed 
and operating in accordance with the provisions of Internal Revenue Code (the Code) Section 125 
for Cafeteria Plans. The Plan Administrator believes the Plan is operating in conformity with the 
Code and ERISA. 

GAAP requires Plan management to evaluate tax positions taken by the Plan and recognize a tax 
liability if the Plan has taken an uncertain position that more likely than not would not be sustained 
upon examination by the Internal Revenue Service. The Plan is subject to routine audits by taxing 
jurisdictions; however, there are currently no audits for any tax periods in progress. 
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6. Party-in-Interest and Related Party Transactions

Sodexo is the sponsor of the Plan and, as such, executes the normal duties associated therewith. 
Costs incurred for legal and other administrative functions are paid by the Sponsor on behalf of the 
Plan and are excluded from these financial statements. There were no financial transactions 
between the Plan sponsor and the Plan during the year ended December 31, 2024. The Plan’s assets 
are held at BMO Bank, N.A.; as such, BMO Bank, N.A., as custodian, is a party-in-interest that has 
engaged in permissible transactions with the Plan. Fees paid by the Plan to the third-party 
administrators and audit fees amounted to $168,522 for the year ended December 31, 2024. The 
Plan Sponsor pays any other fees related to the Plan’s operations.  

7. Reconciliation of the Financial Statements to the Form 5500

Claims incurred but not reported are reflected as benefit obligations for financial statement 
purposes but are presented as liabilities on the Form 5500.
