NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
DECEMBER 31, 2024 AND 2023

1. DESCRIPTION OF PLAN

The following description of the St. Ann's Community 403(b) Retirement Plan (the Plan) provides
only general information. Participants should refer to the Plan document for a more complete
description of the Plan’s provisions.

General

The Plan is a defined contribution retirement plan covering all employees of St. Ann's Home for
the Aged and its participating affiliates (the Company). The Company, as Plan Sponsor, is
responsible for the control and administration of the Plan. USI Consulting Group (USI) serves
as the recordkeeper for the Plan and Newport Trust Company, LLC. (Newport) serves as the
custodian of the Plan assets. The Plan was established effective January 1, 2013, and is subject
to the provisions of the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (ERISA).

Eligibility

Eligible employees may make contributions on his or her behalf into the Plan immediately upon
becoming employed by the Company up to the maximum allowed by the Internal Revenue Code
(IRC). An employee shall be eligible for elective deferrals and matching contributions immediately
upon becoming employed by the Company. A participant shall be eligible for any additional
discretionary employer contributions upon completing one year of eligibility service.

Contributions

The Plan has an automatic contribution program, whereby the Company automatically enrolls
all newly eligible employees into the Plan unless they affirmatively elect not to participate. All
participants are automatically enrolled in the Plan at 3% of their compensation. The Company
may make a matching contribution equal to 50 cents for every dollar contributed up to a
maximum matching contribution of 4% of eligible compensation. In addition, the Company may
make a discretionary contribution to eligible employees who have completed one year of service
and are employed by the Company on the last day of the plan year. The discretionary
contribution was equal to 1.5% and 3% of eligible compensation for the years ended December
31, 2024 and 2023, respectively. The Plan will accept direct rollovers of eligible distributions
from other qualified plans. Participants may direct the investment of their contributions into
various investment options offered by the Plan.

Participant Accounts

Each participant's account is credited with the participant's contribution and allocations of the
Company's contributions and Plan earnings (losses) and charged with withdrawals and an
allocation of administrative expenses, if any. Allocations are based on participant earnings or
account balances, as defined. The benefit to which a participant is entitled is the benefit that
can be provided from the participant's vested account.



DESCRIPTION OF PLAN (Continued)

Vesting

Participants are immediately vested in their contributions to the Plan. Participants become 100%
vested in their matching and employer discretionary contributions after completing three years
of vesting service, reaching their normal retirement age while still employed by the Company, or
experiencing a severance from employment on account of death or disability.

Benefits

A distribution of benefits can only be made upon a participant's death, incurring a financial
hardship, disability, attaining normal retirement, attaining age 65 as an active employee, or
severance from employment. Hardship withdrawals are only allowed from certain assets,
including the participant’s elective deferrals, excluding investment earnings thereon, and rollover
contribution accounts. Distributions are paid in the form of a lump sum payment.

Forfeitures

Forfeitures of nonvested accounts may be used to pay administrative expenses of the Plan or
offset employer contributions. The balance in the nonvested forfeiture account as of December
31, 2024 and 2023 was $28,303 and $79,584, respectively. No forfeitures were used to pay
administrative expenses in 2024 and 2023. Forfeitures reduced the Company’s contributions by
$99,900 and $216,159 in 2024 and 2023, respectively.

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of Accounting
The financial statements are prepared in accordance with accounting principles generally
accepted in the United States of America (GAAP).

Investment Valuation and Income Recognition

Investments are reported at fair value. Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an
asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the
measurement date.

Purchases and sales of securities are recorded on a trade-date basis. Interestincome is recorded
on the accrual basis. Dividends are recorded on the ex-dividend date. Net appreciation in the fair
value of investments includes the Plan’s gains and losses on investments purchased and sold as
well as held during the year.



SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (Continued)

Fair Value Measurement - Definition and Hierarchy

GAAP establishes a framework for measuring fair value. That framework provides a fair value
hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure fair market value. The
hierarchy gives the highest priority to unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for identical
assets and liabilities (level 1 measurements) and the lowest priority to unobservable inputs (level
3 measurements). The three levels of the fair value hierarchy under ASC Section 820 are
described below:

e Level 1-Valuations based on quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities
that the Plan has the ability to access. Valuation adjustments are not applied to Level 1
instruments. Since valuations are based on quoted prices that are readily and regularly
available in an active market, valuation of these products does not entail a significant degree
of judgment.

e Level 2 - Valuations based on quoted prices in markets that are not active or for which all
significant inputs are observable, directly or indirectly.

e Level 3 - Valuations based on inputs that are unobservable and significant to the overall fair
value measurement.

The asset’s or liability’s fair value measurement level within the fair value hierarchy is based on
the lowest level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. Valuation
techniques used need to maximize the use of observable inputs and minimize the use of
unobservable inputs.

The following is a description of the valuation methodologies used for assets measured at fair
value.

Mutual funds - Mutual funds are valued at the daily closing price as reported by the fund.
Mutual funds held by the Plan are open-end mutual funds that are registered with the
Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC). These funds are required to publish their
daily net asset value (NAV) and to transact at that price. The NAV is based on the fair value
of the underlying investments held by the fund less its liabilities. The mutual funds held by
the Plan are deemed to be actively traded.

The methods described above may produce a fair value calculation that may not be indicative
of net realizable value or reflective of future fair values. Furthermore, while the Plan believes its
valuation methods are appropriate and consistent with other market participants, the use of
different methodologies or assumptions to determine the fair value of certain financial
instruments could result in a different fair value measurement at the reporting date.

There were no changes in Valuation techniques used during 2024 and 2023.

Risks and Uncertainties

The Plan invests in various investment securities. Investment securities are exposed to various
risks, such as interest rate, market and credit risks. Because of the level of risk associated with
certain investment securities, it is at least reasonably possible that changes in the values of
investment securities will occur in the near term and that such changes could materially affect
participants’ account balances and the amounts reported in the statements of net assets
available for benefits.

Payments of Benefits
Benefit payments are recorded when paid.

Administrative Expenses
Expenses of the Plan can be paid by the Plan or the Company.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles requires the Plan administrator to make estimates and assumptions that affect the
amounts reported in the financial statements and accompanying notes. Actual results could
differ from those estimates.

5. PARTY-IN-INTEREST TRANSACTIONS

USI is the recordkeeper of the plan. Newport is the custodian of the Plan’s. As such, transactions
between USI, Newport, and the Plan qualify as party-in-interest transactions.



TAX STATUS
The Plan is exempt from federal taxes under Section 403(b) of the Internal Revenue Code.

The Company has adopted a pre-approved plan document that has received an opinion letter
from the IRS dated March 31, 2017, stating that the form of the pre-approved plan document
was in compliance with the applicable requirements of the IRC. The Plan administrator believes
that the Plan is designed, and is currently being operated, in compliance with the applicable
requirements of the IRC and, therefore, believes that the Plan is qualified, and the related trust
is tax-exempt.

PLAN TERMINATION

Although it has not expressed any intent to do so, the Company has the right under the Plan to
discontinue its contributions at any time and to terminate the Plan subject to the provisions of
ERISA. In the event of Plan termination, participants will become 100% vested in their accounts.
RECONCILIATION TO FORM 5500

Certain items have been classified differently between the financial statements and Form 5500.
Net assets available for benefits and changes in net assets available for benefits per the financial
statements agree to Form 5500 in total as of and for the years ended December 31, 2024 and
2023.

SUBSEQUENT EVENTS

The plan document was restated effective January 1, 2025, and notes receivable from
participants became available to participants.

Subsequent events have been evaluated through October 13, 2025, which is the date the
financial statements were available to be issued.
