(1) Plan Description and Basis of Presentation  

The following brief description of the Top Notch Employee Stock Ownership Plan (the Plan) provides 
only general information.  Participants should refer to the plan document for a more complete 
description of the Plan's provisions. 

General 

Top Notch Distributors, Inc. (the Company) established the Plan effective as of January 1, 2006.  The 
Plan was designed to comply with Section 4975(e)(7) and the regulations thereunder of the Internal 
Revenue Code (IRC) of 1986 and is subject to the applicable provisions of the Employee Retirement 
Income Security Act of 1974 (ERISA).  The Plan is administered by an Administrative Committee 
appointed by the Company's Board of Directors.  The trust department of an independent third-party 
bank is the Plan's Trustee.   

The Plan initially purchased Company common shares from a majority stockholder using the proceeds 
of a loan from the Company, which has been fully repaid.  The borrowing was repaid by fully deductible 
Company contributions to the trust fund.  Earnings distributions utilized to retire the debt also resulted 
in share allocations.  In subsequent years, the Company contributed additional shares of its common 
stock to the Plan, which holds the stock in a trust established under the Plan. 

Eligibility 

The Plan covers all employees of the Company and its subsidiary Advant Solutions, LLC, who meet age 
and service requirements. Employees commence participation in the Plan upon completion of 1,000 
hours of service and attainment of age 21.  Participants who do not have at least 1,000 hours of service 
during such Plan year or are not employed on the last working day of a Plan year are generally not 
eligible for an allocation of Company contributions for such year.  

All shares of the Company stock owned by the ESOP are allocated to participants. There are no 
unallocated shares in the Plan.  

Contributions 

The Company may make discretionary contributions of its common stock or cash to the Plan.  
Employee contributions are not permitted. 

Payment of Benefits 

Distributions from the Plan will be made when a participant retires, dies (in which case, payment shall 
be made to his or her beneficiary or, if none, his or her legal representatives), becomes disabled or 
otherwise terminates employment with the Company. Distributions are made in cash or at the 
discretion of the Plan Administrator, in Company stock which must immediately be sold to the 
Company under the terms of a put option.

Payment of Benefits, Continued  

Under the provisions of the Plan, the Company is obligated to repurchase participant shares which 
have been distributed under the terms of the Plan as long as the shares are not publicly traded or if 
the shares are subject to trading limitations.  

Participants who terminate employment with the Company with vested balances of $12,500 or less 
will receive such benefits in a lump sum by the end of the plan year following the plan year in which 
termination occurs with the participant's consent.  No consent is required if the balance is $1,000 or 
less.  On January 1, 2024, the Company amended the Plan's distribution policy to increase the 
threshold for which participant consent is required for termination distributions to over $7,000.  
Distributions for greater than $12,500 are generally made in five annual installments.  

From August 1, 2024 through September 30, 2024, the Company offered all ESOP participants a one-
time distribution election (the Special Distribution).  This Special Distribution was offered to all 
participants on a non-discriminatory basis and granted participants the option to receive a one-time 
distribution of up to 50% of their vested account balances as of the end of the 2023 plan year.  

Administrative Expenses 

As provided in the Plan agreement, administrative expenses may be paid either by the Plan or by 
the Company.  The Plan has historically paid the operating expenses for the Plan. 

Voting Rights 

Each participant is entitled to direct the Trustee as to how to vote the shares of the Company stock 
allocated to his or her account with respect to any proposed merger or consolidation, recapitalization, 
reclassification, liquidation, dissolution, sale of substantially all the assets of a trade or business, or any 
similar transactions that are specified in regulations interpreting Section 409(e)(3) of the Code.  The 
Trustee shall vote that shares of the Company stock which are not allocated to any participant's 
account and the shares of allocated Company stock with respect to which no direction is received from 
the participants.

Participant Accounts 

The Plan is a defined contribution plan under which a separate individual account is established for 
each participant.  Each participant's account is credited as of the last day of each plan year with an 
allocation of shares of the Company's contribution for that year, shares released from the suspense 
account and forfeitures arising during that year.  Only those participants who were employed by the 
Company as of the last day of the Plan year will receive an allocation.  Allocations are based on a 
participant's eligible compensation, relative to total eligible compensation.  Plan earnings or losses are 
allocated to each participant's account based on the ratio of the participant's beginning of the year 
account balance to all participants' account balances.  Generally, the value of the S corporation 
distributions on allocated shares of the Company stock is allocated proportionally to participant 
accounts.  

