NOTE 1 – DESCRIPTION OF PLAN 
 
The following description of the Mid Michigan Community Action Agency, Inc. Employee Retirement Plan (the “Plan”) 
provides only general information.  Participants should refer to the Plan agreement for a more complete description of the 
Plan’s provisions. 
 
GENERAL 
        
The Plan is a defined contribution plan covering all employees (excluding union, substitute, or temporary employees) of Mid 
Michigan Community Action Agency, Inc. (the “Employer”) who are at least 18 years old and who have completed at least 
90 days of service. The Plan entry dates for deferral contributions are the first day of the month coinciding with or next 
following the attainments of the eligibility requirements. Employees must have completed one year of service, comprised of 
1,000 hours, to be eligible for Employer contributions. The Plan entry dates for the Employer contribution are the first day 
of the Plan year quarter coinciding with or next following the date requirements met. The Plan is subject to the provisions of 
the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974(ERISA) as amended.  
           
CONTRIBUTIONS  
       
Employee Contributions - Participants may contribute up to 75% of pretax annual compensation, as defined in the Plan. 
Participants who have attained age 50 before the end of the plan year are eligible to make catch-up contributions. 
Participants may also contribute amounts representing distributions from other qualified defined benefit or defined 
contributions plans (rollover). Participants direct the investment of their contributions into various investments options 
offered by the Plan. The Plan also includes an auto-enrollment provision whereby all newly eligible employees are 
automatically enrolled in the Plan unless they affirmatively elect not to participate in the Plan. Automatically enrolled 
participants have their deferral rate set at 1% of the employees’ compensation per pay period on a pre-tax basis. Participants 
have the option to make an affirmative elective deferral contribution of an amount different than the automatic deferral 
amount or to waive participation in the deferral portion of the Plan. Contributions are subject to certain Internal Revenue 
Service (IRS) limitations 
 
Employer Contributions - For 2023, the Employer elected to make a discretionary contribution equal to 8% of 
compensation for eligible participants with at least five years of vested service, and 4% for eligible participants with less 
than five years of vested service. For 2024, the Company amended the Plan to make a nonelective Employer contribution 
equal to 8% of compensation for eligible participants with at least five years of vested service, and 4% for eligible participants 
with less than five years of vested service.  
      
PARTICIPANT ACCOUNTS  
       
Each participant’s account is credited with the participant’s contributions, Employer discretionary contributions, and 
allocations of plan earnings (losses). Participant accounts are charged with an allocation of administrative expenses that 
are paid by the Plan. Allocations are based on participant earnings, account balances, or specific participant transactions, 
as defined. The benefit to which a participant is entitled is the benefit that can be provided from the participant’s vested 
account.

NOTE 1 – DESCRIPTION OF PLAN (CONTINUED) 
 
VESTING AND FORFEITURES 
 
A participant is fully and immediately vested in their salary deferral and rollover contributions, plus actual earnings/losses 
thereon. A participant is vested in the Employer’s contributions and earnings/losses thereon according to the following 
schedule, and is credited with a year of service for each plan year in which the participant completes 1,000 hours of service. 
 

Years of service        Vesting % 

Less than 2 years      0% 
2 years                  25% 
3 years                  50% 
4 years                  75% 
5 years                100% 

 
Plan forfeitures arise as a result of participants who terminate service with the Employer before becoming 100% vested in 
the Employer’s contributions. There were $1,733 and $4,478 of unallocated forfeitures as of December 31, 2024 and 2023, 
respectively. Forfeitures are used to offset expenses paid by the Plan or are reallocated to participant in proportion to eligible 
compensation. In 2024, $21,047 of forfeitures were used to pay plan expenses and $380 was reallocated to remaining 
participants. In 2023, $22,041 of forfeitures were used to pay plan expenses and $0 was reallocated to remaining 
participants. 
 
