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1. Description of Plan

The following description of the Foley & Lardner LLP Pension Plan (the Plan) provides only general
information. Participants should refer to the plan document for a more complete description of the Plan's
provisions.

General

The Plan is a non-contributory ​​​​​defined benefit plan established by Foley & Lardner LLP (the Firm) effective
February 1, 1985, as restated February 1, 2022​, covering eligible support staff and all partners, as defined in
the plan document. The Plan is subject to the provisions of the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of
1974, as amended (ERISA).

The Plan Administrative Committee is responsible for oversight of the Plan. The 
 determines the appropriateness of the Plan's investment offerings, monitors investment

performance, and reports to the Plan Administrative Committee. 

Effective January 31, 1994, the Plan was amended to freeze participation and accrued benefits under the
Plan.​​​​

Committee

Funding Policy

The Plan's funding policy is for the Firm to contribute an amount which will meet or exceed the annual ERISA
minimum funding requirement. No participant contributions are permitted. The minimum funding requirements
of ERISA were met for the years ended January 31, 2025 and 2024.

The Pension Protection Act of 2006 as amended by the Worker, Retiree and Employer Recovery Act of 2008
imposes certain benefit restrictions for qualified defined benefit plans that do not meet certain funding
thresholds. The "At-Risk" status is referred to as the Funding Target Attainment Percentage. A plan's funded
percentage is referred to as the Adjusted Funding Target Attainment Percentage (AFTAP). The 2024 AFTAP
for the Plan is 104.14%. Because the Plan's AFTAP equals or exceeds 80%, the Plan is not subject to any
benefit restrictions.​​​

Summary of Retirement Benefits for Partners

For partners, the monthly normal retirement benefit is the sum of the following percentages of compensation
for each fiscal year after January 31, 1985, and through January 31, 1994, depending on attained age at the
beginning of the fiscal year:

The maximum monthly normal retirement benefit for partners is equal to 20% of the average of the highest
three years of compensation up to $150,000, plus 15% in excess of $150,000. Compensation is the actual
distribution for the current plan year. A participant must attain age 65 to be eligible for a normal retirement
benefit. Participants have certain elections available to them regarding the form of pension payment after
retirement.
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Upon attaining age 60 and completing 10 years of continuous service since the date of hire, a partner is
eligible for an early retirement benefit. The early retirement benefit is calculated in the same manner as a
normal retirement benefit as of the date of early retirement, reduced by one-half of a percent for each month
early retirement precedes age 65.

After completing at least five years of continuous service since the date of hire, but before satisfaction of the
requirements for a normal or early retirement benefit, a partner who terminates employment is eligible for a
deferred vested retirement benefit. The amount of the benefit is determined in the same manner as a normal
retirement benefit as of the date of termination. The benefit is payable upon the partner's attaining age 65, but
may be reduced actuarially and commence after age 60.

Summary of Retirement Benefits for Staff Employees

The Plan provides benefits to participating staff employees upon normal retirement, early retirement and
termination of service, if eligible for a deferred vested benefit. Staff employees who attained age 20 1/2 and
completed six months of service, as defined in the plan document, were eligible to become participants in the
Plan.

The monthly normal retirement benefit for staff employees is the sum of (A) and (B): (A) 1% of average
monthly compensation as of February 1, 1985, times years of service as of February 1, 1985 (maximum
30 years); and (B) for each plan year of participation beginning on or after February 1, 1985, the sum of the
participant's annual pension increments determined as follows for each year: an increment equal to 1.2% of
compensation if the participant has completed less than 10 years of service or 1.6% of compensation if the
participant has completed 10 or more years of service. Service for benefit eligibility and benefit calculation is
defined as service from the participant's last date of hire until the earlier of the participant's termination of
service or January 31, 1994, excluding any periods of service during which the participant was a partner in
the Firm. A participant must attain age 65 to be eligible for a normal retirement benefit. Participants have
certain elections available to them regarding the form of pension payment after retirement.

The early retirement benefit is calculated under the same formula as a normal retirement benefit based on
pay and service to the early retirement date. The benefit is then reduced for each month the participant retires
prior to his normal retirement date. A participant must have attained age 60, with 10 years of service, in
certain instances, to be eligible for an early retirement benefit.

A participant who terminates employment before attaining eligibility for normal or early retirement is entitled to
a deferred vested pension. The amount of the pension is determined using the same formula as shown for
normal retirement. The pension is deferred until age 65. However, the participant may elect to have reduced
benefit payments commence at an earlier date.

Death and Disability Benefits

The Plan also provides surviving spouse's benefit coverage for a participant, should death occur prior to
retirement but after eligibility for deferred vested retirement. The surviving spouse's benefit is calculated to be
50% of the amount the participant would have received in the form of a 50% joint and survivor annuity, if the
participant had terminated on the day prior to death, survived to age 60 and commenced benefits. The Plan
does not provide for disability benefits.
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2. Summary of Accounting Policies

Basis of Accounting

The financial statements of the Plan are prepared on the accrual basis of accounting.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the
United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported
amounts of assets and liabilities and changes therein, disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities, and the
actuarial present value of accumulated plan benefits at the date of the financial statements, and changes
therein. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Payment of Benefits

Benefit payments to participants are recorded upon distribution.

