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Actuarial Cost Method – Unit Credit 
The valuation of retirement benefits is determined under the “Unit Credit Actuarial Cost Method”, as prescribed by 
the Pension Protection Act of 2006 (PPA).  In this method, the regular plan cost arises from two sources: a Target 
Normal Cost and an Amortization Payment for the Funding Target Shortfall. 

The Funding Target is determined as the actuarial present value of benefits as of the valuation date.  The 
Shortfall is equal to the Funding Target less the Actuarial Value of Assets (with adjustments for credit balances).  
The amortization payment for a plan year is the aggregate total of the Shortfall Amortization payments, which are 
based on the sum of the amounts necessary to amortize the additional Shortfall if each year in level annual 
installments over a 15-year period beginning with such year. 

The Target Normal Cost is the actuarial present value of benefits expected to accrue during the valuation year 
plus anticipated administrative expenses, if any. 

Actuarial Value of Assets 
Elected by the plan sponsor to be a 2 year (3-point) Average Value of Assets as permitted under IRS Notice 
2009-22 (averaging the values on the valuation date and the two preceding valuation dates, not less than 90% 
nor greater than 110% of the adjusted fair market value of assets at the valuation date).

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Rationale: Plan sponsors have the option to elect the use of a full yield curve, or to use 
segmented interest rates (with a lookback period, if desired) subject to stabilization 
constraints.  The plan is currently using segmented interest rates without lookback, based on 
prior elections. 

Assumption: FASB ASC Topic 960 - Expected Return on Assets of 6.50%, compounded 
annually.  This is the assumed rate of return for the Plan’s entire portfolio of assets, net of 
investment expenses and including inflation of 2.30%.   

Rationale: In developing the investment return assumption, we reviewed the plan’s historical 
investment performance along with expected returns for each asset class based on forward-
looking data, including projections of inflation and total return growth.  The plan’s target asset 
allocation was then used to develop the expected 30-year nominal annual arithmetic mean 
and nominal geometric median returns for a passively managed portfolio.  Projections of 
performance anticipated from active management are also taken into consideration. 

Compensation Increase: 

Assumption: Not applicable.   

Rationale: Since the plan was frozen as of April 30, 2023, the compensation increase 
assumption is no longer applicable. 

PPA Funding Lump Sum: Eligible participants are assumed to elect the lump sum option, based on: 

Assumption: Interest Rates – PPA 24-month Average Segment Rates (reflecting 
stabilization) for the month of May preceding the measurement date (segment rates of 
4.84%, 5.24%, and 5.59%). 

Rationale: PPA 24-month Average Segment Rates (reflecting stabilization) are used as 
required by PPA. 

Assumption: Mortality – Lump Sum Mortality Table required under PPA for distributions in 
2024 (previously, Lump Sum Mortality Table required under PPA for distributions in 2023). 

Rationale: Required by PPA for distributions in plan years beginning in 2024. 

FASB ASC Topic 960 Lump Sum: Eligible participants are assumed to elect the lump sum option, 
based on:

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Rationale: The lump sum conversion interest rate was selected by reviewing high quality 
corporate bond rates of various terms for the current and previous two years as well as a 
review of emerging trends.

Rationale: It is our understanding that administrative expenses are not paid from plan 
assets. 

Demographic Assumptions 
PPA Funding Mortality for Healthy Participants:  

Assumption: The IRS 2024 Generational Mortality Tables for males and females, as 
promulgated by the IRS for plan years in 2024. 

Rationale: These mortality tables are among those mandated for use under PPA for ERISA 
funding valuations. 

FASB ASC Topic 960 Mortality for Healthy Participants:  

Assumption: Generational PRI-2012 Separate Annuitant, Non-Annuitant, and Contingent 
Annuity Mortality tables, projected with Scale MP-2021, for males and females. 
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Rationale: The plan is not large enough to develop a credible mortality table based on 
exclusively on plan experience. We have relied on the above mentioned published mortality 
table and improvement scale in which credible mortality experience was analyzed. 

Benefit Payment Timing:  

Assumption: Active participants are assumed to elect a lump sum at decrement.  The 
deferred vested terminees are assumed to elect a lump sum at their Normal Retirement Date. 

Rationale: We believe the lump sum timing assumption selected is reasonable for the 
contingency it is measuring, and is not anticipated to produce significant cumulative actuarial 
gains or losses over the measurement period. 

  
Disability:  

Assumption: None assumed 

 
Rationale: There have been no recent disability pension awards.  This experience supports 
the current assumption.