Vesting 

Vesting is based on years of service. A participant is one hundred percent vested after six years of 
credited service. Participants become one hundred percent vested if he or she reaches early or 
normal retirement age or dies or becomes disabled while employed.  

Put Option 

Under federal income tax regulations, the employer stock that is held by the Plan and its participants 
and is not readily tradable on an established market, or is subject to trading limitations, included a put 
option.  The put option is a right to demand that the Company buy any shares of its stock distributed 
to participants for which there is no market.  The put price is representative of the current appraised 
value of the stock.  The Company can pay for the purchase with interest over a period of five years.  
The purpose of the put option is to ensure that the participant has the ability to ultimately obtain cash.  

Diversification 

Diversification is offered to participants close to retirement so that they can have the opportunity to 
move part of the value investing in Company common stock into investments that are more diversified.  
Participants who are at least age 55 with at least 10 years of participation in the Plan may elect to 
diversify a portion of their account.  

Diversification is offered to each eligible participant over a 6-year period. In each of the first 5 years, a 
participant may diversify up to 25% of the participants' cumulative Company stock account shares, less 
any shares previously diversified. In the sixth year, the percentage changes to 50%.  Diversification 
elections shall only be permitted if the fair market value of the participant's Company stock account 
exceeds $500.  The election to diversify is made subsequent to year end based upon the shares of 
employer stock in the participant's account at year end.

Forfeitures 

Plan forfeitures are allocated to each participant's account based upon the relation of the participant's 
eligible compensation to total eligible compensation for the Plan year. Forfeitures allocated to 
participants during December 31, 2024 totaled $25,595.  Forfeited non-vested accounts to be 
allocated to participant accounts in future years as of December 31, 2024 and 2023, were $22,980 and 
$36,204, respectively.  

(2) Summary of Significant Accounting Policies 

Basis of Accounting 

The financial statements of the Plan are prepared on the accrual basis of accounting. 

Use of Estimates 

The preparation of financial statements in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles 
in the United States of America (U.S. GAAP) requires management to make estimates and assumptions 
that affect the reported amounts of assets, liabilities, and changes therein, and disclosure of 
contingent assets and liabilities.  Actual results could differ from those estimates. 

Investment Valuation and Income Recognition 

The common stock of the Company is stated at estimated fair value.  Estimated fair values are 
determined by an annual independent appraisal.  Fair value is the price that would be received to sell 
an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the 
measurement date.  See Note 4 for fair value measurements. 

Interest income is recorded on the accrual basis.  Dividends are recorded on the ex-dividend date.  S 
corporation distributions relative to employer Company stock are recorded when received.  Realized 
gains and losses from security transactions are reported on the average cost method.  Net appreciation 
includes the Plan's gains and losses of investments bought and sold as well as held during the year.  

Payment of Benefits 

Benefits are recorded when paid. 

Subsequent Events 

The Plan has evaluated subsequent events through October 13, 2025, the date the financial 
statements were available to be issued.

(4) Fair Value Measurements 

Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) Accounting Standards Codification (ASC) 820, Fair 
Value Measurements and Disclosures, provides the framework for measuring fair value.  That 
framework provides a fair value hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to 
measure fair value.  The hierarchy gives the highest priority to unadjusted quoted prices in active 
markets for identical assets or liabilities (level 1 measurements) and the lowest priority to 
unobservable inputs (level 3 measurements).  The three levels of the fair value hierarchy under FASB 
ASC 820 are described as follows: 

Level 1: Inputs to the valuation methodology are unadjusted quoted prices for identical 
assets or liabilities in active markets that the Plan has the ability to access. 

Level 2: Inputs to the valuation methodology include  

 quoted prices for similar assets or liabilities in active markets; 

 quoted prices for identical or similar assets or liabilities inactive markets 
inputs other than quoted prices that are observable for the asset or liability; 
and 

 inputs that are derived principally from or corroborated by observable 
market data by correlation or other means.   

If the asset or liability has a specified (contractual) term, the level 2 input must 
be observable for substantially the full term of the asset or liability.  

Level 3: Inputs to the valuation methodology are unobservable and significant to the fair 
value measurement. 

The asset's or liability's fair value measurement level within the fair value hierarchy is based on the 
lowest level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement.  Valuation techniques 
used need to maximize the use of observable inputs and minimize the use of unobservable inputs.

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(4) Fair Value Measurements, Continued 

Following is a description of the valuation methodologies used for assets measured at fair value.  
There have been no changes in the methodologies used at December 31, 2024 and 2023. 