PAYMENT OF BENEFITS  
       
On termination of service due to death, disability or retirement, a participant (or the participant’s beneficiary in the event of 
death) with vested benefits in the Plan of less than $5,000 will receive a single lump-sum payment. If the vested benefit 
exceeds $5,000, a participant (or the participant’s beneficiary in the event of death) may elect to receive a lump-sum 
payment, substantially equal installment payments, or a partial portion of their account balance.  For termination of service 
for other reasons, a participant may receive the value of the vested interest in his or her account as a lump-sum distribution, 
except that a distribution is required following severance from Employment for any participant that has an account balance 
that is less than $1,000. The Plan also allows for in-service distributions upon attaining age 59 ½.  
 
RECLASSIFICATIONS  
       
Certain reclassifications have been made to the prior year financial statements to conform to the classifications used in the 
current year. Net assets available for benefits at the end of the year was unchanged due to the reclassifications.  
      
NOTE 2 – SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES    
       
BASIS OF ACCOUNTING  
      
The accompanying financial statements of the Plan are prepared under the accrual basis of accounting in accordance with 
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States (GAAP).  
    
ESTIMATES   
      
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles requires management 
to make estimates and assumptions that affect certain reported amounts and disclosures. Accordingly, actual results may 
differ from those estimates.

Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to 
transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date. Purchases and sales of 
securities are recorded on a trade-date basis. Dividends are recorded on the ex-dividend date. Net appreciation includes 
the Plan’s gains and losses on investments bought and sold as well as held during the year.  
 
ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES  
       
Certain expenses of maintaining the Plan are paid by the Plan, unless otherwise paid by the Employer. Expenses that are 
paid by the Employer are excluded from these financial statements. Plan administration expenses are allocated 
proportionately to plan participants based on their respective account balances and are included in administrative expenses.  
 
DATE OF MANAGEMENT'S REVIEW  
       
Subsequent events were evaluated through October 15, 2025, which is the date the financial statements were available to 
be issued. On July 1, 2025, the Plan Sponsor amended the Plan to allow for loans to participants and for participants to 
have the option to take hardship distributions. This amendment does not affect the financial position of the Plan as of 
December 31, 2024. Management has evaluated the impact of this amendment and concluded that no adjustments to the 
financial statements as of December 31, 2024 are necessary.  
 
NOTE 3 – INVESTMENT INFORMATION CERTIFIED BY THE PLAN TRUSTEE  
 
The Plan administrator elected the method of compliance as permitted by 29 CFR 2520.103-8 of the Department of Labor’s 
Rules and Regulations for Reporting and Disclosure under ERISA. Accordingly, as permitted under such election, the Plan 
administrator limited auditing procedures with respect to the investment information certified by the Trustee, which included 
total investments as of December 31, 2024 and 2023, the total investment income for the year ended December 31, 2024, 
and all information included in the supplemental schedule H, line 4i – schedule of assets (held at end of year). The 
information certified includes total investments of $5,409,259 and $5,303,888 at December 31, 2024 and 2023, respectively. 
 
The Plan’s independent accountants did not perform auditing procedures with respect to this information, except for 
comparing such information to the related information included in the financial statements, supplemental schedules, and 
Note 4. 
 
NOTE 4 – FAIR VALUE MEASUREMENTS  
       
The Plan's investments are reported at fair value in the accompanying statement of net assets available for benefits. The 
methods used to measure fair value may produce an amount that may not be indicative of net realizable value or reflective 
of future fair values. Furthermore, although the Plan believes its valuation methods are appropriate and consistent with 
other market participants, the use of different methodologies or assumptions to determine the fair value of certain financial 
instruments could result in a different fair value measurement at the reporting date. 
      