Expenses

The Plan's expenses are paid either by the Plan or the Firm, as provided by the plan document. Expenses
that are paid directly by the Firm are excluded from these financial statements. Investment related expenses
and certain expenses incurred in connection with the general administration of the Plan that are paid by the
Plan are netted with net appreciation (depreciation) in fair value of investments in the accompanying
Statements of Changes in Net Assets Available for Benefits.

Investment Valuation and Income Recognition

Investments are reported at fair value. Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to
transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date. The 

 determines the Plan's valuation policies utilizing information provided by the
Retirement Plans Committee, investment advisors and trustee. See Note  for discussion of fair value
measurements.

Purchases and sales of securities are recorded on a trade-date basis. Interest income is recorded on the
accrual basis. Dividends are recorded on the ex-dividend date. Net appreciation in fair value of investments
includes the Plan's gains and losses on investments bought and sold as well as held during the year.

Subsequent Events

The Plan has evaluated subsequent events for recognition or disclosure through November 7, 2025, the date
the financial statements were available to be issued.

On March 3, 2025, the plan sponsor made the decision to terminate the Plan effective April 30, 2025. Upon
termination, all participants become fully vested and all assets remaining in the Plan will be distributed to the
participants subject to the applicable requirements of ERISA and in accordance with the provisions of the plan
document.
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3. Actuarial Present Value of Accumulated Plan Benefits

Accumulated plan benefits are those future periodic payments, including lump-sum distributions, that are
attributable under the Plan's provisions to the service employees have rendered. Accumulated plan benefits
include benefits expected to be paid to (a) retired or terminated employees or their beneficiaries,
(b) beneficiaries of employees who have died, and (c) present employees or their beneficiaries. Benefits
under the Plan are based on employees' compensation and age during each year of credited service. The
accumulated plan benefits for active employees will equal the accumulation, with interest, of the annual
benefit accruals as of the benefit information date. Benefits payable under all circumstances, such as
retirement, death, ​and termination of employment, are included to the extent they are attributable to employee
service rendered to the valuation date. Benefits to be provided via annuity contracts excluded from plan
assets are excluded from accumulated plan benefits.

The actuarial present value of accumulated plan benefits is determined by the Plan's independent actuary and
is that amount that results from applying actuarial assumptions to adjust the accumulated plan benefits to
reflect the time value of money (through discounts for interest) and the probability of payment (by means of
decrements such as for death, withdrawal or retirement) between the valuation date and the expected date of
payment.

The foregoing actuarial assumptions were based on the presumption that the Plan would continue. As
discussed in Note 2, on March 3, 2025, the plan sponsor made the decision to terminate the Plan and
anticipates that the Plan will be fully liquidated by January 31, 2026. When a Plan terminates, different
actuarial assumptions and other factors might be applicable in determining the actuarial present value of
accumulated plan benefits. The impact on the actuarial present value of accumulated plan benefits, taking
into consideration the impact of the termination decision, have not been determined at this time.

The assumed rate of interest used to value the present value of accumulated plan benefits changed from
5.15% to 5.30%, resulting in a decrease of $618,835 in the actuarial present value of accumulated benefits for
the year ended January 31, 2024.

4. Fair Value Measurements

The framework for measuring fair value provides a fair value hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation
techniques used to measure fair value. The hierarchy gives the highest priority to unadjusted quoted prices in
active markets for identical assets or liabilities (Level 1) and the lowest priority to unobservable inputs
(Level 3). The three levels of the fair value hierarchy under authoritative guidance are described as follows:

Level 1 - Inputs to the valuation methodology are unadjusted quoted prices for identical assets or
liabilities in active markets that the Plan has the ability to access.

Level 2 - Inputs other than quoted prices included within Level 1 that are observable for the asset or
liability, either directly or indirectly, such as:

quoted prices for similar assets or liabilities in active markets;

quoted prices for identical or similar assets or liabilities in inactive markets;

inputs other than quoted prices that are observable for the asset or liability;

inputs that are derived principally from or corroborated by observable market data by correlation
or other means.

If the asset or liability has a specified (contractual) term, the Level 2 input must be observable for
substantially the full term of the asset or liability.

Level 3 - Inputs to the valuation methodology are unobservable and significant to the fair value
measurement.
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The asset's or liability's fair value measurement level within the fair value hierarchy is based on the lowest
level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurement. Valuation techniques maximize the use of
relevant observables and minimize the use of unobservable inputs.

Following is a description of the valuation methodologies used for assets measured at fair value. There have
been no changes in the methodologies used at January 31, 2025 and 2024.