The actuarial valuation was prepared in accordance with the provisions of the plan, a summary of which is 
presented below.  The summary describes the principal provisions only and is not intended to be authoritative.  
For questions about specific benefits, please refer to the plan document. 

Basic Information 
Plan Name: Somerset Savings Bank, SLA Pension Plan 

Effective Date of Plan: May 1, 1959 

Effective Date of Latest Amendment: April 30, 2023 

EIN/PN: 22-0784760/001 

Plan Year: May 1 to April 30 

Benefit Accrual Freeze: April 30, 2023 

Eligibility: All employees 20-1/2 years old with six months of service; must receive pay for 1,000 hours during 
year. Employees hired or rehired after April 30, 2023 shall be excluded.  

Service: Benefit Service – All employment (service after April 30, 2023 shall be excluded); Vesting Service – All 
employment. 

Compensation: The maximum salary was prospectively and retroactively increased to the Internal Revenue 
Code Section 401(a)(17) compensation limit ($330,000 for 2023). Compensation after April 30, 2023 shall be 
excluded. 

Average Pay: The highest average of total Compensation (excluding commissions and bonuses) during any five 
consecutive calendar years within the 10 calendar year period prior to normal retirement date.   

Employee Contribution: None.  Plan is funded entirely by employer contributions. 

Benefit Formulas and Eligibilities 

Normal Retirement 
Normal Retirement Eligibility: Age of 65 or 5 years of service, if later. 

Normal Retirement Benefit: 1.54% of average pay up to employee’s Social Security covered compensation level 
plus 2.00% of such pay above employee’s Social Security covered compensation level, multiplied by his Benefit 
service to normal retirement date to a maximum of 27 years.
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Deferred Retirement 
Deferred Retirement Benefit: Calculated in the same manner as described in Normal Retirement above, based 
on service and salary history at actual retirement date or, if greater, benefit at Normal Retirement, increased by 
8% for each year retirement is postponed. 

Early Retirement 
Early Retirement Eligibility: Age 55 and 15 years of service.  If in the plan on April 30, 1978, age 55. 

Early Retirement Benefit: 100% of Accrued pension benefit.  Benefit determined under same formula as for 
normal retirement based on service and average pay to early retirement date.  Benefit reduced by 5/9 for 1% for 
each month of early commencement between age 57 and 62 and 5/18 of 1% for each month between age 55 and 
57.  

Vested Termination 
Vested Termination Eligibility: 100% after 5 years of Vesting Service.  

Vested Termination Benefit:  Accrued benefit payable at Normal Retirement. 

Preretirement Surviving Spouse Coverage 
Preretirement Surviving Spouse Benefit Eligibility: Five years of Vesting Service; not receiving a benefit and 
married at least one year. 

Preretirement Surviving Spouse Benefit: 50% Survivor death benefit provided for Protected Spouse of married 
member, payable date member would have been eligible for early or normal retirement.  When eligible for normal 
retirement, active member may elect a 100% Survivor or 15 Year Certain death benefit.   

Forms of Payment 
Normal Form of Benefit: Lifetime income guaranteed for 10 years.   

Qualified Joint and Survivor Annuity: Unless elected otherwise in writing at retirement, a married participant 
will receive his/her benefits as an actuarially equivalent Joint and 50% Survivor Annuity with the spouse as 
contingent beneficiary. 

Optional Forms Benefit: Optional forms include Life Annuity, 15 Year Certain and Continuous, Joint and 50% 
(automatic for married employees), 75% and 100% Survivor, and Lump Sum. 

For purposes of determining the amount of any optional form of retirement income payable other than a lump sum 
distribution, an interest rate of 8% per year, compounded annually, and mortality rates in accordance with UP84 
shall be used to determine the actuarial equivalence. 

For the lump sum payment option, the lump sum value is based on the IRC Section 417(e) interest rates and 
mortality table. 

Maximum Benefit 
The maximum annual benefit is limited as required by IRC Section 415(b) ($275,000 for 2024). 
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Benefit Distributions 
Lump sum payment if benefit value is $5,000 or less.  If more than $5,000, as follows: 

Retirement - Immediate or deferred income to any age between 65 and 70-1/2.  Election of lump sum payment 
permitted. 

Termination Before Retirement - Election of lump sum distribution or immediate annuity.  May defer 
commencement to age 70-1/2.  

Death - Beneficiary may elect a lump sum payment.  Spouse may defer to date member would have attained age 
70-1/2.