Top Notch Distributors, Inc. common stock:  The Company's common stock is not actively traded and 
significant other observable inputs are not available. The fair value of the common stock is 
determined by an independent valuation firm using accepted valuation methods. The inputs used in 
the valuation of the Company included historical operating results and projected financial data, the 
economic outlook and industry review. Plan management has concluded that a market participant 
would also recognize a discount for lack of marketability. Plan management, plan trustees, and the 
Company's Board of Directors review and approve the appraisal before it is finalized.  As of 
December 31, 2024 and 2023, the stock was valued at $67.73 per share and $55.58 per share, 
respectively, and is categorized as level 3.  

The preceding methods described may produce a fair value calculation that may not be indicative of 
net realizable value or reflective of future fair values.  Furthermore, although the Plan believes its 
valuation methods are appropriate and consistent with other market participants, the use of 
different methodologies or assumptions to determine the fair value of certain financial instruments 
could result in a different fair value measurement at the reporting date.

There were no significant transfers among investment levels during the years ended December 31, 
2024 and 2023. 

Changes in Fair Value of Level 3 Investments 

During 2024, there were purchases of $522,452 and sales of $3,500,000 investments included in 
Level 3 of the fair value hierarchy.  The realized and unrealized gain on the Company's common stock 
is included in the net appreciation in fair value of investments on the statement of changes in net 
assets available for benefits.  
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(5) Employer Contributions  

Each calendar year, the Company makes S Corporation distributions to the Plan the smaller of an 
amount determined by the Board of Directors of the Company or the maximum amount allowable 
as a deduction under the Internal Revenue Code.  

Employer contributions for the year ended December 31, 2024 consists of contributions of 8,000 
shares of common stock from the Company with a fair value of $541,840 and $2,333 of cash 
contributions.  

(6) Stock Redemption 

During 2024, the Company entered into a Stock Purchase agreement with the Plan and redeemed 
62,972 shares of common stock for $3,500,000 ($55.58 per share). The stock redemption was used 
to fund the current and former participants or beneficiaries who elected the Special Distribution. 

(7) Administration of Plan Assets  

The Plan's assets, which consist principally of the Sponsor Company common shares, are held and 
administered by the trustee of the Plan.   

Company contributions are held and managed by the Trustee, which invests cash received, interest, 
and dividend income and makes distributions to participants.   

Certain administrative functions are performed by officers or employees of the Company.  No such 
officer or employee receives compensation from the Plan.  Administrative expenses for the trustee's 
fees are paid directly by the Plan.  

(8) Related Party and Party in Interest Transactions 

The Plan invests in Company common stock.  This is a related party and party-in-interest transaction.  
The Plan has a number of service providers. Such parties are parties-in-interest under ERISA.  

The Plan pays all plan party-in-interest expenses which amounted to $69,996 for the year ended 
December 31, 2024.  
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(9) Risks and Uncertainties 

The Plan invests primarily in the Company's common stock, which is exposed to various risks such 
as interest rate, market, and credit risks, as well as valuation assumptions based on earnings, cash 
flows or other such techniques.  Due to the level of risk associated with the investment in the 
common stock and to uncertainties inherent in the estimates and assumptions, it is at least 
reasonably possible that changes in the value of Company common stock will occur in the near term 
and that such changes could materially affect the amounts reported in the statements of net assets 
available for benefits. 

(10) Plan Termination 

The Company reserves the right to terminate the Plan at any time, subject to Plan provisions. Upon 
termination of the Plan, the Administrative Committee shall direct the Trustee to pay all liabilities and 
expenses of the trust fund.  Subsequently, the interest of each participant in the trust fund will be 
distributed to such participant or his or her beneficiary at the time prescribed by the Plan terms and 
the IRC.    

(11) Tax Status 

The Plan has received a determination letter from the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) dated March 
6, 2017, stating that the Plan is qualified under the IRC and, therefore, the related trust is exempt 
from taxation. Once qualified, the Plan is required to operate in conformity with the IRC to maintain 
its qualification.  The Plan Administrator believes that the Plan is currently designed, and being 
operated, in compliance with the applicable requirements of the IRC and as such is exempt from 
federal taxes. 

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require Plan management 
to evaluate tax positions taken by the Plan and recognize a tax liability if the Plan has taken an 
uncertain position that more likely than not would not be sustained upon examination by the IRS.  
The Plan is subject to routine audits by taxing jurisdictions; however, there are currently no audits 
for any tax periods in progress.