The fair value measurement accounting literature establishes a fair value hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation 
techniques used to measure fair value. This hierarchy consists of three broad levels: Level 1 inputs consist of unadjusted 
quoted prices in active markets for identical assets and have the highest priority. Level 2 inputs consist of observable inputs 
other than quoted prices for identical assets (Level 1). Level 3 inputs are unobservable and have the lowest priority. The 
Plan uses appropriate valuation techniques based on the available inputs to measure the fair value of its investments.  When 
available, the Plan measures fair value using Level 1 inputs because they generally provide the most reliable evidence of 
fair value. Level 2 inputs are used for investments for which Level 1 inputs were not available.  Level 3 inputs would only be 
used if Level 1 or Level 2 inputs were not available. As of December 31, 2024 and 2023, the Plan had no assets which were 
required to be measured using Level 3 inputs.

NOTE 4 – FAIR VALUE MEASUREMENTS (CONTINUED) 
 
Following is a description of the valuation methodologies used for assets measured at fair value. There have been no 
changes in methodologies used as of December 31, 2024 and 2023.  
 
Stable value collective trust fund: Investments in common collective trusts are valued using a readily determinable fair value 
based on the fair value of the underlying securities in which the account is invested. The readily determinable fair value is 
used if the fair value per share is determined and published and is the basis for current transactions. There are currently no 
redemption restrictions or unfunded commitments on these investments.  
 
Mutual funds: Valued at the daily closing price as reported by the fund. Mutual funds held by the Plan are open-end mutual 
funds that are registered with the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission. The mutual funds held by the Plan are deemed 
to be actively traded.  
 
The following tables set forth by level, within the fair value hierarchy, the Plan’s investment assets at fair value as of 
December 31, 2024 and 2023. Classification within the fair value hierarchy table is based on the lowest level of any input 
that is significant to the fair value measurement:

NOTE 5 – PARTY-IN-INTEREST TRANSACTIONS 
      
Fees incurred and paid by the Plan for recordkeeping and related expenses were $46,015 and $32,603 for the years ended 
December 31, 2024 and 2023, respectively. The Employer pays directly any other fees related to the Plan’s operations.  
 
NOTE 6 – PLAN TERMINATION  
      
Although it has not expressed any intent to do so, the Employer reserves the right under the Plan to discontinue its 
contributions at any time and to terminate the Plan subject to the provisions of ERISA. In the event of Plan termination, 
participants would become 100% vested in their Employer contributions.  
 
NOTE 7 – TAX STATUS   
     
The Internal Revenue Service has determined and informed the Company by a letter dated November 30, 2020, that the 
Plan and related trust are designed in accordance with applicable sections of the Internal Revenue Code (IRC). Although 
the Plan has been amended since receiving the determination letter, the Plan administrator and the Plan’s tax counsel 
believe that the Plan is designed and is currently being operated in compliance with applicable requirements of the IRC and, 
therefore, believe that the Plan is qualified, and the related trust is tax exempt. Therefore, no provision for income taxes has 
been included in the Plan’s financial statements. The Plan is subject to routine audits by tax authorities; however, there are 
currently no audits for any tax periods in progress. Generally, the Plan’s tax fillings remain open for three years for Federal 
income tax examination. 
 
NOTE 8 – RISKS AND UNCERTAINTIES 
        
The Plan invests in various investment securities. Investment securities are exposed to various risks such as interest rate, 
market, and credit risks. Due to the level of risk associated with certain investment securities, it is at least reasonably 
possible that changes in the values of investment securities will occur in the near term and that such changes could 
materially affect participants' account balances and the amounts reported in the statement of net assets available for 
benefits. 
 
NOTE 9 – SECURE ACT 2.0  
 
On December 23, 2022, the SECURE Act 2.0 was signed into law, introducing a wide range of changes to retirement plan 
rules. The Act includes both mandatory and optional provisions with effective dates spanning from 2023 through 2033. The 
plan already has in effect certain provisions, including offering auto enrollment, and is operating in accordance with current 
regulatory guidance. The Plan will be amended to formally incorporate applicable provisions by the deadline prescribed 
under the Act, which is December 31, 2026.