Pooled separate accounts are valued based upon the unit values of such pooled accounts held by the
Plan at year end. Unit values are based on the fair value of the underlying assets of the fund derived
from inputs principally from or corroborated by observable market data by correlation or other means,
although are not based upon quoted market prices in an active market. The underlying investments of
the pooled separate accounts consist of mutual funds, each of which follows a separate investment
strategy. Due to the nature of these pooled accounts, there are no unfunded commitments or
redemption restrictions.

5. Information Certified by Trustee

The plan administrator has elected the method of compliance permitted by 29 CFR 2520.103-8 of the
Department of Labor's Rules and Regulations for Reporting and Disclosure under ERISA for 2025 and 2024.
Accordingly, Principal Trust Company, the Trustee of the Plan, has certified to the completeness and accuracy
of all investments reported in the accompanying Statements of Net Assets Available for Benefits as of January
31, 2025 and 2024, and the supplemental Schedule H, Line 4(i) - Schedule of Assets (Held at End of Year) as
of January 31, 2025, and the ​​​​related investment activity reported in the Statements​​​​​​ of Changes in Net Assets
Available for Benefits​ for the years​​​ ended January 31, 2025 and 2024​​​ and the information reported in the
supplemental Schedule H, Line 4(j) - Schedule of Reportable Transactions for the year ended January 31,
2025. Such information was obtained by management and agreed to or derived from information certified as
complete and accurate by a qualified institution.​​​
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6. Related-Party and Party in Interest Transactions

The Plan's investments are administered under a contract with Principal Trust Company, the trustee of the
Plan. Contributions are held and managed by the trustee, who invests the cash received, investment income,
and makes distributions to participants. These transactions qualify as party in interest transactions which are
exempt from the prohibited transactions rules of ERISA.

As described in Note 2, the Plan paid certain expenses related to plan operations and investment activity to
various service providers. Additionally, certain administrative functions of the Plan are performed by officers or
employees of the Firm. No such officer or employee receives compensation from the Plan.

7. Tax Status

The Internal Revenue Service (IRS) has determined and informed the Firm by a letter dated January 31,
2018, that the Plan and related trust are designed in accordance with applicable sections of the Internal
Revenue Code (IRC). The Plan has been amended since receiving the determination letter; however, the plan
administrator believes that the Plan is designed and is currently being operated in compliance with the
applicable requirements of the IRC.

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require management to evaluate tax
positions taken by the Plan and recognize a tax liability if the Plan has taken an uncertain position that more
likely than not would not be sustained upon examination by the IRS. The Plan is subject to routine audits by
taxing jurisdictions; however, there are currently no audits for any tax periods in progress.

8. Risks and Uncertainties

Plan contributions are made and the actuarial present value of accumulated plan benefits are reported based
on certain assumptions pertaining to interest rates, inflation rates and employee demographics, all of which
are subject to change. Due to uncertainties inherent in the estimations and assumptions process, it is at least
reasonably possible that changes in these estimates and assumptions in the near term would be material to
the financial statements.

In addition, the Plan invests in various investment securities. Investment securities are exposed to various
risks such as interest rate, market and credit risks. Due to the level of risk associated with certain investment
securities, it is at least reasonably possible that changes in the values of investment securities will occur in
the near term and that such changes could materially affect the amounts reported in the Statements of Net
Assets Available for Benefits.

As of January 31, 2025 and 2024, the Plan had investments of approximately $39,506,000 and $35,743,000,
respectively, that were concentrated in two funds.

The optional form conversion basis is 8.0% interest and the 1971 Group 
Annuity Mortality table with the male rates as applied to participants and with 
female rates as applied to beneficiaries for payments other than lump sums.   

Lump sum provisions

The optional form conversion basis is PBGC interest as of the month of 
termination and the 1971 Group Annuity Mortality table setback 5 years for 
participants but no setback for beneficiaries for payments other than lump 
sums.

Early retirement benefit 

Age Attained age 60. 

Service Completed 5 years of service. 

Form Same as normal retirement benefit. 

Amount Accrued benefit on early retirement date reduced by 6 2/3% for each year that 
the early retirement date precedes normal retirement date. 

  

Late retirement benefit 

Age No maximum age. 

Form Same as normal retirement benefit. 

Amount Participants who continue to work past normal retirement date are required to 
receive notification that retirement benefits are suspended and the benefit 
payable is the accrued benefit on late retirement date.

Amount If death occurs, the amount paid to the surviving spouse is equal to the 
amount that would have been paid had the participant terminated 
employment on the date of death and survived to his/her earliest retirement 
age, retired with a qualified joint and 50% survivor annuity in effect, then died 
the next day.

The optional form conversion basis is 7% preretirement and 6.25% 
postretirement interest and the UP-1984 Unisex Mortality table setback 3 
years for males and females for payments other than lump sums.   

Lump sum provisions 

Small amount force out (SAFO) – allowed up to $5,000.  

Lump sums in excess of SAFO - aren’t allowed at termination of employment 
and retirement.  

Conversion – greater of the deferred or immediate rate with early retirement 
factor based on the applicable interest rate and applicable mortality table as 
set forth in Code Section 417. The applicable interest rate uses the second 
calendar month preceding the first day of the stability period which is the plan 
year.
